The Morning Prayer was led by Rev Ujima Tyson followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Commissioner Collins.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Strauss read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for change, Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of May 24, 2006 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  President Strauss questioned a purchase order on page 24 to Stephen Allen for gas reimbursement in the amount of $53.80.  President Strauss stated that the funds should come out of Account 711 not the Courthouse Auto Supplies line.  President Strauss also questioned a purchase order on page 26 to D&D, LC in the amount of $213.50 for cruiser car washes for the month of April.  This is a duplicate purchase order and should not be paid.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to approve the purchase order log with the exception of the purchase order for D&D, LC.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

The minutes of the April 20, 2006 Commission meeting were presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Hearing no requests for change or corrections, Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 20, 2006 Commission meeting as presented.

County Assessor Preston Gooden presented the following correction of assessment applications to the Commissioners for their approval and signature:

Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the correction of assessments presented by the Assessor.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Mr. Gooden stated that he has set additional funding aside for raises and the 407 Account has already been set.  Ms. Hammond stated that the revenues in the 407 Account and the 399 Account need to balance.  Mr. Gooden asked Ms. Hammond is she would assist him in this matter.  Ms. Hammond stated that she would be glad to help him balance the accounts.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports

Commissioner Teufel attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Fire Board and reported that they had a budget presentation and there was a lot of discussion on grants.  He said that there are over a million dollars out there in grants that the Fire Board will be applying for.

Commissioner Teufel stated that he received a letter from the Department of Highways regarding the Raleigh Street Extension.  He said that the cost is up to 33.5 million dollars and it looks like the cost has risen 11 million dollars within the last six months.  Commissioner Teufel stated that his concern is receiving letters from the DOH saying one thing and then two to three months later saying something different.  President Strauss stated that there will be representative from the DOH at the next Metropolitan Planning Organization meeting on May 31, 2006.  He said that that meeting will be held in the Commission Chambers at 7:00 p.m.  President Strauss stated that they will be discussing new projects.  Mr. Bentley stated that he is hopeful that we send a loud message to Charleston.  He said that there has been a cop-out of major proportions here in Berkeley County.  Commissioner Teufel stated that Hedgesville Fire Department is working with the DOH for a deceleration lane at the fire hall and the DOH is holding up progress.  He said that the Hedgesville Fire Department would like a letter forwarded to Charleston to expedite the permits.

Commissioner Teufel attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Solid Waste Authority and reported that they are negotiating with the Berkeley County Emergency Ambulance Authority for a recycling site in the Marlowe area.  President Strauss stated that the Marlowe Recycling Facility has been in operation for six or seven years and the land is being sold.  He said they need our assistance to find another location that is more permanent.  President Strauss stated that he discussed the issue with the Ambulance Authority who currently owns between five and six acres of land just off of Route 11 south.  He said that behind the property there are between three and four acres of land and the Ambulance Authority was approached and was asked if they would consider swapping land.  President Strauss stated that they want a long term lease with the County at the Tabler Station Business Park and he said that his priority would be to enter into a long term lease on the land at Tabler Station in return that they enter into a long term lease with the Solid Waste Authority.  He said that it would be a win, win situation for both entities.  

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Historic Landmarks Authority on Monday and reported that it was an abbreviated meeting with nothing major to report.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Water District on Monday and reported that they discussed and took action on how to handle some overtime problems.

President Strauss stated that Matthew Hjermstad of DMJM approached Don Wood of the Berkeley County Historical Society to go through the archive pictures of the woolen mills and provide those pictures to the Judicial Center.  He said that Mr. Wood informed Mr. Hjermstad that the Society may need a contribution to go through their archives for us.  President Strauss stated that DMJM doesn’t have the ability to determine what is appropriate so the Commission will need to ask Mr. Wood for his assistance.

Matthew Mullenex, Planner

Comprehensive Plan – Review of Proposed Changes and Revised Language – Discussion/Action


Matthew Mullenex, Planner, and Dick Koch of Gannett Fleming, came before the County Commission regarding the Comprehensive Plan.

