The Morning Prayer was led by Commissioner Collins followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Commissioner Teufel.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action 

President Strauss read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for changes or additions, Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve today’s agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

The purchase order log for the week of August 7, 2006 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  President Strauss stated a purchase order on page 11 to Realty Management LTD in the amount of $1,686.00 reflects the rental payment for Judge Silver’s office space for July and August.  He said that it will be billed for half of that amount since the Judge has moved to the Judicial Center.

President Strauss also questioned a purchase order on page 23 to Bowles Rice in the amount of $2,362.00.  He stated that the funds should be paid out of Account 424.  

Commissioner Collins stated that, with those changes, he would move to approve the purchase order log.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports



Commissioner Teufel stated that he is concerned over the rising cost of fuel and would want to make sure that we are not short on funds.  Ms. Hammond stated that fuel costs are paid from the Courthouse Fund and last spring we needed to move additional money.  She said that she anticipates that we will have to do that again this year.



Commissioner Teufel requested that Sheriff W. Randy Smith be scheduled on next week’s agenda regarding Animal Control.  President Strauss stated that the Commission requested that a meeting be set up to discuss that issue then asked if that meeting took place.  Commissioner Teufel stated that that meeting is scheduled for next Thursday at 2:00 p.m. and then requested that the issue be placed on the following week’s agenda.



Commissioner Teufel stated that since the resignation of Russell Shackelford we need someone to take over the Alternative Sentencing Program and be in charge of that department.



Commissioner Teufel stated that the new electronic voting machines will be available at the Berkeley County Youth Fair.  He said that it will give the public the opportunity to come out and try them.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he wanted to make sure that County Clerk John W. Small, Jr. is placed on the agenda regarding poll workers.



Commissioner Teufel stated that he received a letter from Marsha Kelley, Director of Purchasing and Finance, regarding the hiring of an auditor.  He said that he would like for Mr. Bentley to look at the various points expressed in the letter and provide the Commission with his opinion.



Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission and reported that it was a two hour meeting and a lot was accomplished.  He said it was a very smooth meeting.



President Strauss attended a meeting of the Executive Committee of the Berkeley County Development Authority on Wednesday regarding the Tabler Station Business Park.  He stated that he will be more specific on the lots at future meetings.  He stated that Thomas Benner and Hunter purchased an additional 5 acres of property just off of the Charles Town Road.  President Strauss stated that the Berkeley County Development Authority sold them acreage at the same location last year and now they are expanding their business.  He said that there are about 30 acres still remaining at that location.



President Strauss stated that he has a progress meeting today regarding the Judicial Center.  He said that if you drive by the building you can see the tremendous progress that has taken place.  President Strauss stated that the columns are being bricked and the front of the building has been paved.  He said that they started imprinting in the paving yesterday.  President Strauss stated that the imprinting will create a rumbling effect when you drive over it with an automobile.  He said that they are much more appealing than speed bumps.  President Strauss stated that the stairway railings are being installed today.

Hiring Recommendations and Changes in Status Actions – Discussion/Action

Upgrade to Teletype System and Change in Vendors – Discussion/Action


911 Director Mary Kackley came before the Commission with the following issues for their discussion and/or action:

1. Resignation – Ms. Kackley stated that she received a letter of resignation from Jeremy Mongold effective August 27, 2006.  Mr. Mongold held the position of Telecommunicator at Central Dispatch.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Mongold.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved. 

2.  Hiring Recommendations – Ms. Kackley stated that there are three vacancies in her office at this time.  She said that, out of four candidates for the positions of Telecommunicator, she would recommend the hiring of Bryan Huntzberry, Julia Taba and Melissa Weisenburg.  Ms. Kackley stated that even though Mr. Huntzberrry has experience in dispatching she didn’t feel that it was enough to warrant a one-step increase.  She said that she is recommending that all three individuals start at the entry salary of $26,063.00.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Bryan Huntzberry, Julia Taba and Melissa Weisenburg as Telecommunicators.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3.  Grand Opening-Central Dispatch – Ms. Kackley stated that the 911 Advisory Board felt that the grand opening of the newly remodeled Central Dispatch, along with the new Wireless Communication System operations, should be held on September 11, 2006.  She said that due to the September 11th tragedy our new wireless communications network is up and running and the Board felt that it would be fitting and proper to have the grand opening on that date.  All three Commissioners stated that they would be available to attend the grand opening then asked what time the event would be held.  Ms. Kackley stated that she does not have a time at this point but the Board felt that it should be held late in the afternoon into the early evening so those that work during the day would have the opportunity to also attend.  



