The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. Sharon Bourgeois followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Pamela Swartwood.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Strauss read the agenda aloud.  He stated that there are two executive sessions scheduled today; one is for real estate issues and one is for personnel issues.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of August 14, 2006 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  President Strauss stated that he had a question on a purchase order to the Herald Mail but it was corrected and taken care of before today’s meeting.  He also questioned a purchase order on page 4 to Gall’s Inc. in the amount of $84.97 for a light bar end cap.  President Strauss stated that the funds should come out of Autos and Trucks instead of Uniforms.



Hearing no more requests for change or corrections, Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the purchase order log.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.



President Strauss stated that the check written to Mountain State Blue Cross Blue Shield bounced.  Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office stated that the check was written on BB&T and should have been Centra Bank.  She said that the correction was made and a corrected check was forwarded to Mountain State Blue Cross Blue Shield.

Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the exonerations as presented by the County Assessor.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Mr. Gooden stated that he was shifting some of his staff members.  He said that he needs to move Larry Hess, who normally works with commercial accounts, over to the real estate market analysis area to work with Brad Unger.  Mr. Gooden stated that he is aware of tax increases but he said there is no consistency.  He provided his recommendation over to Alan Davis, Human Resources Director for his review.

A brief discussion took place regarding the GIS mapping.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would like a link to the maps placed on the County’s website.  President Strauss stated that the maps will be similar with those of MSAG maps and he too would like a link to go into that site.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports 

Commissioner Teufel attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Solid Waste Authority on Wednesday and reported that they are moving ahead.  He stated that the Authority wanted him to thank the Commission for the additional funding for the site plan study for commercial waste and transfer station.  Commissioner Teufel stated that they are working to get an RFP out on the study and that he should have more details in 30 to 90 days.  

Commissioner Teufel stated that it may take some time but the Solid Waste Authority will be submitting information to the County Commission regarding their website and a link from the County’s webpage that will provide the public with their operating hours at the various recycling sites.

Commissioner Teufel stated that the progress is very slow regarding the Jefferson County Transfer Station.  He said that they are still trying to go forward.  Commissioner Teufel stated that with the information that he has received from the West Virginia Department of Health there is little hope to have an extension again this month at LCS.  He said that he would support sending a letter to Charleston requesting an extension but it they say no they say no.  President Strauss stated that he would like the letter to include the funding that the County Commission has provided for a feasibility study.  

Commissioner Teufel stated that he received a letter from Circuit Clerk Virginia Sine regarding storage at 126 West King Street.  He said that the County Clerk is storing records there and he does not remember giving that area to the County Clerk.  Commissioner Teufel stated that the issue needs to be addressed.  President Strauss stated that we have two buildings; 110 West King Street and 126 West King Street.  He said that there is plenty of room; look at the basements where records are currently being stored.  President Strauss stated that those areas can continue to be used for storage.  He said that it would be helpful if the County Clerk and the Circuit Clerk review the issue and give us a plan.  President Strauss stated that it is important that we look at all of our records.  He said that we are back scanning records in a lot of our departments and it is very important, not to mention a safeguard, to duplicate the records.  

Commissioner Teufel stated that he had his weekly meeting with OES Director Steve Allen and he will be requesting approval of a resolution to change the local name from the Office of Emergency Services to the Office of Homeland Protection. A copy of the resolution was provided to the Commission.  He requested that the issue be placed on the Commission agenda and to also add the issue of grants.  President Strauss stated that he would ask Norwood Bentley, Counsel for the Commission to review the resolution and then schedule Mr. Allen.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of Pan Tran and reported that they voted to proceed to look into a pilot program for some type of medical transport.  He said that it would be completely funded.  Commissioner Teufel asked how it would be funded afterward.  Commissioner Collins stated that that is why they are looking into the issue at this point.  President Strauss stated that perhaps they could check with the area hospitals and the medical community for contributions for the long term.  

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Water District on Monday and reported that the meeting was routine.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of Parks and Recreation on Tuesday and reported that there are 6 firms that have picked up the bid packet for the expansion of the Berkeley 2000 Building.  He said that they are currently waiting to hear from grants.

Commissioner Collins attended a special meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission on Tuesday and reported that there were about 6 variances that should not have been granted.

President Strauss stated that the Tabler Station Business Park Committee, along with Patton Harris and Rust will be submitting a master plan to the Berkeley County Planning Commission.  A STAC meeting will be held in September and in November they will be reviewing the plans and then decide.  

President Strauss attended a tour of the Judicial Center on Wednesday and Arthur Angus of the West Virginia State Supreme Court was present.  Commissioner Teufel asked President Strauss if they would be making any recommendations regarding the Judicial Center.  President Strauss stated that they made a few Wednesday that included security and others regarding the cameras and their locations.  He said that he asked E-Quip to give us a price on that recommendation.  A representative of the National Sheriff’s Association was also there and mentioned additional deputies.  President Strauss stated that they were most pleased because of the arresting powers of deputies versus the bailiffs.  He said that they recommended additional deputies.

