The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. John Green followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Assessor Preston Gooden.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log

President Strauss read the agenda aloud.  He stated that the issue scheduled at 11:10 a.m. regarding grading permits had been cancelled because the matter was resolved.  President Strauss stated that a motion needs to be made to move the Administrative Issues to that 11:10 a.m. slot.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to amend today’s agenda.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

The purchase order log for the week of September 18, 2006 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  President Strauss questioned a purchase order on page 25 to the Bank of Clarke County.  He asked if this was the Engineering Office’s KIA.  Ms. Hammond responded by saying yes and also that there are sufficient funds in the Engineering Fees Account to pay that vehicle off at this time.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to precede and pay off the KIA.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to approve the purchase order log as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports

President Strauss stated that the pictures for the Judicial Center have been scanned and placed on a compact disk.  He said that they should start hanging those pictures in mid-October.

Commissioner Teufel stated that he did not have anything to report this week.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission on Monday and reported that a member of the community sent a letter to the Ethics Commission regarding the way that the Planning Commission conducts their meetings.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Ethics Commission shot this person down on several issues.  He said that the complaints have to do with the Sunshine Law.  Commissioner Collins stated that this individual wants unlimited time to speak.  In other matters, Commissioner Collins stated that they have six items on their agenda to pull bonds and each bond was pulled.  He said that mysteriously they all showed up and new bonds have been issued.  

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Sewer District on Tuesday and reported that they met with their employees and then whet into their regularly scheduled meeting.  He stated that they entertained an order granting a motion to dismiss Board members from a legal suit.  Commissioner Collins said that that only leaves the civil suit which is currently on hold.  Another issue that was discussed was the disposing of waste wisely.  A brochure, printed by Pamela Swartwood, was presented to the Commission.  The brochure lists things that you can not throw down the drawn because of affects on the sewer.  

President Strauss stated that he has gone to the Berkeley County Historical Society and asked for pictures of County Commissioners, Sheriffs and Elected Officials.  He said that he would like those printed and placed in the Dunn Building.  President Strauss stated that the pictures that will be hung in the Judicial Center will consist of Magistrates, Judges and Prosecuting Attorneys.

A response was received from George Miller expressing his interest in being reappointed to the Berkeley County Farmland Protection Board.  Commissioner Teufel asked Ms. Hammond if financial documents had been received from Mr. Miller.  Ms. Hammond responded by saying no.  Commissioner Teufel requested that no action be taken until those documents are received.  He said that we have to be fair to everyone.

A letter was received from Robert Eckels informing the Commission that he does not wish to be reappointed to the Berkeley County Building Code Advisory Board.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the request of Mr. Eckels regarding his reappointment.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Commission Calendars – Months of September and October

The updated Commission calendars for the months of September and October were presented to the Commissioners for their information.  President Strauss stated that there will be a lot of work after the Grand Opening of the Judicial Center and the moving of those offices to that location.  He said that he would like that time to do some planning.  President Strauss stated that he would like to cancel the October 12, 2006 Commission meeting.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would be out of town that week.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would be available that week if he is needed in the office.  President Strauss stated that documents will be signed throughout that week.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to cancel the October 12, 2006 Commission meeting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.  The following dates were discussed at today’s meeting:

Berkeley County Judicial Center – Scheduling – Discussion/Action

Administrative Secretary Sherry Cain came before the County Commission to provide the Commissioners with an update on the Judicial Center Grand Opening event.  Ms. Cain stated that the invitations are ready and the envelopes are being printed.  She said that they will be placed in the mail on Friday.

A draft program was provided to the Commissioners for their approval.  The programs will be similar to the invitations; parchment paper with blue ink.  The cover of the programs will reflect the County’s Seal, the inside flap will contain a recognition list.  The back flap of the program will list the names of those patrons who provided the funding for all of the amenities, postage and supplies.  No taxpayer dollars were used to fund this event.

A second meeting is scheduled tomorrow with the florist to go over the floral arrangements and the locations throughout the Center where the flowers will be placed.

Ms. Cain stated that she would like to schedule a rehearsal sometime within the next week so everyone will know what they are to do and where they should be.

A small setback occurred regarding the riser for the podium.  The original contact was unable to provide the riser.  Following a trip to the Center and measurements obtained, a member of the facilities department volunteered to construct a riser for the event.

Due to a scheduling conflict, Terry Orndorff is unable to lead us in the Pledge of Allegiance.  Former Commissioner Robert Burkhart was contacted and he graciously agreed to do the Pledge of Allegiance.

Ms. Cain stated that she will be scheduling one more meeting with Law Enforcement, the Martinsburg City Police and the County Facilities Supervisor to discuss parking, traffic control and security.

Poll Worker List Approvals – Discussion/Action

The Berkeley County Commission scheduled County Clerk John W. Small, Jr. on today’s agenda to provide them with a list of both the democratic and republican poll workers list.  Mr. Small approached the bench and provided the requested information to the Commissioners for their approval.   

