The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. Vicki Dotterer of the Bunker Hill United Methodist Church followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Gwen Campbell.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Strauss read the agenda aloud.  He stated that, if time allows, some of the Administrative Issues can be heard ahead of their scheduled time.  Hearing no further changes, Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve today’s agenda.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of November 5, 2006 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  President Strauss stated that he read a legal ad in The Journal regarding a bid for a motor home.  He asked Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office who authorized the bid and what department was requesting the bid.  Ms. Campbell stated that she would find out and inform the Commission.  Ms. Hammond stated that it was the request of the Sheriff and Marsha Kelley of the Finance Office.  President Strauss stated that the information was not brought before the Commission and that he did not authorize anything regarding the bid.  He said that there have been other issues both recently and in the past that were unauthorized and he needed to know who authorized the bid.  Commissioner Teufel asked if the Commission office had a copy of the bid.  President Strauss responded by saying that we have just been made aware of the issue.  He further stated that he felt that the Commission should be made aware of what is going out for bid especially if it contains his authorization.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the purchase order log presented today.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Hearing no requests for corrections or changes, Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Commissioner Teufel asked Mr. Gooden if he received a letter that was forwarded to him regarding the errors that have been found on the exoneration listings.  Mr. Gooden responded by saying yes.  Commissioner Teufel stated that, if at all possible, the Commission should receive a copy of the information before the Commission meeting is held so we can look it over.  Mr. Gooden stated that he would provide the information earlier in the week so the Commissioners have the opportunity to review the information before action is taken.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to approve the exonerations as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Reports

Commissioner Teufel stated that the Berkeley County Fire Board meets this evening and they will be opening bids for the new Hedgesville Fire Hall.  

Commissioner Teufel stated that the Berkeley County Emergency Ambulance Authority met a couple of weeks ago and elected Charles Hall as their Chair and Jim Whitacre as their Vice Chair.

Commissioner Teufel stated that he has had a number of meetings with Steve Allen, Director of the Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Services.  He said that the Commission had discussed setting aside funds for potential emergency situations in this area.  Commissioner Teufel stated that Mr. Allen is attending a meeting today and hopefully he will have additional information to bring before the Commission.

Commissioner Teufel stated that next year there will be a nationwide/regional exercise regarding a pandemic.  He said that in February of 2005 they discussed the use of the court room at OES for these trainings.  Commissioner Teufel stated that Mr. Allen obtained grant funding to purchase tables and set up an office there.  He said that he wanted to make sure that the room is available.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he spoke with the Sheriff and there should be plenty of room.  He said that there are four areas that will hold the regional training and Martinsburg is one of those areas.  President Strauss stated that competency hearings are held there at this time but next year they will need to be held at the Judicial Center.  He said that he didn’t see, from the Circuit Clerk’s perspective, that there would be any problem.

Commissioner Collins stated that last Saturday the Sheriff’s Department held a training session at the Judicial Center regarding possible situations at that location.  He said that there will be more of those training sessions forthcoming.  Commissioner Collins stated that the training session worked out very well.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission and the latest issue brought before them is the make up of the Subdivision Regulations Committee.  He said that two members serving on that Committee are not residents of Berkeley County and questions arose.  President Strauss stated that there is nothing in the Statute that would prohibit them from serving if they work in Berkeley County.  He said that that decision would be entirely up to the Berkeley County Planning Commission.

President Strauss attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission and on the January agenda the Planning Commission will be presented the master plan of the Tabler Station Business Park.  He said that they are hopeful that it will coordinate with the bid process for the infrastructure on the west side of the Park.  President Strauss stated that by the spring of the year they should be able to break ground and by summer or late fall the construction will be complete.  

President Strauss attended a meeting of Region 9 on Wednesday and reported that there will be a change in the presidency due to the change in the County Commission of Jefferson County, West Virginia.  He said that he and Jefferson County Commissioner Jane Tabb will be departing in December and in January the members of Region 9 will make the decisions on filling those two vacancies.

President Strauss stated that Berkeley County has qualified for the Governor’s Community Partnership Grant program.  He said that they offer grants up to $25,000.00 for courthouse facilities and he would like those dollars to be used for the window project at the Dunn Building.

President Strauss informed everyone in attendance today of the death of Raymond Kackley, husband of 911 Director Mary Kackley.  He said that the notice of services was included in each Commissioner’s packet.

Raleigh Street Extension Options and Comment – Discussion/Action

Ms. Hammond stated that this is the section of the report on the Raleigh Street Extension Project that contains the alternatives and options.  She said that it allows the Commission to discuss the issue and send comments to the State.

