Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Strauss read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for change, Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve today’s agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.



The purchase order logs for the weeks of November 20th and November 27th, 2006 were presented to the Commission for their approval.  Deborah Hammond, County Administrator, stated that on page 11 of the November 20th purchase order log reflected a charge for County Commission Training and Education.  She said that the charge was for a training class for Jay Russell, Facilities Supervisor, and should come out of Account 420.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve both purchase order logs.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the exonerations as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports

Commissioner Teufel stated there will be a Pandemic training session on December 13, 2006 in Romney, West Virginia.

Commissioner Teufel stated that the Berkeley County Fire Board provided an older fire truck to Morgan County.  He said that Hampshire County is interested in obtaining that fire truck.  Commissioner Teufel stated that the issue was presented to the Fire Board and action was taken to support the request.  Hampshire County would like to move the vehicle the first of January.  He said that the Fire Board also took action to support the proposed Center at James Rumsey.  The County Commission was provided a power point presentation a few weeks ago on the Center that will be located on property donated by James Rumsey.

Commissioner Teufel stated that the LEPC will host a three day Anti-Terrorism Class the first of January.  He said that college credits would be given to those who participate.  He said that the EOP is available on disk and he is hopeful that it will be placed on the County’s web page.

Commissioner Teufel stated that the Berkeley County Solid Waste Authority received a $75,000.00 grant that will be used to purchase equipment.  

Commissioner Collins stated that he met with Ms. Hammond and the Berkeley County Building Commission on Wednesday, November 22, 2006 regarding a 5 ½ million dollar bond.  He said that they will be going with Plan B and will be proceeding with the paperwork.  President Strauss stated that Plan B will allow the County to begin the architectural and engineering work at the Tabler Station Business Park for the Emergency Services Building.  The County will also move forward on the Crawford Building design.  President Strauss stated that the bond money will also allow the County to begin construction on the parking lots on Raleigh Street and Church Street.  The funds will also be used for a new chiller system for the Dunn Building and the Crawford Building.  President Strauss stated that the issue will go to closing in December.  He said that he appreciated Commissioner Collins for attending the meeting in his absence.  

Commissioner Collins stated that the Berkeley County Public Service Water District accepted, with regret, the resignation of Bill Stubblefield.  He said that there will be a joint meeting of the Water District and the Sewer District on Monday.

Commissioner Collins met with Don Wood of the Berkeley County Historical Society and reported that they discussed the area grave yards.  He said that he authorized Matthew Mullenax of the Planning Commission to work with Mr. Wood to get those grave yards mapped.

President Strauss met this morning at the Judicial Center for Construction Conference #56.  He said that there are some outstanding issues as always when in the construction phase.  President Strauss stated that when the Commission Office moved to the Dunn Building we had to deal with several issues and the employees worked around those issues.  He said that on Monday we will have all three judges housed in the Judicial Center along with the Circuit Clerk.  President Strauss stated that the contractors say that the building is ready to be moved into and the issue can be worked out while those individuals are in the building.  He said that the Judges’ gate is being completed and locks are being changed.  President Strauss stated that he knows that additional radios need to be installed in December but the judges want to follow through with their move.  He said that this was a monumental decision of this County Commission to see this through to it’s completion.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he received a document last week and most of the issues listed on that document can be worked through as the offices are moved into.  He said that the building should be moved into and that he questioned the validity of some of the issues.  President Strauss stated that the Law Library will move in two weeks and it will be one of the biggest Law Libraries for public access.

