The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. Robert Hill of the First Presbyterian Church followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Gwen Campbell.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action 



President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for additions or changes, Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of March 19, 2007 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Collins questioned a purchase order on page 15 to Sound Billing LLC in the amount of $102.34.  Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office explained that the bill was from Jiffy Lube where the County has their vehicles serviced for oil changes.



Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 9 to Community Networks, Inc. in the amount of $3,425.85.  Ms. Campbell stated that this is a pass through grant.



Hearing no further questions, Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the purchase order log as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Approval of Minutes – Discussion/Action



The minutes of the February 22, 2007 Commission meeting were presented to the Commissioners for their approval.



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the minutes included the issue of Farmland Protection Board and a possible conflict of interest.  He said that the Board is rewriting their Charter and will be readdressing this issue.



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that on page 8 of the minutes the issue of court costs was discussed.  At that time Mr. Bentley was to look into the issue to see if the County could retrieve the costs of cleaning the Judicial Center through the Supreme Court.  Mr. Bentley stated that there are no funds available through the Supreme Court for that expense.  He said that the furnishing of the courthouse is the responsibility of the County.  This expense puts a strain on the county budget.  



Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports



Commissioner Stubblefield attended a meeting of the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) on Wednesday in Hagerstown, Maryland and reported that they are in the process of preparing a transportation improvement plan.  He said that the plan is in the preliminary stage.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that their next meeting will be held in Berkeley County at the Commission Chambers.



Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission on Monday and reported that it was a short meeting.  He said that you can see the downturn in residential construction.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Planning Commission had no preliminary plats to approve.



Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Sewer District and reported that the expansion on the Inwood and Baker Heights stations is coming along.  He said that the northend project is also moving ahead.



President Teufel attended a meeting of the Home Consortium and reported that when this program was first put together there was an understanding that the County would not have to provide funding.  He said that now we are being told that the County will have to provide $95,000.00 in matching funds.  President Teufel stated that the Commission will have to look at the unencumbered funds in July to see if there will be enough to support the matching funds.  



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that County Clerk John W. Small, Jr. alerted him of a potential problem with the housing of the Red Cross at 110 West King Street.  He said that the Red Cross needs to access the building 24/7 and Mr. Small is concerned about security issues.

WV 211 Collaborative Funding Request – Discussion/Action



Trina Bartlett of the United Way came before the County Commission regarding West Virginia 211 Collaborative funding.  Ms. Bartlett stated that in April of 2001 the WV State Legislature directed the Public Service Commission of WV to authorize 211 in the Mountain State.  She said that in March of 2003, the Legislature passed a bill directing the Public Service Commission to implement 211 according to rules recommended by a Public Service Commission 211 Task Force.  These rules stipulated that the cost of the 211 service would not be passed on to the consumers.  



Ms. Bartlett stated that WV 211 can also help prepare our state for natural disasters, homeland security threats and disease outbreaks such as the bird flu or E-coli outbreaks.  She said that during a disaster, 211 provides an essential service of connecting people to the health and human services they need.  Ms. Bartlett stated that the Eastern Panhandle Information and Referral Center was established in July 2005 and serves as the 211 partner for Berkeley, Jefferson and Morgan counties.  



Commissioner Stubblefield asked Ms. Bartlett if the Center is manned locally.  Ms. Bartlett stated that it is actually like a toll call that goes to the Center and then it is patched through locally.  Commissioner Stubblefield then asked Ms. Bartlett how the bulk of their funding is obtained.  Ms. Bartlett stated that they received $40,000.00 through the State Department of Health and Human Resources and that supports the toll calls.  She also stated that Verizon provides a grant and Telemon also assists them.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that it sounds like a marvelous service but he said until today he had never heard of it.  Ms. Bartlett stated that there wasn’t a lot of support here because there was no provider.  She said that around 2004 a quarter of a million calls came in statewide so they have done a lot of marketing to help service the provider.  Ms. Bartlett stated that they are now reaching out to the community.  President Teufel asked Ms. Bartlett if she would be going to the City of Martinsburg for funding.  Ms. Bartlett responded by saying yes.  She said that part of her request to the Commission is support.  Ms. Bartlett stated that they are not asking for funding; mostly support.



