Presentation of Annual Emergency Shelter Grant Application for Signature – Discussion/Action


Glenda Helman, Executive Director of Community Networks, Inc., came before the County Commission with the presentation of their annual Emergency Shelter Grant application for signature.  Ms. Helman stated that the grant is for $53,500.00 and will be distributed between the Bethany House ($23,500.00), HOPE Living/Learning Center ($15,000.00), and Moses House ($15,000.00).  She said that the funding will be used for case management and customer assistance.  


Ms. Helman provided the Commissioners with a copy of the Community Networks, Inc. annual report for 2006.  President Teufel stated that the Commission has been working with Community Networks quite a bit over the past years.  He said that a lot of good comes out of what the Community Networks does.  President Teufel stated that this grant reflects no cost to the County; it is only a pass through.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to accept the proposal, authorize the President to sign the document and approve the resolution that will accompany the paperwork to Charleston. Interviews for Board and Commission Vacancies

Rodney Emery – Candidate – Board and Commission Vacancy – Discussion/Action


Rodney Emery was invited to come before the County Commission for a brief interview for a possible appointment to one of Berkeley County’s various Boards and Commissions.  Mr. Emery approached the bench and stated that he works for the Department of Veterans Affairs and has resided in Berkeley County for over thirty years.  


President Teufel stated that in Mr. Emery’s application he requested to be appointed to the Berkeley County Development Authority or the Parks and Recreation Board.  Mr. Emery stated that he didn’t have a particular Board or Commission in mind.  He stated that he has had experience in building permits but it doesn’t really matter what Board or Commission he is appointed to.  


President Teufel stated that the Commission is looking to change the members on the Development Authority.  He said that with Mr. Emery working for the VA he has the background that we are looking for at this time and to give the Authority a fresh view.  Mr. Emery stated that he works in the data center at the VA.  President Teufel stated that there may not be an opening at this time on the Development Authority but he said that the Commission would like to retain Mr. Emery’s application.  Mr. Emery stated that that would be fine.  


Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Emery if he had the ability to attend the meetings of the Development Authority since they schedule their meetings during the daytime hours.  Mr. Emery stated that he travels two weeks out of the month and the other two weeks he is available during the daytime and during the evening hours.

Records Storage – 126 West King Street – Discussion/Action

Circuit Clerk Virginia Sine and Facilities Supervisor Jay Russell came before the County Commission today to discuss the Circuit Clerk’s records storage at 126 West King Street.

President Teufel stated that the Circuit Clerk’s records are still being stored on the first floor of 126 West King Street and he said that he was told that the Circuit Clerk wants to keep then at that location.  He said that those records will be moved to the Crawford Building when the renovations are completed in about a year so we will just have to wait until that time comes.  

Ms. Sine stated that she spoke with a representative of the American Red Cross and told her that she could use the second or third floor of the Courthouse and when the Crawford Building is completed they could utilize all of the building located at 126 West King Street.  President Teufel stated that there are some security issues at the Courthouse.

Commissioner Collins asked Ms. Sine if some of those records could be destroyed.  Ms. Sine stated that only certain things in each case folder can be destroyed.  

Mr. Russell stated that the crew cleaned out the third floor of 126 West King Street and 110 West King Street is now finished.  He said that the only thing now is the carpet for Steve Allen’s project at OES.  Mr. Russell stated that he checked into a paper liner to be installed on the second floor of 802 South Queen Street to cut down on the noise but it would be too costly.  He said that he decided to install carpet instead of vinyl.  President Teufel stated that, with the new facility being constructed in the near future, he would not like to see a lot of money being invested in that project.  The total cost of the carpet for that project is $3,712.08.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the purchase of the carpet.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved. 

President Teufel stated that he wanted to thank Mr. Russell for making sure that the grass was mowed at 110 West King Street.

Property Purchase Request – Discussion/Action

Steve Baker came before the County Commission with a request to purchase a parcel of property that belongs to the County.  Mr. Baker stated that he lives on Richard Street just off Eagle School Road.  He said that there is a small strip of land, belonging to the County, which is beside his residence that he would like to purchase. 

Mr. Bentley stated that if the property is an alleyway there is a method to abandon that property and split it between the two properties.  He said that it would not be a purchase you would simply have to go through a title search.  Mr. Bentley stated that he is not sure at this time if the County has the authority to sell the parcel.  He said that the process to abandon the property would require a petition.  President Teufel requested that Mr. Bentley provide the needed information.

