The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. Eddie Edmonds of the Moler Avenue Church of the Brethren followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Assessor Preston Gooden.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would like the Commission to hold an emergency executive session regarding personnel at some point during today’s meeting.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve today’s agenda with the aforementioned addition.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of June 18, 2007 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 1 to CDW Government, Inc. in the amount of $17,569.53.  He stated that, by looking at the description on the purchase order log, there is no way of knowing what this County Commission is approving especially if someone references this purchase order sometime in the future.  Marsha Kelley, Director of Purchasing and Finance, stated that the charges were for laptops for the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office.



President Teufel stated that on page 2 there is a purchase order to West Virginia Uniforms in the amount of $105.65.  He said that it is an encumbrance and requested that the Commission hold off on taking action on this purchase order today.



President Teufel stated that on page 2, the purchase order for OMB Express should be paid out of the Special Revenue Account 101.



President Teufel stated that on page 4, the purchase order for Aurora Chrysler, Inc. should be paid out of Special Revenue Account 101.



President Teufel stated that on page 5 the purchase order to The Journal should be paid out of Fund 16. He also stated that the purchase order on page 5 to International Code Council and the Quill Corporation should be paid out of Fund 24 as well as the 2 purchase orders on page 6 to Quill Corporation.  President Teufel stated that the purchase order on page 11 to Quill Corporation should also be paid out of Fund 24.  



President Teufel stated that on page 14 there is an encumbrance for State Line Sparkler in the amount of $528.00 for a case of flares.  He requested that the Commission hold off approving this purchase order.  



President Teufel stated that on page 15 there is a purchase order to the International Code Council in the amount of $180.00 that should be paid out of Fund 24 as well as the purchase order on page 16 to ALM in the amount of $1,510.00.



President Teufel stated that on page 17 the purchase order for MSAG Data Consultants in the amount of $1,128.50 should be paid out of Fund 19 and the purchase order to Thomson West in the amount of $168.00 should be paid out of Fund 24.



President Teufel stated that on page 19 the purchase order for Sound Billing LLC in the amount of $32.99 should be paid out of Fund 24.



Ms. Hammond stated that the purchase order on page 21 to Intertech in the amount of $2,380.50 should not be paid because of the many issues that remain unresolved.  



President Teufel stated that on page 22 the purchase order for Sitting Sun Pet Crematory should be paid out of Fund 003 and the purchase order for Penn Const. Codes Academy in the amount of $390.00 should be paid out of Fund 24.



President Teufel stated that the purchase order on page 23 to Computer Project in the amount of $156.00 should be paid out of Fund 19 and the purchase order, on the same page, to Britt Sherman should be paid out of Fund 24.



President Teufel stated that the purchase order on page 24 to John Festerman in the amount of $15.24 should be paid out of Fund 24 as well as the purchase order, on the same page, to Probass Networks, Inc. in the amount of $34.95.



President Teufel stated that the purchase order on page 25 to the WV Counties Risk Pool in the amount of $422,435.00 should not be paid until July 1, 2007 but he instructed Finance to pay the initial $48,853.32 to the WV Counties Risk Pool.



Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve today’s purchase order log with the aforementioned changes.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Ms. Hammond stated that payroll will have to be done prior to any changes.

County Assessor Preston Gooden presented the following exoneration to the County Commissioners for their approval:

Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the exoneration as presented by the County Assessor.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports

Commissioner Stubblefield attended a meeting of Region 9 and reported that the Executive Committee elected new officers.  He stated that he also had the opportunity to follow-up on the meeting with Congresswoman Shelley Moore Capito to help with the flooding issues in Inwood. 

Commissioner Stubblefield reported that he and Ms. Hammond toured the 911 Center in Jefferson County on Tuesday.  He said that it was a very informative visit.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission on Monday and reported that it was a very smooth meeting, nothing major to report.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of Parks and Recreation on Tuesday and reported that they are anticipating the Commissioners’ action on the Hotel/Motel Tax increase.

