Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for changes, Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve today’s agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of August 20, 2007 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 4 to Miller Electric in the amount of $475.46.  He said that he thought the Commission was selling the building on College Street.  Ms. Hammond stated that it was repair to the air conditioning at CTC in the Dunn Building.



Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 14 to Intertech Security of Maryland in the amount of $793.00 for cards used on the Galaxy Access equipment.  He asked if the equipment was still under warranty.  Ms. Hammond stated that Intertech Security will be returning to the County office for the fulfillment of their contract.  President Teufel requested that the purchase order be held from payment today.



Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 12 to Trademark Contracting in the amount of $5,000.00 for training.  He asked what type of training was given.  Ms. Hammond stated that the charge was for the construction trailer used by the 911 Center.  She said that this is the annual lease amount.



President Teufel questioned a purchase order on page 5 to BB&T Bankcard Corporation.  He said that a charge of $789.59 for maintenance repair was placed on the credit card and we need clarification.  Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office stated that it happened out of town and that she would look up the invoice to find out more information.



President Teufel questioned a purchase order on page 6 to Comcast Communications in the amount of $42.95.  He stated that the Commission had an agreement with Adelphia for free cable for emergency offices i.e. OES, Fire Board, Ambulance Authority.  President Teufel questioned why the County was being charged for service at OES.  Ms. Hammond stated that the agreement is for cable drops and she said that she was not sure if the agreement included internet.  President Teufel asked Ms. Hammond to look into the issue.  Ms. Hammond stated that they also have site access from this building and perhaps they could look into that.

Mr. Shergy stated that with the issues that are out there the only way to deal with them is to take them step by step.



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Commission received three applications at the same time from the Tuscarora District and they referenced each other.  He asked Mr. Shergy what prompted the applications and why did you choose to support each other.  Mr. Shergy stated that all three of them have met on an issue of a property that was sold and the new owners wanted to change the usage of the building.  He said that the three are friends and have met on two or three occasions and hired an attorney.  Mr. Shergy stated that, from those meetings, all three got involved in the community. Community Participation Program Grant Requests and Resolution – Discussion/Action



Nick Diehl of the Workforce WV Career Center came before the County Commission regarding a Community Participation Program Grant.  Mr. Diehl stated the Career Center is in need of signage for each of their agencies.  He said that they approached the delegates to see if funding was available through the State Digest money.  Mr. Diehl stated that they received a grant for $2,500.00 for the signage but the grant requires a match and they do not have the money for that match.



Mr. Diehl stated that they also secured funding for video conferencing in the amount of $5,500.00 but that grant also requires a match.  



Mr. Diehl requested a match for the signage is $200.00 and a match for the video conferencing of $100.00.



President Teufel stated that the Commission is very supportive of Workforce West Virginia and the job that they do.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the initial request made by the Workforce WV Career Center was more but Mr. Diehl cut his request.



Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission has nine of these grant applications that were sent to various entities and she said that she wanted to provide the Commissioners with a word of caution because there may be nine requests for money that is not budgeted this fiscal year.  She said that these grant funds may not be available for about a year and perhaps the funding could be budgeted in fiscal year 2008-2009.



President Teufel stated that the Commission has to encumber later in the year.  He said that we usually do not entertain a request during a new fiscal year.  He said that Commissioner Stubblefield is involved in this organization and it rates very high with the Commission because of all of the benefits that help those would are able to work; it is not just one special group.



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there was a mention of in-kind contributions.  He asked Mr. Bentley if that could be done by the Commission.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Commission can provide space.



Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to approve the resolution for the signage grant.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.



Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the resolution for the video conferencing grant.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Norwood Bentley, III, In House Legal Counsel, presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Draft Dog Ordinance Revisions – Mr. Bentley asked President Teufel if the Commission would consider holding off on the draft Dog Ordinance revisions until next week.  He said that, when making the revisions, he failed to include the “waste” portion of the Ordinance.