Mr. Koch stated that several weeks ago, at the public hearing on the Comprehensive Plan, comments were made and the County Commission asked them to address those comments and return to the Commission.  He said that the package that has been provided to the Commissioners which provides basically responses to the comments of the Planning Commission and Clint Hogbin, who appeared and submitted comments at the public hearing.  Mr. Koch stated that he spoke with Mr. Hogbin and Katie Fiddler of the Eastern Panhandle Home Builders Association and Ms. Fiddler’s main concern was affordable housing.


President Strauss stated that the Commissioners received a two-page letter from Mr. Mullenex regarding amendments.  He asked Mr. Koch if he had reviewed those amendments and incorporated them into the draft Plan.  Mr. Koch responded by saying yes.  He said that the highlighted areas in the draft depict what they have done.  Mr. Koch stated that the changes are fairly minor.  He said that one issue called for additional language on affordable housing which is quickly becoming an issue in Berkeley County.  Mr. Koch stated that they put some suggestions of things together and the Board is already addressing those suggestions.  He said that they are working with the City of Martinsburg, the State of West Virginia and the Federal Government with some solid waste issues.  Mr. Koch stated that they suggest that the Landmarks Commission continue to handle the historical matters.  President Strauss stated that we will need the State to give the authority so the Board can purchase historical property.  Mr. Koch stated, with that in mind, that they did not include that issue unless the Commission wants them to include it in the draft.

  President Strauss stated that he is in favor of the recommended changes and wants to make sure the County is following procedures.  He said that we need the Planning Commission to review and approve the changes.  Mr. Bentley stated that if the Commission wants the Plan to be amended then they will need to send the document back to the Planning Commission with a letter saying “accept or reject”.  He said that they have 45 days and then they send it back to the County Commission.  President Strauss stated that if we give specific instructions “Here are the changes for you to accept or reject” and give it to them in writing, the document would go to the Planning Commission for review and discussion then they would send the document back to the County Commission.  Mr. Bentley stated that if the Planning Commission accepts the recommended amendments and indicates on record “Approved with the inclusion of amendments” it becomes approved with those amendments.  

Commissioner Teufel made a motion for acceptance of the recommendations and approval subject to the Planning Commission’s acceptance.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Following a brief discussion, the Commission unanimously decided to place the issue on the June 15, 2006 Commission agenda.

Joy Buck, Candidate, Berkeley County Health Board



Interview for Boards and Commission Vacancy – Discussion/Action

Joy Buck was invited to come before the County Commission for a brief interview for a possible appointment to the Berkeley County Health Board.   President Strauss stated that there will be a vacancy on the Health Board on July 1, 2006.  

Ms. Buck stated that she is a registered nurse and works in Philadelphia three days a week.  She said that she has thirty years of clinical experience in teaching and working.  Ms. Buck stated that she has had a long standing sense of commitment and would like to give back to the community.

Commissioner Teufel asked Ms. Buck her opinion of the Westward Migration.  Ms. Buck stated that we have some challenges i.e. roads, housing, and control hazard.  She said that we have a concern about the infrastructure.

President Strauss stated that, if appointed, Ms. Buck would be replacing Max Fisher and said that those are some tough shoes to fill.  Commissioner Teufel asked the length of the term.  Ms. Hammond stated that the term is for five years.  President Strauss stated that there is a stipulation on party affiliation.  He said that there can be no more that three members on the Board from one party and we will need to verify that.  Mr. Bentley stated that there is no problem with our records, no more that two members can reside in the same magisterial district.  President Strauss stated that we will need to still verify.  Ms. Buck stated that she is in the Norborne District.  Mr. Bentley stated that another limit is no more that two licensed members in the same profession.  Ms. Buck stated that she is a registered nurse and a health care professional.  

Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to accept the resignation of Max Fisher effective July 1, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to appoint Ms. Buck to the Berkeley County Health Board effective July 1, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

James Moore, Soil Conservation Service

Draft Agreement on Use of Grant Funds – Inwood Stormwater Management Facility – Discussion/Action               


James Moore of the Soil Conservation Service approached the bench and stated that each year the State comes in and reviews the Pikeside Channel.  He said that he would be doing a power point presentation that will show the pictures that were taken during the last review.  


Mr. Moore stated that the riprap helps prevent erosion and pictures will show the erosion taking place in the Channel.  He said that, also, there are pictures that show where rocks are being placed into the Channel and this problem needs to be taken care of because it will cause problems.  Mr. Moore stated that another problem is with the absence of grass.  He said that anything affects the flow of water that will lead to problems.