4.  Upgrade to Teletype System and Changes in Vendors – Ms. Kackley stated that they were recently advised by the State Comcenter that they will be upgrading the teletype system and changing vendors.  She said that since the new system will be web-based, Comcenter will be providing one license to each terminal agency and then the agency will be responsible for each additional license.  Ms. Kackley stated that, in addition, there will be a yearly maintenance charge on each license and a new router will have to be purchased.  She said that each license will cost $650.00 and she will need 6 additional licenses that will total $3,900.00 plus 7 maintenance charges @ $156.00 each totaling $1,092.00.  Ms. Kackley stated that she only had a ballpark figure for the modem that will be purchased through Verizon.  She asked the Commission if they would like the costs to come out of her current budget or out of the Special Revenue account.  President Strauss stated that he would like to see it come out of the Special Revenue account.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve up to $10,000.00 to cover the costs of the upgrades.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities – Rock Village Town – Discussion/Action


County Engineer William Teach came before the County Commission requesting approval of an Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities for Rock Village Town.  Mr. Bentley stated that he reviewed the agreement and found it to be in order.  He recommended approval by the Commission.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the agreement as presented and to authorize the President to sign the document.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

OES Director Steve Allen was present today and wanted to publicly thank Mr. Teach and County Planner Stefanie Allemong for their assistance during the Morgan County Courthouse fire.  Mr. Allen stated that Mr. Teach assisted in many ways regarding the Courthouse structure.  President Strauss stated that the Commission contacted Morgan County and offered them our services

Melanie Phelps, Citizen Complaint



ATV Complaint – Discussion/Action

Melanie Phelps came before the County Commission stating that she is having problems with ATVs in her subdivision of Glen Wood Forest.  She stated that she contacted law enforcement and the Sheriff informed her that his office could not enforce the Ordinance and Chief Deputy LeMaster stated that the Ordinance had been challenged and it was ruled as unconstitutional.  Ms. Phelps stated that she needs to resolve the issue.   

President Strauss asked Mr. Bentley if the Ordinance was unconstitutional.  Mr. Bentley stated that he was sure that that was untrue.  He said that the best way to assure yourself of enforcement of the issue is for her homeowners association to petition this body on behalf of the residents to include the streets and avenues within your subdivision.  Mr. Bentley stated that that will assure that law enforcement will enforce the Ordinance inside the subdivision.  President Strauss stated that currently, there are a few other subdivisions already being protected under the Ordinance.  He said that it would help if we had a petition already prepared so we can provide those petitions to the various subdivisions.  President Strauss stated that, in Berkeley County, our Ordinance has not been challenged and he would like the Commission to review the petition next Thursday to make sure it contains correct language.  

Commissioner Teufel requested that this issue be added to the list of issues to be presented to the Sheriff when he appears next week.

Draft Order – Sewer District – Construction of Stormwater Management Services – Discussion/Action


President Strauss stated that the County Commission approved an arrangement with the Berkeley County Public Service Sewer District regarding the construction of stormwater management services.  He asked Curtis Keller of the Berkeley County Public Service Sewer District if their Board had reviewed the arrangement.  Mr. Keller stated that they had a meeting on Tuesday night and discussed the issue briefly.  He said that they plan to discuss it in greater detail at their meeting scheduled for August 22, 2006.  Mr. Keller stated that he had the opportunity to meet with the PSD and now they have a time line.  He said that the issue will be discussed further.


Mr. Bentley stated that they have to approve an Order and they have the power to do so.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would like to wait until a letter is received from the Sewer Board.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Commission can’t do anything until they do receive that letter.  


President Strauss asked Mr. Keller to return to the Commission if his Board approves the agreement.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would like the issue placed on the August 24, 2006 Commission agenda.  Mr. Bentley stated that this needs to be done expeditiously.