President Strauss stated that Region 9 met on Wednesday to interview applicants for the position of Community Development Specialist.  

President Strauss stated that he met with a representative of the Department of Environment Protection regarding the Rain Garden.  He said that the Rain Garden will improve stormwater.

Commissioner Teufel requested that Mr. Petrucci be extended an invitation to come before the Commission for a brief interview.

A response was received from Jerry Coyne expressing his desire to be re-appointed to the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to re-appoint Mr. Coyne for another term.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Report on General Election Schedule and Preparation – Discussion/Action

County Clerk John W. Small, Jr. came before the Commission to provide a report on the General Election Schedule and preparation. 

Mr. Small stated that, due to the horrible fire that occurred at the Morgan County Courthouse, the iron curtains will be reactivated in the Berkeley County Courthouse.  He said that an iron curtain was one of the only things that protected some of the records in Morgan County.  

Mr. Small informed the Commission that he and Circuit Clerk Virginia Sine discussed the two buildings located at 110 West King Street and 126 West King Street.  Commissioner Teufel stated that Ms. Sine is storing records off site and the Commission gave her the green light to use 126 West King Street for storage.  He said that he would like to Mr. Small and Ms. Sine to meet and then come before the Commission with their storage needs.

Mr. Small stated that the poll worker information should be ready by September 15, 2006 and in the mail by September 26, 2006.  He said that on July 22, 2006 ESS came in and did some work on the printers.  Mr. Small stated that on August 4, 2006 the election supplies were ordered, on August 14, 2006 the polling places were contacted and on August 28, 2006 he would be meeting with Secretary of State Betty Ireland.  Mr. Small stated that new precinct signs were being printed and will be posted at each precinct.  He also stated that he is working with the City Police Department regarding the traffic on election night.  

Commissioner Teufel stated that Ms. Ireland had electronic voting machines displayed at the Berkeley County Youth Fair and it gave the public the opportunity to try them out.  He asked Mr. Small to forward a letter to Ms. Ireland thanking her for the opportunity to look at and try out the new machines.

Norwood Bentley, Counsel for the Commission, presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action: 

1. Draft Board of Education Agreement – Mr. Bentley stated that the Board of Education will need to hold another meeting before a draft agreement for law enforcement at the two schools can be put together.  He said that their attorney will be back in town next week and further stated that the Board is not worried about the deputies being there the first day of school.  

2. Draft Subdivision ATV Petition – Mr. Bentley provided the Commissioners with a sample of a draft subdivision ATV petition.  He said that he fashioned the draft that complies with the State Code.  President Strauss stated that when the petition is completed by the homeowners of a subdivision it will be presented to the Commission for approval with copies being forwarded to Law Enforcement.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Code says that the petition needs to be amended or prepare a new one each time a subdivision is added.  President Strauss asked Mr. Bentley if the Commission could amend the petition to include that.  Mr. Bentley stated that he would be happy to amend the petition and present it, with that change, to the Commission for their consideration.  He said that he thought it could be done.  The draft petition was presented to the Commission for their approval.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the petition.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

3. Communication–Comcast Purchase – A letter was received from Comcast regarding the transactions between Comcast Corporation, Adelphia Communications Corporation and Time Warner Cable, Inc.  Mr. Bentley asked Deborah Hammond, County Administrator, if Comcast posted an ad in the Journal requesting comments.  Ms. Hammond responded by saying no.  Mr. Bentley requested that the Commission forward a letter to Comcast informing them that the PSC can waive the public hearing and allow the public 30 days to respond.  He said that they will need to provide the Commission with proof of the ad and then the Commission has the right to approve or disapprove.

Hiring Recommendation – Discussion/Action 

Fiduciary Supervisor Maria Childers came before the County Commission to request approval to hire Kelly Driscoll.  Ms. Childers stated that she received 15 applications that were all very good.  She said that she chose 5 applications to interview with the help of Alan Davis, Human Resources Director.  Ms. Childers stated that Ms. Driscoll has a well rounded background that includes experience in working with a law firm as well as being a certified paralegal. A hearing on the estate of Geneva Wood was scheduled today at 11:00 a.m.  Maria Childers, Fiduciary Supervisor, stated that she encountered a problem the first of the week regarding the summons and the notice to the Sheriff for William E. Mason, Jr.  She said that they acknowledge that they received it on July 28, 2006 but Mr. Mason was not served until August 15, 2006. President Strauss stated that Mr. Mason informed the County Commission of the status of the estate and that the funeral expenses have been paid with the remainder being paid out in increments.  Ms. Childers stated that she needs a settlement of accounts.  She then asked Mr. Mason if he converted the real estate into cash.  Mr. Mason responded by saying yes then stated that he filed all of the information months ago.  President Strauss asked Mr. Mason in what office he had filed his information.  Mr. Mason stated that it was filed in Ms. Childers’ office and he was told that there was no need to file a final.

Ms. Childers apologized for any inconvenience and asked the Commission if she should have a few minutes to contact her office.  President Strauss stated that that would be fine.  He said that the Commission could proceed with the Administrative Issues until further information was received from Ms. Childers’ office.