Upon receiving both poll workers lists, Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the poll workers as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Commissioner Teufel asked Mr. Small if any more training had been scheduled for the poll workers.  Mr. Small stated that there are 10 more classes scheduled.

Change in Status Requests – Discussion/Action

Human Resources Director Alan Davis came before the County Commission regarding change in status requests.  Mr. Davis stated that the part time wage for employees at the Department of Homeland Security was increased to $9.00 per hour several months ago.  However, Director Steve Allen made him aware of five employees that were somehow omitted from this increase.  Those employees included Davis Hess, Albert Brown, Jason Light, StevenGray and Ryan Stroop.  Mr. Davis stated that four of those five employees will be frozen at their current hourly rate until they complete their sensitive training.  

Mr. Davis stated that the part time rate for the firefighter/hazmat position increased and 27 employees did not receive that $2.00 per hour increase.  He said that to make the necessary adjustments, retroactive to August 4, 2005, will cost the County $415.75 if they are approved.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to accept the recommendation from Mr. Davis to make the necessary corrections to the part time hourly rate at the Department of Homeland Security.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

The next issue brought before the Commissioners by Mr. Davis was reclassification requests.  A total of four employees were recommended for mid-year reclassifications that included Megan Clark from the Planning Commission Office, Paul Cain from the Engineering Office, Larry Hess from the Assessor’s Office and Bonnie Woodfall from Voters’ Registration.  

Mr. Davis stated that even though each of the four employees warrants a reclassification, since it is midway into the current budget he recommended that those reclassifications be put on hold until the next fiscal year’s budget process.  

Commissioner Collins stated that all four employees are very deserving of a reclassification but would like to wait until the next budget to take any action on the issue.  Mr. Davis stated that he wanted to make sure that we stay consistent.  He said that we are not approaching the issue so much as “do the employees deserve a reclassification” but, “are we being consistent”.

Financing Report – Hedgesville Volunteer Fire Company Station – Discussion/Action


Donna Cross of the Berkeley County Fire Board came before the County Commission with a financing report regarding the Hedgesville Volunteer Fire Company station.  Ms. Cross stated that they are obtaining a 1.5 million dollar loan through Susquehanna Bank for the new Hedgesville fire station.  She said that a public hearing was held during their last Board meeting and no one opposed the issue.  


A certificate regarding the loan was presented to the County Commissioners.  Mr. Bentley stated that the certificate will need a motion from the Commission.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the note, the proceeds to be used as set forth in the bond document, and to authorize the President to sign the certificate.  Mr. Bentley stated that this does count against the 10 million dollar limit of the County Commission.  President Strauss stated that the Commission will need to look at the amount and also look at the other projects in the fall.  Mr. Bentley stated that this holds no liability to the Commission.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.  A copy of the signed certificate is attached to these minutes.

County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Robert Brining as a part time Court Security Officer.  If approved, Mr. Brining will earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Brining as a part time Court Security Officer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

2. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Shannon Jenkins as a part time Kennel Attendant at the Animal Control Facility.  If approved, Ms. Jenkins will earn $8.00 per hour.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would like to hold off on any action by the Commission until the issue can be further discussed.

3. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Steve Allen, Director of OES requesting approval to hire Marino Viands as a part time Emergency Services Worker and a part time Hazardous Materials Technician.  If approved Mr. Viands will earn $9.00 per hour while performing as an Emergency Services Worker and $11.00 per hour while performing as a Hazardous Materials Technician.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Viands.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  

4. Resignation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith informing the Commission of the resignation of Norman Ceravalo effective October 17, 2006.  Mr. Ceravalo held the position of Paper Server.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Ceravalo.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

5. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Lee Rephann, III as a Court Security Officer.  If approved, Mr. Rephann will earn a yearly salary of $26,063.00.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Rephann.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

6. Nuisance Appeal Board Reports – Ms. Hammond stated that there were no Nuisance Appeal Board reports this week.

7. Change Orders – Two change orders were presented to the Commissioners regarding the Judicial Center.  The first change order was for adding a freestanding fire department connection at the front of the Judicial Center.  The bidding documents showed keeping the existing fire department connection from the outlet mall as a cost savings measure but the existing connection is on Stephen Street on the Crawford Building and the new connection is preferred by the Martinsburg Fire Department.  The cost of the change order is $6,267.00.  The next change order is for additional striping of the parking lot.  The cost of this change order is $1,160.00.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve both change orders as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Bid Opening – Electronic Docket Display System – Berkeley County Judicial Center – Discussion/Action



Two bid openings were scheduled today at 11:00 a.m.  The first bid opening was for the Audio System for the Judicial Center.  Two bids were received from the following firms:

1. InSite Audio Visual – President Strauss stated that the bid is broken out with alternates but the base price is $85,209.57.

2. DSL Sound – President Strauss stated that this bid had a price of $115,621.00.  He said that, because of the alternates, we need to verify if the lump sums include the alternates.  

Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept both bide\s and forward them to DMJM for their review and recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

The next bid was for the Electronic Docket Display System at the Judicial Center.  Only one bid was received and that bid came from InFax, Inc.  The total bid price was $56,355.00 which is less than what was quoted at their presentation.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept the bid and forward it to DMJM for their review and recommendation.

County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. 2007 Holiday Calendar – Ms. Hammond stated that the 2007 holiday calendar, included in the Commissioners’ packets, came to us from the West Virginia Division of Personnel.  The holidays that are reflected on the calendar are those approved by the State and the Governor of West Virginia.  With a few exceptions, the Commission usually approves the same holidays.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the holiday calendar for the year 2007.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

2. Correspondence-Governor Manchin – A letter was received from Governor Manchin as a response to the Commission’s letter regarding the hotel/motel tax and the homestead exemption.  The letter included the Governor’s actions on the issue and was placed in the Commissioners’ packets for their information.

3. Home Consortium Correspondence – A letter was received from the City of Martinsburg regarding the Home Consortium and their upcoming meeting scheduled on October 2, 2006.  Ms. Hammond stated that on page three of the correspondence it shows the information on the Home Consortium Council membership.  She said that this body will appoint three individuals that will establish funding, etc.  One member of that body will be elected as Chair each year.  

4. Trick or Treat Night – Ms. Hammond stated that the City of Martinsburg will be holding Trick or Treat Night on Tuesday, October 31, 2006 between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.  She said that if the Commission is agreeable we will do the same.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to observe Trick or Treat Night on the same evening and times as the City of Martinsburg.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

5. Auditor Contract – Commissioner Teufel stated that this contract entails that we appropriate funding for an independent auditor to provide assistance to the County Clerk’s Finance Office.  He said that the cost will be $24,000.00.  Commissioner Teufel stated that the contract was drawn up by Mr. Bentley and that he is in favor of having an independent auditor’s assistance.  The Commission requested that the issue be placed on next week’s agenda.

Estate Hearing – Elizabeth Darby – Discussion/Action

Fiduciary Supervisor Maria Childers approached the bench and stated that no one was present today representing the estate of Elizabeth Darby.  She said that Albert Darby is the heir of the estate and he has been unable to conduct his duties because of his son, S. T. Darby.  S. T. Darby is the Co-Executor and Mr. Childers stated that since Albert Darby is the sole beneficiary of the estate she would recommend the removal of S. T. Darby.

Jim Steptoe, Attorney at Law, approached the bench and stated that he represents Albert Darby and wanted to point out that the will provided for the husband to qualify as the Executor with S. T. Darby as an alternate.  Mr. Steptoe stated that because S. T. Darby lived with Albert Darby and Albert Darby has polio, the two of them qualified as Co-Executors.  Mr. Steptoe also recommended the removal of S. T. Darby.  

Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept the recommendation to remove S. T. Darby as Co-Executor of the estate of Elizabeth Darby.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved

Executive Session – Personnel

Commissioner Collins made a motion to go into executive session for personnel issues.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and approved unanimously.

President Strauss declared the executive session over.

During the executive session for personnel issues, no decisions were made and no action was taken.

President Strauss asked his fellow Commissioners if they wished to take any action on the Workers’ Compensation issue.  Commissioner Collins requested that a letter be drafted stating that the Workers’ Compensation and the Unemployment Issues be under the Human Resources Department.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he was supportive of that also.  Commissioner Collins them made a motion that, effective immediately, a letter be forwarded to all Constitutional Officers and Department Heads regarding Workers’ Compensation and Unemployment.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Inwood Meadows Drainage and Utility Encroachments – Discussion/Action


Donald LeBlanc came before the County Commission regarding a complaint that he has in his subdivision of Inwood Meadows.  Mr. LeBlanc has concerns regarding the drainage and utility encroachments in his subdivision and provided the Commissioners with pictures of the “ponding” and the drainage pipe.  He stated that the manhole covers are not flush with the pavement and he is unsure of the distance between the fire hydrants.  Mr. LeBlanc stated that the western side of the development has numerous obstructions in the drainage and he has concerns over the flooding.


Tracy Ball of the Engineering Office stated that there are a few items in Inwood Meadows that need to be addressed.  She said that one problem is the very deep hole.  Ms. Ball stated that there was talk of putting an inlet in there but it never was done.  She said that she feels that more engineering needs to be done.  Ms. Ball stated that the drainage pipe is very long and no plans were submitted so it is unclear where the pipe is going.  She said that it is a safety issue and it will just push the problem onto someone else’s yard.


Mr. LeBlanc stated if raging waters exists and anyone, a child or a pet, is in that area they will be swept away.  He said that there are no as- built plans for the infrastructure.  


Ms. Ball stated that there are three swells going into this pipe and that there is a vertical drop from the road.  She said that introducing concrete will not help.  Grading will need to be done to bring down that vertical drop.  

Stefanie Allemong, County Planner stated that there is a $177,000.00 bond that will expire in October of this year and the issue can be placed on the Planning Commission agenda and we can call that bond. President Strauss stated that, as for the utility issue, he would ask the Planning Office to look at the issues and see if they fall under their department.