Commissioner Teufel stated that, under Option 3B, they have worked out the road that would have gone through the ball park.  He said that the City supports Option 3B and he supports it also.  

President Strauss stated that he would support the recommendation of the City of Martinsburg.  He said that both the Landmarks Commission and the Department of Recreation also weighed in. 

Commissioner Collins stated that Option 4 would go right through an historic property so he would support Option 3B.  He said that Option 3B only takes 130 square feet of the historic property.  

Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to forward a letter of support for the City of Martinsburg’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Report on General Election 2006 – Discussion/Action



Election Canvass Procedures – Discussion/Action

County Clerk John W. Small, Jr. came before the Commission to provide the Commissioners with a report on the General Election and procedures for the Election Canvass. 

Commissioner Teufel stated that he felt that the Election went very smoothly.  Mr. Small stated that it was one of the smoothest elections they have ever had.  

Mr. Small stated that there are 57,733 registered voters in Berkeley County and 19,666 voted in the General Election which averages out to be 34.3% of the registered voters.  He said that 11,384 voters cast their vote on the Ivotronic machine.  Mr. Small stated that there were 2,990 voters who chose to vote early.  He said that all polls opened at 6:30 a.m. and everything went smoothly.  Mr. Small stated that there were 7 teams out that consisted of 2 Republicans and 2 Democrats.  He said that the results were posted by 11:06 p.m.

Mr. Small stated that the Election Canvass will begin on Monday November 13, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. and will be held in the basement of the Courthouse located at 100 West King Street.  He said that he is hopeful it can be completed in one day.  President Strauss stated that he wanted to move ahead as soon as possible but his priority is that every ballot be counted and examined so we can certify the election.

Order Establishing HMEP Grant Fund – Discussion/Action


County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Resignation – A notice was received from Mary Kackley, 911 Director, of the resignation of Rebecca Hernandez effective November 14, 2006.  Ms. Hernandez has been employed at the 911 Center as a dispatcher.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he would like to retain the dispatchers but when they can get an additional $6,000.00 per year neighboring counties have an unfair advantage.  He said that good people continue to be pulled away and he would like to think that Berkeley County could match those salaries.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to accept the resignation of Ms. Hernandez with regret.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

2. Change Order Proposals – Ms. Hammond stated that there are four change order proposals for Commission approval today that consists of:

a. Additional work required by the Fire Marshall in the amount of $6,084.00.

b. Additional lighting for the Judicial Center Building in the amount of $42,667.00.

c. Additional light fixture in the Sally Port in the amount of $902.00.

d. A revision to the Audio/Visual Contract in the amount of $1,560.00 and $2,195.00.

Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept the change        orders as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3. HMEP Grant Fund – Commissioner Teufel stated that there are separate LEPC funds coming and the question is if they need separate accounts or if they can be included in these funds through the HMEP Grant.  Ms. Hammond stated that it depends on the nature of the funds; if they are under the same banner then they can be included.  Commissioner Teufel requested that the Commission refrain from any action until Steve Allen appears later today.

Steve Aberegg of the County Engineering Office came before the County Commissioners regarding the approval of Inspection and Maintenance Agreements of Private Stormwater Management Facilities for the following developments:

1. Meadowview Manor – Norwood Bentley, Counsel for the Commission, stated that we need to make sure that Judy Russell, who listed her name as the owner is the sole proprietor.  He asked Mr. Aberegg if Ms. Russell was the sole proprietor.  Mr. Aberegg responded by saying that he did not know.

2. Inwood Meadows, Section III – Again, Mr. Bentley stated that we need to be sure that Gregory M. Bancroft, who listed his name as the owner, is the sole proprietor.  He asked Mr. Aberegg if he knew.  Mr. Aberegg responded by saying that he did not know.

3. Townes of Ridgeway – Mr. Bentley stated that he found everything in order on this agreement.

4. Princeton Shoals, Section 4 – Mr. Bentley stated that he found everything in order on this agreement.

Commissioner Collins requested that the Commission not take any action on the agreements for Meadowview Manor and Inwood Meadows until next week.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the agreements for Townes of Ridgeway and Princeton Shoals, Section 4.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  President Strauss asked Ms. Hammond to place the agreements for Meadowview Manor and Inwood Meadows, Section III on next week’s agenda.

Essroc Pilot Agreement – Discussion/Action



Tiger Aircraft Status Report – Discussion/Action

Robert Crawford, Director of the Berkeley County Development Authority, William Walkup and Rick Wachtel of the Eastern WV Regional Airport Authority came before the County Commission regarding the Essroc Pilot Agreement and a report on the status of Tiger Aircraft.