Matthew Mullenax, Berkeley County Planning Commission



GIS Report – Discussion/Action

Matthew Mullenax of the Berkeley County Planning Commission came before the County Commission to present a report on the GIS project.  Mr. Mullenax stated that presentations were given to the Commission by consulting firms on March 30, 2006.  He said that he returned to the Commission on June 1, 2006 and presented an Enterprise GIS Planning Project proposal.  Mr. Mullenax stated that the purpose of the proposal was to involve the GIS Committee of stakeholders in the County to determine what information products could be produced using a GIS to help make their work more efficient.  He said that a four hour GIS Technology Seminar was held in the County Commission chambers on June 27, 2006.  Mr. Mullenax stated that the primary purpose of the seminar was to gather specific information from each stakeholder in regards to their needs of an Enterprise GIS.  He stated that after meeting with a number of stakeholders in late September to gather diverse information product descriptions, certain issues surfaced.  First, designing a GIS with a relational database management system on the network that would allow for easy maintenance, accessibility and data retrieval is essential.  Second, experience with each office’s respected discipline combined with knowledge of extended GIS functionality is invaluable to prevent re-inventing the wheel for an application.  Third, there is a need for the customization and programming of certain aspects of the GIS to minimize future training and aid to a quicker, stream-lined process for creating information products per office.  Fourth, there are a number of different softwares being used by different offices to perform a variety of geographic analyses.  Mr. Mullenax stated that these issues are critical to complete the remaining steps in the Enterprise GIS Planning Proposal.  He said that there are three options to acquire this critical knowledge: (1) hire new staff that possess said knowledge, (2) train existing staff or (3) contract a capable consultant.  Mr. Mullenax stated that it is his recommendation to the Commissioners to contract a capable consultant to develop an implementation plan.  The consultant will detail their methods with County staff, providing them with critical knowledge and present to the Commission a GIS implementation plan. 

Mr. Mullenax stated that on Monday they released an RFP for these services.  TETRA TECH is working on the mapping of septic systems in the County and working with the County Assessor.  He said that Jefferson County would like to ride on the coat tails of Berkeley County which will make it cheaper for both counties for the aerial photo.  Mr. Mullenax stated that L. Robert Kimball and Associates provided a cost proposal.  He said that he is familiar with the work of L. Robert Kimball and, just recently, they were contracted by the County Assessor for their conversion plan.  The cost would be $21,800.00 and Mr. Mullenax stated that he was here today to ask the Commission for those funds. 

President Strauss asked Mr. Mullenax if the selection of L. Robert Kimball and Associates was made through the bidding process.  Mr. Mullenax responded by saying no.  President Strauss then asked Mr. Mullenax how the selection was done.  Mr. Mullenex stated that he had worked with them and met with them.  He said that he visited their firm and talked with the tech leader.  Mr. Mullenax stated that if you find a good tech then you need to hold on to them.  Mr. Bentley stated that he would like to double check the Code to see if this falls under a construction bid criteria.  He said that he could do that this afternoon before the Commission takes any action.  Commissioner Teufel asked if funds for this were available in the Planning Commission’s budget.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would check to see if the funding is available.  Mr. Mullenax stated that, in addition to Jefferson County, Verizon is also interested in getting on board.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he felt it would also be instrumental to the Engineering Office and they have funds in their budget.  Commissioner Collins stated that Engineering is spending a sizable amount on a state of the art software program.  President Strauss requested that the issue be placed on next week’s agenda.

Request for Funding – Grant Purchases – Discussion/Action 

Steve Allen of the Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Services came before the County Commission with a request for funding regarding grant purchases.  Mr. Allen stated that he received a Homeland Security Grant in the amount of $14,200.00, which is 100% refundable back to us, but he said that he didn’t have any monies in his budget.  Mr. Allen stated that he could find $1,500.00 in Account 341 for the grounding equipment; however he needs $12,700.00 for the Port-Count.

Commissioner Teufel stated that he knows that the Commission has moved funding before.  Ms. Hammond stated that the cleanest way to provide the funding would be to move the money to Emergency Services then reimburse those accounts when the money is refunded.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to appropriate the funds needed by Emergency Services and then reimburse those accounts when the money is refunded to the County.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Sportsman’s Paradise Request – Discussion/Action

Robert Morris and Charles Woods of Sportsman’s Paradise came before the Commission regarding the roads in their development.  Mr. Morris stated that this has been an ongoing problem and he can not get anywhere with the homeowners association.  He said that he checked with County Clerk John W. Small, Jr. to obtain the names of the deed holders in his development.  Mr. Morris stated that he heard that FEMA has funds available then asked the Commissioners if those funds could be transferred to their road fund.  Commissioner Teufel stated that if there is a disaster and they are multi-family roads then the funds would be provided.  President Strauss stated that some of the roads in Sportsman’s Paradise are in the flood plain and others are not. 

Mr. Bentley stated that he didn’t know if any of the roads in Sportsman’s Paradise had been dedicated to the State Road project.  Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Morris if any of the roads in the development had been placed under the Orphan Roads project.  Mr. Morris stated that you need 60% of the homeowners to agree and that has never happened.  Mr. Bentley stated that the roads are probably owned by the homeowners and his only legal advice that he could give would be to get the HOA together and elect officers then take action.  He said that they could contact the State and let them know that you are ready to turn the roads over to them.