President Teufel stated that it is a worthy cause but he said that he is concerned that if the State finds out how much the County is doing to support the program they will not provide any support at all.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that having a declaration of support is more important than funding and he would be in favor of providing that declaration of support.  President Teufel stated that he would be supportive of a resolution.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Commission has finalized the budget for fiscal year 2007-08 but perhaps we can look at the figures in July.  He said that he would also support a resolution.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to do a resolution in support of 211 and then look at possible funding in July.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Request to Void a Revenue Item Draft Format – Discussion/Action



Deborah Hammond, County Administrator, stated that the County has been faced in the past with insufficient checks and she asked Auditor Paul Shroyer how we could deal with bad checks.  She said that he developed procedures to address the problem.  



Mr. Shroyer stated that there have probably been thousands of bad checks that have been written to the County.  He said that when they reconcile the Sheriff’s Statement they just show the insufficient checks on the fund balance.  He said that the procedure that he came up with will give a hard copy to both offices once it is receipted in.  He said that it is the Commission’s money and it is up to them to decide on the procedure.

Mr. Shroyer stated that the County has a procedure in place to void checks but nothing is in place for bad checks.


President Teufel stated that this procedure would be good for the new auditor when he/she comes in to perform their audit.  He said that he is supportive of the procedure.  There were discussions regarding each department doing their own banking.  Mr. Shroyer stated that he is not recommending any office to have control of more than $500.00 over night.  He said that you have to have internal control in the likelihood that a fire destroys the checks or if they are stolen.  Mr. Shroyer stated that the Planning Office is making deposits late in the day everyday to the Tax Office and if the money disappears there is no proof that the money was ever deposited.  He said that if the individual departments do their own deposits then they will have to do a reconciliation and keep a set of books.  Mr. Shroyer stated that those offices could very easily maintain their own records.  


Commissioner Collins stated that he would ask Mr. Shroyer to provide the Commission with his recommendation on the procedure that should be used.  Mr. Shroyer stated that each department can make one deposit per day.  President Teufel stated that he does not want everyone opening an account at the bank.  


Ms. Hammond stated that Barb Burkhart, Chief Tax Deputy, raised the question to call before a department brings in a deposit.  She said that this is a good compromise to assist the Tax Office.  Mr. Shroyer stated that if there is an audit needed then each department would have a receipt book if they did their own banking.  


Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Shroyer if his recommendation was for each individual office to carry their deposits to the bank daily and then reconcile their account each month and then provide that to the Tax Office.  Ms. Hammond stated that the Tax Office is accompanied by Court Security and if each office travels to the bank, if they do not have some type of Court Security, it would be a breach of security.  


Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he hated to table the issue but he would like the time to explore the options.


Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to adopt the procedures to void a revenue item.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Requisition – Card Reader – Discussion/Action

Facilities Supervisor Jay Russell came before the County Commission to present the following issues for approval: 

1. Card Reader-County Commission Office – Mr. Russell stated that he would like to recommend AccesSecurity, Inc. to install the card reader in the Commission Office.  He said that this company did the handicap door on the first floor of the Dunn Building and they did an excellent job.  The cost to install the card reader is $1,582.13.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the proposal from AccesSecurity, Inc. to install the card reader in the Commission Office.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. 110 West King Street – Mr. Russell stated that the renovation work at 110 West King Street will be finished today.  He said that the carpet will be installed next week and the County Clerk will be able to begin his move to that location.

Local Economic Development Grant – Resolution of Support – Discussion/Action


Robert Crawford of the Berkeley County Development Authority came before the Commission requesting a resolution of support for the Local Economic Development Grant.  Mr. Crawford stated that the Development Authority requests this resolution annually from the Commission.  He said that the grant is in the amount of $34,000.00 and will be used for the operations of the Development Authority.  


Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the resolution of participation for the Development Authority.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

School Bus Safety Concerns – Discussion/Action

Glen Frye came before the County Commission to express his concerns on school bus safety near his home on Route 11 north.  Mr. Frye stated that there are four school buses each day that turn around near the Potomac Bridge.  He said that each bus has to back up in a field to enable them to pull back out onto the highway.  Mr. Frye stated that the plans are to have a development that will have 188 homes on 38 acres and once that development is completed there will be no place where the buses can turn around.

Stefanie Allemong, County Planner, stated that the new development will have an egress and an exit that will allow the buses to travel through the development.  She said that she can ask the developer to put in a cul-de-sac to allow the buses to turn around.  Ms. Allemong stated that the Board of Education will not let school buses travel through developments unless that development is a certain size.

Commissioner Collins stated that the County does not have any control over the policies of the Board of Education.  He said that we can make a recommendation when the plans come before the Planning Commission.

Commissioner Stubblefield asked Ms. Allemong if she will speak with the Board of Education.  Ms. Allemong responded by saying yes.

President Teufel asked Ms. Allemong to provide her report to the County Commission and to Mr. Frye.

Mr. Frye stated that there is another issue that concerns him and that has to do with land fill problems.  He asked Ms. Allemong if the developer will be cleaning up the area around the development once construction is completed.  Ms. Allemong responded by saying yes.  Commissioner Stubblefield suggested that Mr. Frye also contact Mike Parks with the DEP.

Annexation Petition for the Town of Hedgesville – Discussion/Action

Attorney Bridget M. Cohee, of Steptoe and Johnson, came before the County Commission regarding an annexation petition for the Town of Hedgesville.  Ms. Cohee stated that there are two petitions to present today.  One petition is on behalf of QBA, LLC and the other petition is on behalf of Nevin L. and Cecilia R. Kilmer.  The property that belongs to QBA, LLC consists of .029 acre and the property that belongs to Nevin L. and Cecilia R. Kilmer consists of 6 acres.  An Order is needed from the County Commission to allow the annexation to take place.

President Teufel asked Ms. Cohee how close is the property in relationship to the Town of Hedgesville.  Ms. Cohee stated that the property is a part of a large piece of property that is owned by the town.  She said that both properties abut the town limits.  

Mr. Bentley stated that he will look over the petitions and provide his recommendation next week.  President Teufel then requested that the issue be placed on next week’s agenda.

Change Order Proposals – BCJC – Discussion/Action

Crawford Building Design Status Report – Discussion/Action


Matthew Hjermstad of DMJM came before the County Commission to provide a status report on the Berkeley County Judicial punch list, a status report on the design of the Crawford Building and to present change order proposals on the Berkeley County Judicial Center.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that it has been a long road to correcting the electric security system.  He said that the bid was awarded to Equip and just recently the company was purchased by Intertech.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that since the new owners have come on board there has been a lot of progress.  He said that Commissioner Collins has also gotten involved and everyone just wants to see this job completed.  


Mr. Hjermstad stated that the control panels have been rewired and there are two left to rewire on the first floor.


The intercom system is up and running with the exception of one area.  Three cameras are now in the courtyard area and the last component of the wiring should be done next week. Mr. Hjermstad stated that the cameras are still being focused. 


Mr. Hjermstad stated that the heat issue needs to be addressed on the first floor of the Center along with supplemental air conditioning.


The alarm points are being tested and the card reader at the entrance from the Judge’s parking lot should be completed next week and the cards can be read from three to four feet away.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that they are working on the door release button at Family Court and the locking modules on the holding cells are being completed.  


President Teufel asked Mr. Hjermstad if he could provide the Commission with a time frame and resolution on all of the issues.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that everything should be fully functional by April 13, 2007.  