Assessor’s Office Complaint – Discussion/Action

Stanley Seekford was scheduled to come before the County Commission regarding a complaint that he had with the Assessor’s Office.  Mr. Seekford did not keep his scheduled appointment with the Commission but County Assessor Preston Gooden and the Berkeley County Emergency Ambulance Authority (BCEAA) Program Manager, Gary Collis were present to discuss the issue. 

Mr. Gooden stated that Mr. Seekford has been complaining about his land and he has been to the Circuit Court over the issue.  He said that Judge Sanders issued an order that the property listed belongs to the BCEAA and Mr. Seekford was no longer permitted to address the issue.

Mr. Collis stated that since 2000 Mr. Seekford has sued the BCEAA for 13.5 billion dollars and in 2006 filed suit against him and the BCEAA which compelled the BCEAA to go back to the Law Offices of Bowles Rice.  Mr. Collis stated that this suit cost the BCEAA $1,500.00 and this is what happens each time Mr. Seekford files.  He said that we have to use taxpayers’ money and we have dealt with this gentleman since 1995.

Mr. Gooden stated that Mr. Seekford is relying on a deed that says 3 acres more or less when really the property only consists of 1.5 acres.  Mr. Collis stated that the BCEAA has put up a fence on their property so we don’t have to listen to Mr. Seekford all day.  He said that when the fence was being installed Mr. Seekford brought down a pit bull.

Commissioner Collins stated that if Judge Sanders says that this issue is over he would request that it not be placed on another Commission agenda in the future.  Mr. Bentley agreed and said “not on this issue”.  Mr. Collis asked what could be done to make it stop.  Mr. Bentley stated that the BCEAA can hire an attorney to file an injunction.  He said that he would be happy to write a letter to Mr. Seekford.  

Chris Quasebarth of the Berkeley County Prosecuting Attorney’s Office was present and the Commission informed him that Mr. Seekford will not be allowed to be placed on a Commission agenda again on this issue.

Steve Allen, OES and Homeland Security Director

Regional Response Equipment Request and Signing of MPG Grant – Discussion/Action

OES and Homeland Security Director Steve Allen came before the County Commission regarding a regional response equipment request and for the signing of an MPG grant.  Mr. Allen stated that the first issue he would like to discuss this morning was regarding the equipment.  He said that there have been on-going issues with this equipment.  Mr. Allen stated that Bill Wood of the WV DMAPS/DHSEM indicated that they would like to see Berkeley County have one of their smaller trucks.  Mr. Allen stated that Mr. Wood informed him that if Berkeley County would be interested in getting a C4500 they would allow us to use that piece of equipment on a daily basis.  He said that all we have to do is forward a letter asking for the vehicle along with a tri-axle trailer which will enhance OES’ other abilities.  

Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Allen if the C4500 was an ambulance.  Mr. Allen stated that it is not an ambulance; it is a four-door truck on a GMC utility body.  He said that it has a built-in generator and has the ability to carry five people.

President Teufel stated that he discussed the issue with Mr. Allen and we feel we need to draft a letter asking for the equipment.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to send a letter requesting the C4500 and the trailer.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.  

The next issue that was brought before the Commission by Mr. Allen today was regarding the signing of an MPG grant.  Mr. Allen stated that in the past if he had additional staffing being paid they had to come off the status list.  He said that, as a result of a meeting that he attended in Flatwoods, West Virginia, they no longer do that so anyone at OES can be put in that position.  Mr. Allen stated that this will increase the reimbursements that are received through the State by $20,000.00.  He said that he asked for $7,700.00 in his budget for a study being done by R. D. Zande but they do not have the time and want to contract this out but there are not enough funds provided in his budget.  Mr. Allen asked the Commission if they would consider taking the additional funds out of the Rainy Day Account.  President Teufel stated that he is supportive of the request but questioned if there were enough funds in that Account.  Ms. Hammond stated that she could provide the Commission with those figures next week.  President Teufel requested that the issue be placed on next week’s agenda.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to move forward with the MPG grant.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

Encumbrance Requests – Discussion/Action


County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or approval:

1. Resignation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith informing the Commission of the resignation of Larry Mackey, II effective April 30, 2007.  Mr. Mackey held the position of Court Security Officer.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Mackey.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

2. Hiring Recommendations – A memorandum was received from OES Director Steve Allen requesting approval to hire Chris Fincham, Justin Northcraft, Joshua Smith and Timothy Sprouse.  These four individuals will be hired as part time Emergency Services Workers and part time Hazardous Materials Technicians.  When performing the job of Emergency Service Workers they will earn $9.00 per hour.  When performing the job of Hazardous Materials Technicians they will earn $11.00 per hour.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Fincham, Mr. Northcraft, Mr. Smith and Mr. Sprouse.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

3. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from County Assessor Preston Gooden requesting approval to hire Paul Wilson II as a Real Estate Appraiser effective May 14, 2007.  If approved, Mr. Wilson will earn a yearly salary of $28,330.00 and will be paid out of the Valuation Fund 407.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Wilson.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

4. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from County Assessor Preston Gooden requesting approval to hire Alan Ladd as a Real Estate Appraiser.  If approved, Mr. Ladd will earn a yearly salary of $28,330.00 and will be paid out of the Valuation Fund 407.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Mr. Ladd.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

5. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from County Assessor Preston Gooden requesting approval to hire Erica LeHew as a Transfer Clerk effective May 14, 2007.  If approved, Ms. LeHew will earn a yearly salary of $20,295.00 and will be paid out of the Valuation Fund.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the hiring of Ms. LeHew.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

6. Judicial Center Requests – Ms. Hammond stated that a proposal from InterTech was included in today’s packet in the amount of $2,315.00.  She stated that this was requested by the Sheriff in the event of glass breakage.  Ms. Hammond stated that we are having a system installed next month that will go off at Central Dispatch but the Sheriff has asked for a redundancy system that will go off at the dispatch office in the City of Martinsburg.  Ms. Hammond suggested that the Commission approve up to four trainees on the system.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the purchase of the redundancy system from InterTech.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

7. Tabler Station Emergency Operations Center Programming Proposal – A proposal was received from DMJMH&N for Task Order 0002 issued under the master agreement with the Berkeley County Commission for architectural and engineering services.  This Task Order will allow DMJMH&N the ability to create an assessment and architectural programming phase for the Emergency Operations Center to be located at Tabler Station.  Ms. Hammond also reminded the Commission that they will need a letter from the Berkeley County Fire Board stating that they are not interested in relocating to the Tabler Station location.  President Teufel stated that the Task Order is pretty much in line with what we have been receiving from DMJMH&N.  The cost of this service will be paid for out of the 2006 bond money.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the proposal from DMJMH&N for Task Order 0002.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

8. Verizon Maintenance Quote – A quote was received from Verizon for the Nortel BCM located at the Dunn Building.  Ms. Hammond stated that this will allow the County, instead of paying a flat rate on the system, to pay a maintenance rate.  She said that the BCM is like the main frame of the phone system.  There was also a suggestion that we obtain an hourly rate for the technician here so the Commission can do a comparison because this quote is based on the Harrisburg, PA area.  President Teufel stated that it may be a good idea for them to come in once a year and go over our system.  Ms. Hammond stated that she wanted to remind the Commissioners that each time an employee leaves or a new employee is hired there is a service call.  She said that that is why we should have an hourly comparison.

9. Cancelled Check Order – A Cancelled Check Order was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  If action is taken, the Order will cancel check #0000029 in the amount of $30,000.00 to Kimco Realty Corp.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the Cancelled Check Order as presented.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

10. WesBanco Correspondence – A letter was received from Wendy Pagot, Assistant Trust Officer of WesBanco informing the Commission that there is a total of $308.70 remaining in the County Acquisition Account.  These funds may be used to pay interest on the bonds on the next interest payment date.  Ms. Hammond stated that we did not have any invoices that match that amount so the funds can be used to offset the payment.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to use the $308.70 remaining in the Acquisition Account toward the next interest payment date.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

11. Encumbrance Requests – Two encumbrance requests were received from the Berkeley County Prosecuting Attorney; one in the amount of $5,000.00 for the purchase of two laptops and, one in the amount of $8,000.00 for the purchase of office furniture for APA Matthew Harvey.  Ms. Hammond asked the Commissioners if they would like to wait until June to take action on encumbrances.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would like to go ahead and take action now.  He then made a motion to approve both requests.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

12. County Health Insurance Renewal – Ms. Hammond stated that the County health insurance renewal came in at a 24% increase and our response to the insurance company was no.  She said that they then reworded the numbers and returned with a 15% increase.  Ms. Hammond stated that she and Human Resources Director Alan Davis asked them to give us some options and put everything on the table.  These options will include co-pay amounts for office calls and mail order prescriptions, etc.  Ms. Hammond stated that the insurance company will be bringing the issue back next week. 13. Budget Issues – Ms. Hammond stated that Chief Deputy LeMaster had met with her and she forwarded budget issues to Alan Davis.  She said that Mr. Davis is currently researching the issues.

14. Board of Risk Representative – Ms. Hammond stated that a representative from the Board of Risk visited yesterday and was impressed with the facilities.  She said that the representative was under the impression that we didn’t forward our renewal but we proved them wrong.  Ms. Hammond stated that we will be receiving a $12,000.00 credit for that renewal information.