Commissioner Collins attended a joint meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Water District and the Berkeley County Public Service Sewer District on Tuesday and reported Senate Bill 646 will place a 10 cents fee on every 1,000 gallons of water that will go to the Sewer District, Water District and the City of Martinsburg to take care of failing systems.  He said that the money will be sent to Charleston and it is another example of bad management.  Commissioner Collins stated that there is approximately $400,000.00 going out of Berkeley County and this issue will be on our list when we go to the Summit.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that we owe Senator Unger; last year he held it back.  Commissioner Collins stated that there are no monies coming back to Berkeley County.

President Teufel stated that the Berkeley County Solid Waste Authority is holding an electronics recycling event.  He said that this will give the County an excellent opportunity to dispose of the non-working electronics that we have.  Commissioner Collins stated that he has talked with Jay Russell, Facilities Supervisor, and he will be gathering up the items that will be taken to the recycling event.

Endorsement of Enabling Legislation for Transportation – Discussion/Action



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that all 55 counties in West Virginia are vying for the same amount of transportation money for roads.  He said that it is his sense that most every county is weighted equal but   Berkeley County and the Eastern Panhandle have a real need.  In the past we have asked and asked but nothing has come out of it.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that we need to move to the top of the list and perhaps the only way to do that is to find a way to leverage some funding.  If the County can find some dollars this might influence the Department o Transportation to send more highway dollars to the County.  



President Teufel stated that his concern is we work to raise, say, two million dollars and then we have to wait 5 years, 10 years, maybe even 20 years before we can get anything done.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that this approach will only work in an up-front agreement or guarantee made with the Department of Transportation.  He said that this approach will tie our hands to raise funding.  President Teufel asked if we do this will the legislature come up with the rest of the funding.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that legislation can be crafted that there would be a match or more open ended.  He said that it is not based on the population but the number of roads that access major highways.

Interview for Board and Commission Vacancy


Robert M. Sherman, Jr. – Candidate for Board or Commission Vacancy – Discussion/Action


John Christensen – Candidate for Board or Commission Vacancy – Discussion/Action



The County Commission scheduled two brief interviews today regarding possible appointments to vacancies on the County’s various Boards and/or Commissions.  The first candidate to be interviewed was Robert M. Sherman, Jr.



Mr. Sherman stated that he is a two-year resident of Berkeley County and he works in the transportation field and public safety field.  He said that, prior to moving to the area, he was a frequent visitor and his wife is originally from Berkeley County.  Mr. Sherman stated that his membership on Leadership Berkeley has enabled him to see aspects of the   needs in Berkeley County.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he looked at the list of positions that Mr. Sherman would like to serve on and he said that he would like to add another one.  He said that the Animal Nuisance Appeal Board is a very difficult Board to serve on.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Board looks at cases where dogs have bitten humans and other animals and you have to declare whether or not that dog is vicious.  He said that no one likes to put down an animal but this has to be considered in certain cases.  Mr. Sherman stated that he has no expertise in this type of issue but he would be willing to serve as the Commission sees fit.



President Teufel stated that the Pan Tran Board and the Central Dispatch Advisory Committee has an opening and the Sheriff’s Advisory Committee will have a vacancy on July 1, 2007.  He said that he read where Mr. Sherman has a Bachelor of Science degree in criminal justice.  Mr. Sherman stated that he has not considered his Bachelor of Science degree in criminal justice as a career path.



The next interview was with John Christensen.  Mr. Christensen stated that he is interested in economic development and he has not had the opportunity to meeting with Bob Crawford of the Berkeley County Development Authority for an interview until now.  He said that he is a 25 year resident of Berkeley County, a home owner and involved in a number of local clubs.  Mr. Christensen stated that he is a retired Merchant Marine.  President Teufel stated that one position that we have talked about is labor.  He said that there will be an opening on the Development Authority for a labor representative.  President Teufel asked Mr. Christensen if he is still active and involved in labor.  Mr. Christensen stated that he is still involved in labor and serves on the Tri-City Labor Council.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there will be a vacancy in the near future.