2. Excessive Noise Ordinance – Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Bentley if the Commission passes a county-wide Noise Ordinance if residential and similar settings Ordinance already in existence would be grandfathered in.  Mr. Bentley responded by saying yes.  Mr. Bentley stated that the draft before the Commission today requires a decision by the Commissioners regarding the “fines”.  He said that the draft is largely limited to subdivision, hotels/motels, etc.  President Teufel stated that in May of next year when land use is on the ballot the Commission can add this in.  Mr. Bentley stated that this Ordinance gives the people the opportunity to quiet down but if the noise continues the County has the authority to have them quiet down.  Commissioner Collins stated that he doesn’t want the public to believe that this would solve all of the noise problems in Berkeley County.  Following a brief discussion regarding the amount that the fines should be, it was a unanimous decision to place the fines at “not less than $250.00 and not more than $500.00 for the first offense and not less than $500.00 and not more than $1,000.00 for second and subsequent offenses.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to schedule a public hearing on the excessive noise ordinance on September 6, 2007 during the evening meeting of the County Commission.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3. Food Vendors – Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he was approached by individuals who own a hot dog stand and they are operating that stand at Berkeley Square.  He said that they would like to move closer to town and they also understand that should the County allow them to operate their business in the parking lot of the old Martins/CVS property this would not be a permanent location.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the County will not be reimbursed and that all the Commission will be doing is providing space.  Mr. Bentley stated that he put together a policy regarding food vendors and that policy was provided to the Commissioners for their actions.  President Teufel stated that he is concerned over the safety issue.  He said that there is no walkway across South Street.  President Teufel stated that he would like the area that will be used to be located where staff members and students can walk to the location safely.  President Teufel stated that he is supportive of the idea but we need to address the safety issue.  He said that we will need that crosswalk when the county offices move into those buildings.  President Teufel requested that the Commission hold off until we talk with the City of Martinsburg.

Nuisance Appeal Board Recommendation – Martell Case – Discussion/Action


Animal Control Officer Donna McMahon and Nuisance Appeal Board members Brian Taylor and Ryan Frankenberry came before the County Commission with a Nuisance Appeal Board recommendation on an appeal made by Brenda Martell.  Mr. Taylor approached the bench and stated that the Board had some problems with this appeal.  He said that the dog was never declared “vicious” and it is being held at the Animal Control Facility awaiting a recommendation.  


Mr. Bentley asked if the dog was every cited for running loose.  Officer McMahon stated that the dog was running at large and had no tags or rabies shot tags.


President Teufel stated that we have several issue before us; one, the dog was running free and there are two Ordinances in Berkeley County regarding that.  He said that we are here today for a vicious dog recommendation.  Mr. Bentley stated that dogs come before our Board because Animal Control declares them as vicious.  He then asked Officer McMahon if Animal Control ever declared Ms. Martell’s dog vicious.  Officer McMahon stated the Animal Control never declared Ms. Martell’s dog vicious.  She said that Animal Control does not believe that the dog they have in their care is vicious and they are not sure if the dog was even involved in an attack.


President Teufel stated that his concern is getting out of the realm of this issue.  He said that he is not sure that he agrees with the Board’s recommendation.  Officer McMahon stated that Animal Control is not sure if the accused dog is the one being held at Animal Control or if it was the other dog that was taken to the pound.  


Brenda Young approached the bench and stated that she is the owner of the dog that was attacked.  She said that the dog that is being discussed today is the one that attacked her dog.  Mr. Bentley stated that there are several ways that a dog can be considered vicious; attack, without provocation, on a person or animal, approach a person in a vicious and terrorizing manner, and/or the sworn statements of two witnesses.  He said that the dog that was seized is a Chow.  Mr. Bentley then asked Ms. Young is she saw the Chow attack her dog.  Ms. Young stated that she saw the Chow attack her dog when she turned the flood lights on.  Mr. Bentley stated that Animal Control did not declare the Chow as vicious.  Officer McMahan agreed.  Mr. Bentley asked Officer McMahon to explain why they did not declare the Chow vicious.  Officer McMahon stated that, after talking with the officers, they didn’t feel the Chow was vicious and after having the dog in our care it is not showing any signs of being vicious.  Mr. Bentley stated that technically under the Ordinance the dog was not declared vicious and he said he is not sure why we are here.


Ruza Parsons approached the bench and stated that she is a neighbor of Ms. Young.  She said that for the past 10 years Ms. Martell has never cared for her three dogs.  She said that these dogs are progressively getting meaner.  Ms. Parsons stated that the dogs are not fed and they run in the street.  She said that three weeks ago they tried to attack a United Parcel Service deliveryman.  