Mr. Moore provided another picture of the Channel that showed construction within the Channel.  He stated that there is even proof of where footers are encroaching into the wall of the Channel.  


Mr. Moore stated that it is the responsibility of the County to maintain the Channel and said that he is hopeful that these problems will be taken care of before more damage is done.


Commissioner Collins stated that, just by looking at the pictures, the development that is encroaching into the Channel was Crestfield.  He said that that development has been a mess from the very beginning.  Commissioner Collins stated that they even tried to get water to run uphill not to mention that fact that they also developed over their property line into the development beside of them.  


Mr. Moore stated that 25 years ago the Channel worked well but it will not withstand all of the growth in that area.  Commissioner Collins stated that the County was supposed to pull the bond on that developer and said that he felt that County Engineer William Teach needs to visit the area.


The next issue that was discussed today was the Inwood Stormwater Management Facility.  Mr. Bentley stated that it was determined and reported to Thrasher Engineering of the Soil Conservation Service’s unwillingness to do the Inwood Stormwater Management Facility.  He said that the County Commission has to statutory authority to do this until the public service district is in place to operate or expend funds on such a project.  Mr. Bentley stated that Thrasher Engineering has looked at this project very carefully and has proposals and may be able to get through this and begin before the public service district is in place.  He said that he would request the Commission’s consideration.


Chad Biller of Thrasher stated that if the County sets up a public service district the facility study can be hammered out.  He said that the facility plan is critical and it would be great to get County Engineer William Teach involved and with the establishment of the public service district would allow us to hit the road running.  


Tom Cronin of the Berkeley Associates stated that the Soil Conservation District has been involved in this for years and discussions have been held that resulted in differences of opinions.  He said that they would like to meet with Mr. Teach to discuss their recommendations.  Mr. Biller stated that we need to get Mr. Teach involved and we have a workable budget at this time.  President Strauss stated that there is grant money for construction and asked if there are time line constraints.  Mr. Moore stated that they have $624,000.00 in hand that is not earmarked for construction.  He said that it can be spent for things such as engineering fees.  Mr. Moore stated that the grant money was for culverts.  


President Strauss asked if anyone contacted Developer Doug Bayer.  Mr. Moore stated that Mr. Bayer has not been contacted since the last meeting.  President Strauss stated that Mr. Bayer has the authority to start building.  He said that he needs to be consulted.  Mr. Biller stated that they were going to do a feasibility study and we have to keep our fingers crossed that Mr. Bayer will wait.  President Strauss stated that we put up $250,000.00 and if more money is needed we will have to find somehow find that money until the public service district is in place because we have to move ahead.  Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Biller if he could give him a time frame.  Mr. Biller stated three to four months.  President Strauss stated that it is imperative that Mr. Teach is involved in the work and in the future he would request that Mr. Teach and Steve Aberegg of the Engineering Office be present at the meetings.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Commission will need to set a meeting and get Thrasher Engineering to present their contracts.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to set up a meeting with Thrasher Engineering, the Soil Conservation Service, Doug Bayer and Engineering.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Presentation on Proposed Rain Garden – Berkeley County Judicial Center Complex – Discussion/Action


Sherry Wilkins of the West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection came before the County Commission to provide the Commissioners with a presentation on a proposed rain garden at the Berkeley County Judicial Center Complex.  


Ms. Wilkins stated that the point of a rain garden is to filter pollutants and oil.  She said that the DEP is involved because of wanting a rain garden in West Virginia and hoping to have that rain garden in Berkeley County.  Ms. Wilkins stated that several months ago she chose to promote the rain garden.  She said that the DEP will contribute $2,000.00 toward the project.  Another reason is because the Opequon Creek watershed is one of two top priorities in the State.  