Draft Board of Education Agreement – Discussion/Action

Draft Reimbursement Resolutions – Berkeley County Bond Issues – Discussion/Action


Norwood Bentley, Counsel for the Commission, presented the following issues to the County Commission for their discussion and/or approval:

1. Draft Reimbursement Resolutions – Mr. Bentley stated that this has to do with the acquisition of property at Tabler Station.  He said that by doing a resolution now and on the Crawford Building it will allow the County Commission to be reimbursed.  Mr. Bentley stated that both resolutions will legally allow the County Commission to reimburse themselves.  President Strauss stated that he received the survey on our property at the Tabler Station Business Park and placed a call to Mike Keller.  He said that Mr. Bentley will be provided two copies of the survey and will go to closing.  President Strauss stated that the assignment was signed at the Development Authority meeting yesterday which allow the Berkeley County Building Commission to go into bonding and lease the property.  He said that we will want to lease a potion of that property to the Berkeley County Emergency Ambulance Authority.  President Strauss stated that the Berkeley County Emergency Ambulance Authority owns property in Berkeley County and would like to provide that property to the Berkeley County Solid Waste Authority.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would need to see all of the numbers.  President Strauss stated that those numbers will be provided when they are obtained.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to accept the resolution for the 8 ½ acres at the Tabler Station Business Park.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept the resolution for the Crawford Building.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

2. Draft Board of Education Agreement – Mr. Bentley stated that he should have something for the Commission next week.

County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from OES Director Steve Allen requesting approval to hire Trevor Lewis as a part time temporary Emergency Services Worker at $9.00 per hour and as a part time temporary Hazard Materials Technician at $11.00 per hour.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Trevor Lewis.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

2. Resignation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith informing the Commission of the resignation of Lt. Russell Shackelford.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Shackelford.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

3. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to Chris Farmer to fill the vacancy of Lt. Russell Shackelford.  If approved, Mr. Farmer would have a starting salary of $30,548.00 per year.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Chris Farmer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

4. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Justin Jenkins as a Sheriff’s Deputy at a starting salary of $30,548.00 per year.  This is a new position under Court Security.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Jenkins.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

5. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire David Kilmer as a Deputy Sheriff.  If approved, Mr. Kilmer will earn a starting salary of $30,548.00 per year.  This position is a new position under School Positions.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Kilmer but not to the position as documented today.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

6. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Ralph Pierce as a Deputy Sheriff.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he was concerned about filling the school position without an agreement between the Commission and the Board of Education.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would like to see the deputies hired so they can attend the Police Academy for training.  If approved, Mr. Pierce will earn a starting salary of $30,548.00 per year.  This position is a new position under School Positions.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Pierce but not to the position as documented today.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

7. Nuisance Appeal Board Reports – Ms. Hammond stated that there are no Nuisance Appeal Board reports this week.

8. Change Order Proposals – Ms. Hammond stated that any change order proposals will be discussed later today when representatives from DMJM appear before the Commission at 11:40 a.m.

9. Cancelled Check Order – A cancelled check order was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  If action is taken to approve the Order it will cancel Check #018268 to Anna Snyder in the amount of $150.00.  This check was payment to Ms. Snyder for her work as a poll worker in the Primary Election and the check was misplaced.  The Order will permit the check to be cancelled and a replacement check written to Ms. Snyder.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the Order.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

10. Order-Eastern WV Community Foundation Grant Fund – A Order establishing the Eastern WV Community Foundation LEDA Grant Fund #155 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the Order as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

11. West Virginia Association of Counties (WVAC) – Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission received a renewal notice for annual dues to the West Virginia Association of Counties.  She said that last year the County Commission took action to remain a member of the County Commission Association only but allow the Elected Official an option to become a member of the WVAC if they so desired but dues for the WVAC would be taken from their individual budgets.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would agree to offer the same option again this year.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to provide the same option to the Elected Officials this year.  If they choose to continue being a member of the WVAC then their dues would come directly from their budgets.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Items from the Public

Robbie Robinson, President of the Bedington Volunteer Fire Department, came before the County Commission under “Items from the Public”.  He stated that he felt that the volunteers were getting the back seat regarding the 4 million dollars for equipment.  Mr. Robinson stated that they are being put on the back burner.  He said that the Bedington Volunteer Fire Department has had roof problems for several years but they can not get any assistance.  Mr. Robinson stated that back in 1990 they received an okay to repair the roof but no further action was taken.  He said that they are saving the County millions of dollars through the volunteers and he asked the Commission if they would do something about this problem.