Mr. Bentley stated that the Pilot Agreement with Essroc looks fine.  He said that if the Commission would like another set down with Essroc to be sure everyone is on the same page then that can be arranged.  President Strauss stated that it follows the agreement formerly signed.  Mr. Bentley stated that it has been a long time and wondered if there was a problem.  President Strauss stated that we need to move ahead on the issue.  Commissioner Teufel stated that the Commission was pretty firm at that time.  He then made a motion to approve the document and authorize the President to sign the paperwork.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

The next issue was regarding Tiger Aircraft.  Mr. Walkup stated that as far as the Airport Authority, Tiger Aircraft is still in good standing and still has insurance through April, 2007.  He said that the agreement made six years ago was regarding taxes.  President Strauss stated that he wanted to make sure that the County is not liable in anyway.  

Commissioner Teufel asked Mr. Bentley if Tiger Aircraft sold their business what would the taxes be at that time.  Mr. Bentley stated that all of that would be in the Pilot Agreement.  Ms. Hammond stated that the original 5-year agreement has expired and it was not a Pilot Agreement, it was just an agreement.  Mr. Bentley stated that it was only a Memorandum of Understanding (MOI) and it is not really binding.

Mr. Crawford stated that the bonds went default in August due to non-payment.  He said that the trustees are moving forward to handle that.  Mr. Crawford stated that, naturally, there is a concern.  He said that the West Virginia Development Authority did a study of the building and that packet of information can be used to market the property if it is vacated.

President Strauss stated that he was just checking the status.  Mr. Bentley stated that if they are heading into bankruptcy the County will need to make claims regarding the taxes.  He said that we have to watch the situation and if and when a bankruptcy is filed that the Sheriff or the Assessor can file a claim.  Mr. Wachtel stated that their agreement was with TLM and he said that if Tiger defaults then the building becomes the Airport Authority’s responsibility.  He said that we do not want that building; we want industry in there.  President Strauss stated that he wanted to verify that the County Commission is not on it in anyway.

Bid Opening – Windows and Sills – Dunn Building – Discussion

A bid opening for windows and sills in the Dunn Building was scheduled at 11:00 a.m.  A total of two bids were received from the following firms:

President Strauss stated that this bid represents 3/4 of the windows in the Dunn Building.  The windows will be similar to those at the Judicial Center.  He said that $80,000.00 of the cost of the project will be paid through grant funding.  President Strauss stated that both firms attended the pre-bid conference.

Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the bids received today and forward them to the Facilities Supervisor and to President Strauss for review and recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Request for Language Inclusion on Building Permit Application Forms – Discussion/Action


Norwood Bentley, Counsel for the Commission, presented the following issues to the County Commission for their discussion and/or action:

1. Recycling Plan Revisions – Mr. Bentley stated that this issue was presented to the Commission last week and the only question that he had was answered to his satisfaction.  Commissioner Teufel asked Mr. Bentley if the revisions would give Solid Waste more ability to do things outside of the County Commission.  Mr. Bentley stated that he did not read the revisions that way and, the Commission still makes the appointments to that Authority.  Commissioner Teufel stated that his concern was regarding the Ordinance for recycling and that he didn’t want these changes to affect that.  Mr. Bentley stated that this doesn’t do anything but site the location their plans are going to be.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to accept the changes and to forward the document to the Solid Waste Authority.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

2. Inducement Resolution-Industrial Revenue Bonds – Mr. Bentley stated that by approving the inducement resolution for Mack Concrete it will allow procedures to be used for a bond sale in Berkeley County.  He said that there is no liability to the County Commission if the bonds fail.  Mr. Bentley stated that this is simply a tool that the County Commission and the State of West Virginia has to assist businesses.  He said that Cam Siegrist of Bowles Rice helped put the document together and it does not affect the County’s cap.  President Strauss stated that Mack Concrete is currently in Berkeley County and is expanding.  He said that they want to rehabilitate the old Corning building and has asked the County to support a four million dollar bond that will give them a lower interest rate.  He said that by signing off on the document it will show that the County Commission supports their venture and there is no cost to the County.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to adopt the inducement resolution and authorize the President to sign any needed documents.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3. Request for Language Inclusion on Building Permit Application Forms – Mr. Bentley stated that last week a request was received from a member of the public for the inclusion of language to the building permit application forms in relationship to homeowners’ associations.  He said that the individual requested that the language warn property owners that the County won’t enforce the homeowners’ association’s rules and regulations.  A memorandum received from County Engineer William Teach was included in today’s packet.  Mr. Bentley stated that Mr. Teach is looking at the request differently that he does.  He said that it is another opportunity to tell homeowners to not bring their homeowners’ association problems to the County.  President Strauss stated that he felt that it provides information to the public and protects our Engineering Office.  Mr. Bentley stated that the information should be in bold caps so people can read it.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he agreed with Mr. Teach that it is the homeowner’s responsibility to abide by the rules and regulations of the association.  Commissioner Collins stated that he didn’t see it as causing any problems; just another tool to alert people.  President Strauss stated that he would like specific language.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to ask legal counsel to provide the Commission with the proper wording.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.  President Strauss stated that he would like copies of the information to go to the Engineering and Planning Offices and to place the issue on next week’s agenda.