President Strauss stated that the most important thing is to get the HOA organized.  He said that the question is, “if the County owns 50 or so lots are we obligated, if the maintenance costs were $100.00, to participate?”  Mr. Bentley responded by saying “yes you are”.  President Strauss stated that the County should pay a portion of the costs and be included in that 60%.  He said that our position would be in favor of the Orphan Road program.  Mr. Bentley stated that he would look into what is entailed as a maintenance association to see if that is possible.

Introduction of Assistant Director – VOCA Program – Discussion/Action

Prosecuting Attorney Pamela Jean Games-Neely and VOCA Program Director Heather Deeds came before the County Commission regarding the introduction of the new Assistant Director for the VOCA Program.  Ms. Games-Neely stated that she had advertised for this two times before and both candidates declined the employment offer.  She said that, this time, Barbara Yano expressed interest in the position.  Ms. Games-Neely stated that Ms. Yano used to work for the Federal Government in Washington, DC.  She said that she was here today to ask the Commission to approve the hiring of Ms. Yano.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to hire Barbara Yano as the Assistant Director for the VOCA Program.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Two bid openings were scheduled today at 11:00 a.m.  The first bid opening was for the painting of the windows and window sills at the Dunn Building.  The following two firms forwarded a bid to the Commission for their consideration:

County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Phillips.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

2. Change in Status – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith informing the Commission of a change in status of Court Security Officer Douglas Flowers.  If approved, Mr. Flowers will go from a part time position to a full time position effective November 14, 2006.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the change in status of Mr. Flowers.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Daniel White as a full time Deputy effective December 4, 2006.  If approved, Mr. White will earn a yearly salary of $30,548.00.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Daniel White effective December 4, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

4. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Adam Boothby as a full time Deputy effective December 4, 2006.  If approved, Mr. Boothby will earn a yearly salary of $30,548.00.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Adam Boothby effective December 4, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

5. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Joshua Smith as a part time Court Security Officer effective November 27, 2006.  If approved, Mr. Smith will earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to hire Mr. Smith effective November 27, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

6. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Larry Mackey, II as a part time Court Security Officer effective November 27, 2006.  If approved, Mr. Mackey will earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Larry Mackey effective November 27, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

7. Change in Status – A notice was received from 911 Director Mary Kackley regarding a change in status of Lori Braner and Michelle Hall.  Ms Braner will be moving from a full time Telecommunicator to a part time Telecommunicator effective November 17, 2006.  Michelle Hall will be moving from a full time GIS Technician to a part time GIS Technician effective November 17, 2006.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to accept the full time resignations of Lori Braner and Michelle Hall and approve the recommendation of part time employment for both employees.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

8. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Richard Palmer as Deputy to serve as Court Security effective December 4, 2006.  If approved, Mr. Palmer will earn a yearly salary of $30,548.00.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Palmer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

9. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Xavier Morales as a Deputy to serve as Court Security effective December 11, 2006.  If approved, Mr. Morales will earn a salary of $30,548.00 per year.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Morales effective December 11, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

10. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire John Patrick Smith as a part time Court Security Officer effective November 27, 2006.  If approved, Mr. Smith will earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of John Patrick Smith effective November 27, 2006.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

11. Resignation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith informing the Commissioners of the resignation of Cliff Vinson effective November 21, 2006.  Mr. Vinson was a part time Court Security Officer.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Vinson.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

12. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Glenn Gross as a part time Court Security Officer to fill the vacancy left by Cliff Vinson.  If approved, Mr. Gross will earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Gross.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved. 

13. Cancelled Check Order – A Cancelled Check Order was received from the Finance Office.  If approved, the Order will cancel check #936 in the amount of $350.00 to Metz Woodworking.  Commissioner Teufel made a motion to approve the Cancelled Check Order as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

14. Change Orders-Judicial Center – President Strauss stated that there are two furniture item revisions.  He said that he would like to recommend approval of one of them.  He said that he would recommend approval for a cabinet for the Judge.  President Strauss stated that the Judge would like to change to a laminated cabinet.  He said that the cost would be $517.87 instead of the original wood cabinet that would have cost twice as much.  President Strauss stated that the second change order is on a Judges chair and he would not recommend approval at this time.  He said that the chair will not be consistent with the other judges’ chairs and the change should not be our responsibility.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to approve the change order for the Judge’s cabinet.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

15. Postage Machines – Commissioner Teufel stated that a year or so ago there were a number of postage machines purchased.  He asked if any of those postage machines would be moved to the Judicial Center.  Commissioner Collins stated that he questioned the postage machine in the Circuit Clerk’s Office.  He said that he felt that postage machine should be all that is needed.