President Teufel stated that the Sheriff has asked for panic buttons.  He asked Mr. Hjermstad if those panic buttons will ring into the City Police.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that they will ring into the Control Room and the equipment in the Control Room will then tell us how to respond to the situation.  Mr. Bentley asked Mr. Hjermstad if the sprinkler system is engaged if the equipment in the Control Room would show where that sprinkler system is activated.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that that is on a separate system and it activates a call service that will, in turn, call the fire department.  Mr. Bentley stated that the back door of the Center can no longer be used to exit the building to smoke.  He said that smokers need to use the front door and not stand in front of the building.


The next issue was a status report on the Crawford Building.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that the Crawford Building is at about 50% submission.  He said that it is his intention to bring everyone on board and then go to bid in late spring.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that if anyone has issues they need to express those issues and not wait until the project is underway.


Mr. Hjermstad stated that this project will be Phase II of the Berkeley County Judicial Center and everyone entering the Crawford Building will enter through the front door of the Judicial Center.  He said that they will be extending the secure walkway to get two more judges to access the Crawford Building.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that the parking lot will be reconfigured to make room for the mechanical treatment plant that will service both the Judicial Center and the Dunn Building.  He said that there will be occasional interruptions while working on the Crawford Building.


Mr. Hjermstad stated that the second component will be the extension of the secure hall to access additional holding cells.  He said that the building was constructed before codes were put in effect and he said that it will take a lot to bring the building up to a modern day building.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that the difference between the Judicial Center and the Crawford Building will be the internal courtrooms.  He said that there will be no outside walls and there will be no holding facilities.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that they will keep the original character of the building.  


The next issue that was brought before the County Commission today was change orders for the Judicial Center.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that he had two change orders for Commission approval.  The first change order was a cost analysis to install one additional light fixture in the elevator cab #4 and #5.  The total cost of the change order is $468.00.  The second change order was a cost analysis to install two maximum security grills in the holding cellblock at the request of Court Security.  The total cost of the change order is $4,573.00.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to approve both change orders as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  


The next issue was a requisition for an air conditioner for Room 1015 (telephone room) of the Judicial Center Building.  Mr. Hjermstad stated that they are experiencing some heat issues in that room.  The total cost of the air conditioning unit is $4,890.00 and the cost of the wiring is $2,520.00.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the requisition for the air conditioning unit and wiring.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Items from the Public

John Golden of Verizon came before the County Commission under “Items from the Public” to introduce himself and to let the Commissioners know that Verizon is continuing the DSL service in Berkeley County that has been available for quite sometime.

Mr. Golden provided the Commissioners with a list of the add-on areas.  Mr. Golden stated that there will be even more within the next few weeks.  He said that Verizon has invested 1.2 million dollars to expand across Berkeley County.  Mr. Golden informed the Commission that if they had any questions about Verizon’s services all they need to do is contact him.  

Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Golden if he would consider scheduling himself on the Commission agenda in the near future to provide the Commissioners with additional information about Verizon’s services and where they expect to be within the next year.  Mr. Golden stated that this is a very competitive service and they are very careful with what they forecast.  In addition, Mr. Golden stated that Verizon will have several more areas next year but could not elaborate on the locations.  He said that he would be happy to be scheduled on the agenda to provide additional information.

President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  He informed those in attendance that the Commission is holding a Public Hearing this evening on the 2007 Levy Rate and the Levy Estimate.  He stated that there is a sign-in sheet on the podium for those who wish to address the Commission on this issue.

Public Hearing – 2007 Levy Rate and Levy Estimate – Fiscal Year 2007-08 – Discussion/Action



A packet of information on the Levy Rate was provided to the Commissioners and to anyone in attendance who wished to have that information.  