Grant Applications and Resolutions for Action – Law Enforcement Grants


Cell Phone Service Renewal – Discussion/Action



Marsha Kelley, Director of Finance and Purchasing, came before the County Commission to present the following issues for discussion and/or action:

1. Grant Applications and Resolutions for Action-Law Enforcement Grants – Ms. Kelley stated that Sheriff W. Randy Smith would like to apply for a West Virginia Department of Military Affairs grant.  She then presented a list of equipment to the Commission that the Sheriff would like to purchase with the grant monies that would be in the amount of $347,919.84.  President Teufel stated that in previous years the County was provided grant monies for 911 equipment and for the generator.  Commissioner Collins stated that he did not see a problem in approving the request.  President Teufel stated that he was also supportive.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to support the grant and approve the resolution that will accompany the paperwork to Charleston.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. Cell Phone Service Renewal – Ms. Kelley stated that she requested proposals on the cell phone service for the County and received quotes from US Cellular, Cingular and Sprint.  Ms. Kelley recommended that the Commission remain with US Cellular.  She said that there is a savings of $285.00 per year if we are billed two times per year.  Ms. Kelley stated that the County currently has 30 phones and one blackberry being serviced.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept Ms. Kelley’s recommendation to stay with US Cellular.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Report on Homeland Security Drill Operations – Discussion/Action

Due to a death in the family, Steve Allen, Homeland Security and OES Director, was unable to attend today’s meeting.  Roy Young came before the County Commission to provide them with a report on the recent Homeland Security Drill Operations.  Mr. Young stated that there was a statewide exercise that was conducted here in Berkeley County.  Persons participating in the exercise came from Greenbrier County, Harris County, Charleston and Berkeley County.  Mr. Young stated that the military also participated.  He said that the exercise was excellent and provided a lot of information.  He said that you never know when something is going to happen and that we want to be prepared. 

Mr. Young stated that they have 37 people listed on their call down list and all 37 individuals were contacted.  He said that the Berkeley County Health Department sends out the messages and a total of 23 responded out of the 37; 5 were not available and 14 did not respond.  Commissioner Collins stated that he was in Chantilly, Virginia when his phone went off. 

Mr. Young stated that they had 30 people report to the Center and the Army complimented them on their readiness.  

President Teufel stated that he was very impressed with the way the exercise went and thanked Mr. Young for coming in today to give the report to the Commission.

Nuisance Appeal Board Recommendation – Tracy Grim Case – Discussion/Action


Ryan Frankenberry of the Nuisance Appeal Board represented Brian Taylor today regarding a Nuisance Appeal case concerning Tracy Grim.  Mr. Frankenberry stated that the appeal hearing took place on June 8, 2007 to hear an appeal by Tracy Grim regarding her male pit terrier Sneakers.  He stated that on May 15, 2007 an incident occurred while Keith Frye was walking his Shih-Tzu in his neighborhood.  Ms. Grim acknowledged that Sneakers was able to run loose due to a garage door being left open.  Ms. Grim also admitted to a few occasions in which her dog has gone out of the garage but claim that neighbors have never been fearful of the dog.  Handwritten statements from several neighbors were submitted as evidence.  Mr. Frye claims that the accused dog bit both he and his dog viciously when he was holding the Shih-Tzu in his arms.  Mr. Frye’s dog had documented injuries of three lacerations to the rear left leg, with lengths of 5cm, 3cm and 2cm.  Mr. Frye also claimed the accused dog bit him on the hand, forearm area and torso.  Mr. Frankenberry stated that the Board also believes that many of the wounds may have been caused by his own dog during the incident.  Mr. Frye claimed that he received medical attention from the VA Medical Center, but no documentation was provided.


Following the presentation of statements, it was the Board’s opinion that the appeal was warranted and it is the Board’s unanimous opinion of three votes of not vicious.  Their recommendations included Ms. Grim to pay for all submitted veterinary bills totaling $591.19, a dog shelter be placed in the backyard, which is enclosed by a high, solid wood privacy fence, and the garage must not be used to shelter the dog and a keyed lock must be installed on the door from the garage to the backyard, and the dog must be micro chipped or tattooed for future identification if necessary.  


President Teufel asked if anything was out of line with the recommendations.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Commission may want to hear from Mr. Frye who was present at today’s meeting.