President Teufel stated that he is not in favor of the Board’s recommendation to euthanize the dog but he does see where the dogs have been allowed to run at large.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that, according to the information given the Commission, a fence was built but never completed and fortified.  He said that he would like to see the fence fortified before the dog is released.  President Teufel stated that if the dog is allowed to continually run loose then the dog should be taken away.  Officer McMahon stated that there is still the question of the Vet bills for the dog that was attacked.  President Teufel asked Ms. Young if she had been reimbursed the Vet bills.  Ms. Young responded by saying no.  


Mr. Bentley asked Officer McMahon if the dog was on its property when they picked him up.  Officer McMahon stated that the dog was on its property.  Mr. Bentley questioned if the County had the right to seize the animal in that case.  Officer McMahon stated that we do have the right to seize a dog off of its property.  Mr. Bentley asked Officer McMahon if, when the people pick up their dogs if are they required to pay the bills.  Officer McMahon responded by saying yes.  


Mr. Bentley then addressed the owner of the Chow, Brenda Martell, and stated that the Chow had no tags or rabies shots.  He said that we can not allow that in Berkeley County and if her dogs bite someone then she would be in a world of trouble and, as the owner, you have to take care of the dogs.  


President Teufel stated that he wanted to see that all Vet bills are reimbursed to Ms. Young, tags are gotten, Animal Control fees are paid and rabies shots given to the dogs.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion that, based on the recommendations heard here today, the dog should not be euthanized because it is not considered vicious but before the dog is released all Vet bills are to be paid, rabies shots and tags are to be obtained and all fees must be paid that are owed to Animal Control.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the document seems to be very thorough but the word temporary was used.  He asked Mr. Davis if he had a time limit.  Mr. Davis stated that that information can be inserted.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Davis if he had provided the Elected Officials with a copy of the draft.  Mr. Davis stated that he had not provided the Elected Officials with a copy of the draft.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the draft was well done.

President Teufel stated that there are a few points that need clarification.  He said that prior approval must be obtained and approval of the supervisors and people at the management level.  President Teufel stated that he did not want 5 or 6 people in an office working at home.  He said that the other issue is the timeframe.  President Teufel stated that he didn’t want 2 to 3 weeks turning into months.  He suggested that the Commission approve a period of two weeks at home and at the end of that time the issue should be brought before the Commission again for review.  He said that we want a very tight document.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he would say a period of thirty days as opposed to two weeks.  Mr. Bentley stated that after the first bullet point it should be evidenced by a doctor’s recommendation.

President Teufel requested that the issue be placed on next week’s agenda.

1. Cancelled Check Order – A Cancelled Check Order was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  If action is taken, the Order will cancel check number 0000016 to Touchtone Communications in the amount of $279.65.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the Cancelled Check Order as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. 2010 Decennial Census Local Update of Census Addresses – Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission received updates on the next Census and the level of participation that the County Commission would like to have.  She said that the last time the Census was done the County Commission had problems with addresses and perhaps we will be able to obtain a correct mailing list.  Ms. Hammond stated that we can also allow them to use our mapping on the web site for any new addresses.  President Teufel stated that each year there are funds that are timed to this and it is important to fulfill our duties.  Commission Stubblefield stated that Ms. Hammond mentioned the addresses and he said that he has communicated with Congresswoman Shelley Moore Capito to help in obtaining the addresses from the postal service.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to participate in the upcoming census.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

3. Insurance Risk Pool – Ms. Hammond stated that she attended a meeting on Monday regarding the Insurance Risk Pool.  She reported that the interim Board was established and seven members were selected from the 20 counties that are now in the Risk Pool.  Ms. Hammond stated that Commissioner Collins was nominated and elected  Ms. Hammond stated that the length of his term is two years and the next meeting will be held on September 18, 2007.  She said that the offices of the Pool are located in Roanoke, Virginia.  President Teufel stated that he wanted to thank the Commission for stepping up to the plate.  He said that it is a good day for everyone.  

4. IT Position – Ms. Hammond stated that the cut off date for applications for the IT position is August 24, 2007.  The process of interviewing will begin with eight applicants along with the presence of James Romano, our web master, who will be working closely with the IT person.

5. Zoning Variance – Ms. Hammond stated that the City of Martinsburg did not approve the height of the fence that is being designed for the parking lot located on Church Street.  She said that she would be meeting with Alpha Associates to discuss other options.  Ms. Hammond stated that the City of Martinsburg is treating that area as a frontage and there could be a limit of four feet; the County is viewing this as side and rear.