Ms. Wilkins stated that she is asking the County Commission to sign an agreement with the DEP to commit $3,000.00 to the project and allow the rain garden to be placed on County property and agree to work with the City of Martinsburg.  She said that the rain garden would be located on South Street in the southwest corner of the Judicial Center Complex.  President Strauss stated that that is a low point that would be utilized and would take away a few parking spaces.  He said that it is located at the least desirable part of the lot.  President Strauss stated that we were going to replace the guard rail with the same type of material but now he said that he would like something more appealing with the rain garden.  The total cost of the rain garden will be $6,440.00.  President Strauss stated that the Potomac Conservancy will provide $300.00; the City of Martinsburg will provide in-kind services, the excavation and grading would be in-kind services, the planting design would be done by the WV Extension Office, and the removal of pavement would be done by Panhandle Excavating as a verbal in-kind service.  The soil for the garden is $33.00 per ton and it will cost $2,640.00 if 80 tons are needed.  Mulch will cost $500.00 and industrial weed mat will cost $1,000.00.  The woody plants will cost $800.00 and herbaceous plants will cost $800.00.  President Strauss stated that he would like to try to pull this all together and approve the concept.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the concept of the rain garden.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Building Code Ordinance Revisions – Discussion/Action

Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities – Greensburg Estates – Discussion/Action     

John Dick from the County Engineering and Building Inspections Office came before the County Commission for the following issues:

1. Building Code Ordinance Revisions – President Strauss stated that the State updated the 2003 Building Code Ordinance and the Commission took action on that update last Thursday to make it effective May 15, 2006.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he received a number of calls and concerns on the adoption.  He said that apparently some things got his attention and the attention of the Eastern Panhandle Home Builders Association.  Commissioner Teufel stated that one concern was the rush to adopt the revision and the builders were not taken into consideration.  Mr. Dick stated that one item in the Ordinance was stair treads that was amended in the 2000 Ordinance.  He said that when they adopted the 2003 Ordinance they didn’t adopt that amendment; they may amend it later but there is no guarantee.  Mr. Bentley stated that if the Commission did not adopt then Berkeley County would have no Building Code.  He said that it was clear that the County Commission wanted that in place and the only Code allowable is the one by the State of West Virginia.  President Strauss stated that the State made provisions statewide and then it comes to use and we can not pick and choose – it’s all or nothing.  Mr. Bentley responded by saying yes and it is the law.  Commissioner Teufel stated that it will affect anything submitted after May 15, 2006 but it would not affect anything submitted prior to May 15, 2006.  Commissioner Collins stated that big builders have operated under this for years and it affects local builders but it came from Charleston and the Commission’s hands are tied.  Delegate Craig Blair approached the bench and stated that they are about to go into special session the second week of June.  He asked the County Commission to adopt a resolution asking the Governor to allow the County to grow into the 2003 Building Code Ordinance.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to endorse a resolution to the Governor specifically addressing stair treads.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  James Francomano, Director of Government Affairs for the Eastern Panhandle Home Builders Association stated that when he learned of the time slot on today’s agenda regarding the Building Code Ordinance he didn’t understand the procedures for addressing the Commission.  He said that the Eastern Panhandle Builders Association would like to address the Administrative changes put forth by the Engineering Office.  President Strauss stated that the issue should be placed on a Commission agenda, along with Mr. Teach to discuss the issue.

2. Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities-Greensburg Estates – Mr. Bentley stated that he reviewed the agreement and found everything in order.  He recommended approval.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities for Greensburg Estates.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commission for their discussion and/or action:

1. Hiring Recommendation – A recommendation was received from Human Resources Director Alan Davis for the hiring of David Orndoff as a Building Inspector.  If approved, Mr. Orndoff would receive a starting salary of $25,000.00.  On July 1, 2006, Mr. Orndoff’s salary will increase to $28,330.00.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Orndoff as a Building Inspector.  

2. Change Order Proposals – Ms. Hammond stated that there were no change order proposals this week.

3. Nuisance Appeal Board Reports – Ms. Hammond stated that there were no Nuisance Appeal Board reports this week.

4. Animal Control Vehicle Purchase – Ms. Hammond stated that there is enough funding in the Dog Account to purchase two additional vehicles for Animal Control.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the purchase of two additional vehicles for Animal Control.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

5. State Budget Revision #9-Amended – Ms Hammond stated that she amended State Budget Revision #9 from last week by adding $90,000.00 to the Law Enforcement Capital Outlay account for three vehicles. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

6. Agreement-Home Consortium – An agreement was provided to the County Commission for their approval for the Home Consortium.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the agreement and to authorize the President to sign the document.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.