Commissioner Teufel stated that the request has been there for years and said that the Fire Board would be meeting next Thursday.   He said that it is the Fire Board and this may be the opportunity to get the roof repair accomplished but that does have to come from the Fire Board and that decision will be made next Thursday.

President Strauss asked about the land that Bedington acquired along Route 11 north.  Commissioner Teufel stated that the Fire Board does not have any jurisdiction over that land.  Mr. Robinson stated that it was Dupont’s land and now it is under Bedington’s name.  He said that they will be leasing 2 ½ acres to the Library and the other part of the land will be where the Fire Department will be holding their annual carnival.  President Strauss asked Mr. Robinson if they plan on building a new fire station on that property.  Mr. Robinson stated that down the road; yes.  President Strauss asked what the estimated cost was to repair the roof.  Commissioner Teufel stated that it will cost between $60,000.00 and $70,000.00.  President Strauss asked Mr. Robinson if that money could be used more appropriately on new construction and not on repairs.  Mr. Robinson stated that their current station was constructed in 1966 and they do not plan on vacating that building.

Berkeley County Judicial Center Construction Update – Discussion/Action

Change Orders – Judicial Center Project – Discussion/Action

Crawford Building Design Presentation – Discussion/Action


Matthew Hjermstad of DMJMH&N, along with Dan Noonan and Christine Johnson, came before the County Commission on several issues pertaining to the Judicial Center Construction.  


President Strauss informed those in attendance of the upcoming grand opening of the Judicial Center.  He stated that construction should be substantially completed on September 30, 2006 and the grand opening is scheduled for October 6, 2006 at 2:00 p.m.  President Strauss then explained the work currently being done at the Center.


The first issue that Mr. Hjermstad discussed was regarding an update on the construction of the Judicial Center.  He stated that we are in the home stretch at this time.  The asphalt in the front lot should be stamped by next week and locks have been placed on the building.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that the glass railing is being installed and the millwork for the corridors will be installed next week.  He said that the light fixtures were being installed today in the corridors and have been already completed in the courtrooms.


The Judicial Center Phase II was the next issue that was discussed.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that the Crawford Building will be Phase II of the Judicial Center and it is meant to function as part of the overall Judicial Center.  He said that the entrance to that building will be through the main entrance of the Judicial Center for security purposes.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that they are proposing a new connector bridge between the Judicial Center and the Crawford.


A proposed parking lot revision was presented and Mr. Hjermstad stated that they are currently looking at a cooling system for the Crawford Building.  He said that all jury boxes will be sized for the Circuit Court but can be used for Magistrate Court.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that the existing connector bridge will be used for employees only and the “sister bridge” will be used by the public.  The alleyway between the two buildings, Judicial Street, will be secured from the public.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that that area can be used by the employees to enjoy lunch and have meetings.  He said that the millwork in the Crawford Building will be similar to that used in the Judicial Center.  A “fly through” presentation was done to give those in attendance an idea of what the Crawford Building will look like upon completion.


A total of 10 copies of the 35% submission of the Crawford Building were provided to the County Commission.


The next issue that was discussed was regarding enhancements to the Judicial Center.  The following list of items for change order was presented to the Commissioners for their approval:

Mr. Hjermstad stated that the hardware changes were in part due to when the security was designed.  A packet of information was provided to the Commissioners regarding the hardware changes.  

Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the change order as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

The final issue discussed today was regarding the Signage Bid.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that a total of two bids were received and those bids were within $94.00 of each other.  He said it was very close but only one attended the pre-bid conference.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that that bidder provided information on products and they also met the specifications.  He said that they also asked for 28 days after approval of the shop design while the other bidder requested 50 days.  President Strauss stated that they did walk through the building and he felt that there would be fewer problems later on because the vendor knows the building.