Establishment of HMEP Grant Fund – Fund 172

President Strauss informed Mr. Allen that the Commission was presented an Order earlier today to establish the HMEP Grant Fund.  Mr. Allen stated that many years ago the grants that we received were from the State and Federal Government and those funds were placed in the General County Fund with a certain line assigned to each grant.  He said that later we opened accounts at the bank with certain account numbers.  Mr. Allen stated that the accounts don’t have to be audited because they are all under $50,000.00 but, to protect us, he would like those funds placed in an account to oversee.  He said that the LEPC grant moneys are overseen by the LEPC.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to approve the Order to establish Fund 172.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Mr. Bentley stated that, from his point of view, if they are separate grants then they should have separate account so it will be easy to track.

Commissioner Teufel stated that the art work that has been placed in the Dunn Building by the Arts Council looks fabulous.  He said that it makes things look very nice in the building.  President Strauss stated that it was a golden opportunity for us to allow starving artists to display their work.  Commissioner Teufel requested that a letter be forwarded to the Arts Council and let them know that the Commission likes what they are doing.

Fiduciary Supervisor Maria Childers came before the County Commission regarding three estate hearings.


The first hearing was on the estate of Sara L. Horner regarding a petition to remove the co-executor.  Ms. Childers stated that legal counsel representing both parties came to an agreement on an Order of Dismissal.  She said that the Order was signed by Attorneys McCune and Bittorf.  Ms. Childers stated that Mr. McCune wants the Commission to know that there are adversary issues that exist.  


President Strauss read the Order aloud.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the Order of Dismissal regarding the estate of Sara L. Horner.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.


Mr. Bentley stated that he did not have a problem with the Order except that the month of October needs to be changed to November 9, 2006.


The next hearing was on the estate of Geneva May Wood.  Ms. Childers stated that following last week’s Commission meeting she certified and firstclass mailed a request for documentation from William E. Mason, the Executor of the estate.  She stated that she has received nothing.  Mr. Bentley recommended that the Commission move to remove Mr. Mason as the Executor and direct the Fiduciary Supervisor to hand over the file to the Fiduciary Commission.  


No one was present today representing the estate of Geneva May Wood.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to remove William E. Mason as the Executor of the estate of Geneva May Wood and direct Ms. Childers to hand over the file to the Fiduciary Commission.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.


The next hearing was on the estate of Calvin Bayer.  Ms. Childers stated that at last week’s Commission meeting the Commission asked that Charles C. Bayer be directed to provide the alleged promissory notes to J. Douglas Bayer no later than Wednesday, November 8, 2006.  She presented the Commission with a copy of a notarized affidavit executed by Charles C. Bayer, Jr. in which he stated that all documents pertaining to the Estate of C. Calvin Bayer were previously delivered to J. Douglas Bayer.  


Fiduciary Commissioner Frank Hill recommended that he convene a hearing and suggested that the Commission require J. Douglas Bayer and the Co-Executor file an amended appraisal and provide a copy to all persons in the estate and if Charles C. Bayer, Jr. objects he can do so.  He said that we need a time set today as a deadline.


J. Douglas Bayer approached the bench and stated that when the will was read there were two promissory notes; one for $10,000.00 and another for $30,000.00.  He said that he did have copies of the checks where his father loaned Charles C. Bayer, Jr. the money at an interest rate.  Mr. Bayer stated that it is up to each family member if they want to forgive the promissory notes.  Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Bayer how much time he needed.  Mr. Bayer stated two weeks.  President Strauss suggested the date be set at December 1 and from that time there would be an opportunity to review.  Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission would be addressing the December estate accounts on December 7, 2006.  President Strauss requested that the Bayer estate be placed on the Commission agenda on December 7, 2006 during the time the Commission receives the estate accounts for the month of December.