Estate Status Hearing – Brody Estate – Discussion/Action

A hearing was scheduled today at 11:40 a.m. on the Brody estate.  Maria Childers, Fiduciary Supervisor, approached the bench and stated that since November 2, 2006 she has had no response from Janice Brody, Executor of the Estate.  She said that a certified letter was sent to her regarding today’s hearing.  Ms. Brody was not present at the hearing.  Ms. Childers stated that she spoke with Attorney Jim Steptoe, who has represented Ms. Brody in other issues, and he has not been contacted by Ms. Brody.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to remove Ms. Brody as the Executor of the Estate and appoint Bruce H. Brody as DVN.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Mr. Bentley stated that the record should reflect that Ms. Brody utterly failed her obligation under the law as Executor of the Estate.  The County tried to warn her on a number of occasions and there was no response.  It is the obligation of this body to close the estate.

Ms. Childers stated that she would send a letter to her regarding today’s actions.  Mr. Brody was asked to visit the Fiduciary Office to sign the proper paperwork.

Ms. Childers stated that she had another issue she would like to discuss with the Commission today.  She said that the issue is the estate of Mary Spar.  Ms. Childers stated that she provided Mr. Bentley with all of the information on the estate and said that the estate will be complicated.  She said that Ms. Spar passed away on November 7, 2006 and her two sons are Co-Administrators.  Ms. Childers stated that Hoy Sayer is Counsel of Ms. Stickley who is an heir.  Mr. Sayer works with the firm of Bowles Rice and there could be a possible conflict of interest.  President Strauss asked Mr. Bentley that since a Bowles Rice attorney is representing a client that is involved in this estate could the Commission contact Attorney Jim Steptoe.  Mr. Bentley stated that that would be his recommendation.  Commissioner Teufel then made a motion to contact Attorney Jim Steptoe.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

FY 2007-2008 Draft Compensation Analysis – Discussion/Action

Human Resources Director Alan Davis came before the County Commission regarding a draft compensation analysis for fiscal year 2007-2008.  Mr. Davis stated that this is draft #3 of the proposed pay increase.  He said that about a year ago the Commission discussed implementation of a payroll schedule.  Mr. Davis stated that in fiscal year 2006-2007 we addressed and revised the pay scale and the pay increases benefited the new employees.  He said that that increase cost $567,480.00.

Mr. Davis stated that the draft presented today will address those employees with 8 years plus; also all employees hired after January 1, 2007 will not receive an increase on July 1, 2007 and those hired prior to January 1, 2007 will receive one step.  The cost for these raises will be $484,485.00.

Mr. Davis stated that in fiscal year 2008-2009 we will go to a performance based increase.  Commissioner Collins stated that this is a very simple program and he can’t see why everyone can not be on this next year.

Ms. Hammond stated that each department will make their presentations in February and March and this gives them the opportunity to present any reclassification requests.

Mr. Bentley stated that this is truly the way to go and suggested that the Commission meet with the Elected Officials and Department Heads and talk about long term and what they want to do.  He said that if you don’t meet with them the Commission will have un-necessary problems; it will be easier if you meet with them.  Commissioner Teufel stated that he didn’t have a problem with that and suggested that the Commission invite each Elected Official in to discuss the issue.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the guidelines presented by Mr. Davis and to meet with the Elected Officials and Department Heads.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Teufel and unanimously approved.

Items from the Public

Janice Brody came before the County Commission under “Items from the Public”.  Ms. Brody stated that she was to be in front of the Commission earlier today regarding the Brody estate.  President Strauss stated that the issue was scheduled at 11:40 a.m. and the Commission took action to remove her as the Executor and appoint Bruce Brody.  He informed Ms. Brody that if she had any documentation regarding the estate that she provide that information to the Fiduciary Office.