President Teufel stated that the Class I Levy Rate was 10.01 cents per $100.00 of assessed value last year.  He said that this year the proposed Levy Rate is 9.72 cents per $100.00 of assessed value.  President Teufel stated that this year’s Levy Rate without this Public Hearing is 8.94 cents per assessed value.  He said that the Commission, due to investments and salaries, is asking to consider the 9.72 cents Levy Rate to operate the County for fiscal year 2007-08.  



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there is, included in the packet, an illustration of where each tax dollar is used.  He said that we think that every tax dollar goes to the County but it does not.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that 82% of that dollar goes to the Board of Education and most of that goes to Charleston at a rate of 98% of that 82%.  He said that 17.56% of that tax dollar stays in Berkeley County for the Commission to operate the government.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Commission has two options; 8.94 without the Public Hearing or 9.72 with the Public Hearing.  He said that the expenditures to operate the County have increased and the large part is for public safety and the other part is entry level salaries for employees.  



Commissioner Collins stated that we have a replacement system on our Law Enforcement cruisers not to mention the salaries.  He said that we have hired a Human Resources Director and asked him to research the surrounding areas to find out the salaries that are being paid just outside of the County.  Commissioner Collins stated that since the salaries have been increased to match those of other areas we have received many applications for positions that are now being advertised.  He said that in the past, when the salaries were much lower, we were lucky to get four or five applications.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Commission is very cautious with what we spend.  He said that we can’t please everyone but we need to do what we feel is best.  



President Teufel then stated that he would now open the floor for anyone wishing to make comments for or against the Levy Rate.  No one approached the bench to speak.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to close the Public Hearing.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.



Commissioner Stubblefield then thanked everyone who came out this evening to attend the Public Hearing.

Resolution in Support of Court Security Grant – 2007 – Discussion/Action



County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commission for their discussion and/or action:

1. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Kenneth Shephard as a part time Court Security Officer.  If approved, Mr. Shephard will begin work on March 26, 2007 and earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Kenneth Shephard.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved. 

2. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Service F. Taylor as a part time Paper Server.  If approved, Mr. Taylor will begin work on March 26, 2007 and earn $9.00 per hour.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Service Taylor.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

3. Cancelled Check Request – A Cancelled Check Order was presented to the Commission for their approval.  If action is taken, the Order will cancel Check #0001055 in the amount of $4,875.00 to Jeremy Koons.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the Cancelled Check Order as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

4. Home Consortium – Ms. Hammond stated that there has been an occurrence on the Federal level that changed the budget threshold for the funds for the Home Consortium and those who would qualify for the program.  She said that the dollar amount for the Commission’s Home Consortium does not meet that threshold.  Ms. Hammond stated that there is a possibility that the West Virginia Housing Fund would consider help with the shortfall and the additional obligation would be dropped by half.  She said that the County has been asked to go forward by providing a commitment letter by April 6, 2007.  Ms. Hammond stated that the additional funding is not needed until July.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that this has turned out to be a house of cards.  He said that if one entity doesn’t go forward it will impact everyone else.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked if most of the counties and municipalities were participating.  Ms. Hammond stated that two other counties in the State are participating.  She said that you have to reach a certain level of population and a certain level of need.  Ms. Hammond stated that a lot of work has been done to bring us to this point.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that it is a very important thing and all the monies stay at the local level.  President Teufel stated that the County doesn’t have $300,000.00.  Ms. Hammond stated that it is her understanding through Mr. Davis that even Jefferson County has concerns.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that as much of a budget crunch we have we owe this to our residents to support the program.  President Teufel stated that the Commission will need to forward a letter.  Ms. Hammond suggested that the Commission wait until March 29, 2007 so they will know the exact amount of money that will be needed.

5. Resolution in Support of Court Security Grant-2007 – Ms. Hammond stated that this resolution is in support of the Court Security Grant and needs to go in the mail the same day as the budget.  She said that there was a meeting held on March 9, 2007 with the stakeholders and they were asked for suggestions for the grant.  Ms. Hammond stated that those suggestions were received in our office yesterday.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the resolution as presented.