Mr. Frye asked what defines a vicious dog.  Mr. Bentley stated part of the definition is without provocation.  Mr. Frye stated that he was bitten on the thumb and under arm.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Board decided, for various reasons, that the dog is not vicious.  Mr. Frye stated that he walks that road everyday and on that day the dog came at us and tried to get at his dog.  He said that Sneakers grabbed his dog’s leg and dragged both he and his dog to the ground.  He said that the attack was seen by a few of his neighbors.  Mr. Frye stated that if that is not vicious then he doesn’t know what is considered vicious.


Ms. Crim approached the bench and stated that she received a letter from the Homeowners Association about a year ago asking her to not let her dog out.  She said that that was the only notice that she has ever gotten.  Ms. Crim stated that Sneakers is exceptionally friendly.  Mr. Bentley asked what caused the attack.  Ms. Crim stated that she didn’t know why the attack happened because her dog is very friendly.  Mr. Bentley stated that Ms. Crim’s dog did $500.00 worth of damage and bit another dog and its owner.  Commissioner Stubblefield recommended that the garage not be used to shelter the dog because this may happen again.  


Mr. Bentley asked Ms. Crim if she agreed to paying the veterinary bills, building a shelter for her dog and the garage won’t be used to shelter the dog.  Ms. Crim responded by saying yes.  Mr. Bentley stated that the dog needs to be micro chipped.  Ms. Crim stated that she did not know where to have that done.  Mr. Bentley stated that the chip will be place in the dog’s ear.  He said that Ms. Crim will also have to pay the fees incurred at the Animal Control Facility.  


Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Commission appoints conscientious members and he said that the Commission is quite comfortable with the Boards recommendations.  He then made a motion to accept the recommendations of the Nuisance Appeal Board.  Mr. Frye stated that no one answered his questions to his satisfaction.  He said that he couldn’t see where the dog falls into that category.  Mr. Bentley informed Mr. Frye that he has the right to appeal, within the next four months, through the Circuit Court.  Commissioner Collins then seconded Commissioner Stubblefield’s motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Report on Disposition of Seized Cats – Berkeley County Animal Control – Discussion/Action

Report on Dog Waste Complaints – Annual Basis and Comments on Proposed Ordinance – Dog Ordinance Revisions – Discussion/Action


Sheriff W. Randy Smith and Animal Control Officer Donna McMahan came before the County Commission with the following issues for their discussion and/or action:

1. Report on Disposition of Seized Cats – Officer McMahan stated that a total of 50 live cats were seized from 89 Stuckey Court.  She said that Star Sylvia with Promise Animal League and Melissa Susko with Pig Sanctuary came to the Animal Control Facility on June 6, 2007 and treated all of the cats for ear mites and fleas.  Officer McMahan stated that the cats also were vaccinated, wormed and checked for feline leukemia and feline aids.  She said that all of these services were performed free of charge.  Officer McMahan stated that Star Sylvia has a total of 23 of the 50 cats and Melissa Susko has three of the 50 cats.  She said that a total of 24 cats are being housed at Animal Control until June 29, 2007 when they will be forwarded to Promise Animal League for adoption.  Officer McMahan stated that Promise Animal League has supplied Animal Control with all food and cat litter needed to care for these cats. 

2. Report on Dog Waste Complaints-Annual Basis and Comments on Proposed Ordinance-Dog Ordinance Revisions – President Teufel stated that the Commission is working to change the Dog Ordinance.  He said that a public hearing was held and Commissioner Stubblefield wanted to make sure we had the support of the Sheriff.  President Teufel stated that the Commission does not have any documentation on the number of calls that come in regarding dog waste complaints.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that if the Commission passes this revision we don’t want to pass something that can’t be enforced.  Sheriff Smith stated that he would need a copy of the proposed change and have the opportunity to review.  Mr. Bentley explained the amendment to Sheriff Smith.  Sheriff Smith stated that he would review the information and get back with the Commission.  President Teufel stated that the issue will be placed on the July 5, 2007 agenda for further discussion.

Presentation of Inventory List for Surplus Property Declaration – Discussion/Action


Facilities Supervisor Jay Russell came before the County Commission to present them with an inventory list for surplus property declaration.  Mr. Russell presented the listing to each of the Commissioners for their review.  The list included numerous desks, book cases, filing cabinets, computer monitors, computer towers, chairs, microphones, cabinets, paper shredder, chalk board and 11 vehicles (3 which do not run).  Commissioner Collins stated that he had reviewed the list then made a motion to declare the items on the list as surplus.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.


Mr. Russell stated that he wanted to provide the Commission with a report on the furniture that was obtained from the Internal Revenue Service.  He said that he had one office examine the furniture and they said that it was not the proper color to be used in their office.

Cam Siegrist, Bowles Rice McDavid Graff and Love

Consideration of and action upon Order approving the execution and delivery by the County Commission of Berkeley County, West Virginia of: (1) a Bond Purchase Agreement among the Berkeley County Building Commission, the County Commission and City National Bank of West Virginia, as original purchaser of the hereinafter defined Bonds, relating to the Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2007 A to be issued by the Building Commission in an aggregate original principal amount not to exceed $3,500,000.00 to temporarily finance the costs of the acquisition from Kimco Giants Trust, a Pennsylvania business trust, of the real estate, together with the improvements thereon, located at the intersection of the east side of South Raleigh Street and the south side of South Street, Martinsburg, West Virginia; (2) A Lease Agreement between the Building Commission as Lessor and the County Commission, as Lessee, whereby the Building Commission would lease the Property to the County Commission; and (3) other certificates, agreements and documents relating to the Bonds, together with the taking by the County Commission of other actions relating to the Bonds and the Property.


Cam Siegrist of Bowles Rice McDavid Graff and Love came before the County Commission regarding the purchase of the Kimco property located on South Raleigh Street.  Mr. Siegrist stated that the Bond approved the execution of the Bond purchase agreement and lease agreement.  He said that the Order is part of the Bond process.  Mr. Siegrist stated that the County Commission, as Lessee, is obligated to the interest rate of 3.7% for one year.  He said that the lease terms are consistent of the Judicial Center.  Mr. Siegrist stated that the Building Commission has no obligation to the utilities. He said that this is a three-way contract between the Berkeley County Commission, the Berkeley County Building Commission and City National Bank.  


Commissioner Stubblefield asked if all due diligence has been satisfied.  Ms. Hammond said yes, all steps.


Commissioner Collins then made a motion to accept the Order as presented for the purchase of the Kimco Property.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Karen Sumner of the American Red Cross came before the County Commission under “Items from the Public”.  Ms. Sumner stated that they have no air conditioning at their 205 East King Street location that is provided to them by the County.  She said that she had one individual get sick yesterday from the heat. 

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there are air conditioning units in that building and one solution was to have them repaired but that was an expensive solution for a building which would be sold in a few months.  Rather, he suggested the purchase of mobile units which would vent the hot air outside of the building.  The Commission gave the Facilities Supervisor permission to purchase two of these units

President Teufel suggested that Ms. Sumner check with the Facilities Supervisor Jay Russell and see if he can get there today to correct the issue.

Pamela Games-Neely, Prosecuting Attorney, came before the County Commission under “Items from the Public”.  Ms. Games-Neely stated that she requested, back in May, an encumbrance which was approved at that time.  She said that she found out that the request has been rejected.  Ms. Games-Neely stated that she has already ordered the furniture that she was going to purchase with those encumbered funds.  She said that the furniture that the County obtained from the Internal Revenue Service will not work.  Ms. Games-Neely stated that she has plenty of money in her fund.   


President Teufel stated that the Commission is trying to make sure that we don’t overdraw any of our accounts.  President Teufel stated that the unencumbered fund balance is not as great as it was last year.  He said that all the Commission is doing is checking to make sure that the funds are there.  Ms. Games-Neely stated that she does have the money in her budget.

2. Order Closing Special Revenue Funds – Ms. Hammond presented the Commission with an Order closing three special revenue funds that included Fund 020 (20A) Dunn Building Renovation Fund, Fund 022 (22A) Spring Street Building Debt Service Fund and Fund 244 Judicial Center Fund.  Ms. Hammond stated that the monies will go to the Building Commission Fund for Capital Improvement.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the Order.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3. Resolution and Contract-VOCA Assistance Grant – The contract and resolution for the VOCA Assistance Grant was presented to the Commission for their approval. Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to authorize the President to sign the contract and to approve the resolution that will accompany the paperwork to Charleston.
