The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. Nathanial Wright of the Lily of the Valley Evangel Church followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Gwen Campbell.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for changes or additions, Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve today’s agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.



The purchase order log for the week of August 27, 2007 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 3 in the amount of $815.48 to EMED Co., Inc. for signs.  Jay Russell, Facilities Supervisor, stated that it was for the Sheriff’s Department.  He said that the signs are for the Judicial Center to reserve parking spaces for cruisers.



Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 7 in the amount of $379.80 to Bob’s Tire Service.  He said that according to the printout it was for a civilian vehicle that ran over spike strips during a pursuit of a suspect.  Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office stated that the Sheriff’s Office was in pursuit of a suspect when a civilian failed to miss the spike strips thus puncturing their tires.

President Teufel stated that there were a few duplications on today’s listing.

Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Gooden, when the County gets the new IT Director on board, if there would be a way to do the exonerations that would be less labor intensive.  He said that all of this information should be easily screened.  Mr. Gooden stated the his office checks for duplications each day but he wanted to assure the Commission that the system will not process duplications; an exoneration, on the same ticket and in the same amount, can only be entered into the system one time.  Commissioner Stubblefield suggested that when the County hires the new IT Director perhaps you can get him to look at it.  

Commissioner Collins stated that there were exonerations on today’s listing for Wade Dubose; was he signed up for Homestead Exemption and is that why we are going back five years; did we miss it.  Mr. Gooden stated that the Homestead Exemption for Mr. Dubose was missed.  Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Gooden is we credited those years that were missed.  Mr. Gooden responded by saying yes.

  Commissioner Stubblefield requested that Mr. Gooden provide the Commissioners with a list of the names that were duplicated on prior listings so the appropriate action can be taken by the Commission. Board and Commission Meeting Reports

Commissioner Stubblefield attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Water District and reported that they had a hearing yesterday on a rate change and the staff and the Public Service Commission are in accord.  

Commissioner Stubblefield attended a GIS meeting and they had a session for Elected Officials and there were representatives there from Jefferson County.  911 had a speaker as well.  He said that there is no question in his mind that Berkeley County will utilize the GIS.  The speakers were either directly from Berkeley County or working closely with Berkeley County.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there is going to be a conference on Practical Guidance on Land Use Law on September 17, 2007.  Some of the local attorneys will be speaking and it will be held at the local Holiday Inn from 9:00 a.m. until 4:30 p.m.  He said that representatives from the Planning Commission will also be attending.  

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Berkeley County Farmland Protection Board will be meeting tonight and on the agenda they will be discussing the Boydville property.  He said that they would like to do an RFP first before placing the property on the auction listing with those properties up for auction by the County Commission.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Interims will be held in Martinsburg beginning on Sunday, September 9, 2007.  He said that there has been a lot of work being done and Ms. Hammond and her staff have been very busy with preparing for them.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that Mr. Bentley has prepared a number of reports and everyone is making their contributions.  He said that there will be a reception held on Sunday at the Shenandoah Hotel for all of the legislators.

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Landmarks Commission and Berkeley County has a paupers’ cemetery.  He said that he thought the location was just behind Norborne Cemetery.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Landmarks Commission has requested signage for the paupers’ cemetery.  Commissioner Collins stated that they took action to look into the cost of the signage and he made a suggestion, during the Landmarks Commission meeting, to not spend very much money on the sign since the cemetery is in a highly vandalized area of town.  He said that he suggested that they erect a “standard” sign and if the sign is not damaged by vandals over a period of time then they could look into replacing it with a better sign.

President Teufel stated that he discussed the crosswalk on South Street with City Manager Mark Baldwin and he reported that they are going to look into the issue.

President Teufel stated that he attended a MADD meeting last Saturday and he said that he was surprised that 600 people were taken off of the roads for drunk driving.  He said that it made a big impact on him.  President Teufel stated that the meeting was attended by the West Virginia State Police, the Martinsburg City Police, Jefferson County Sheriff’s Office and the Berkeley County Sheriff’s Office.

President Teufel stated that he took part in the groundbreaking for the new Hedgesville Fire Station.  He said that the event was well attended and they had beautiful weather.  President Teufel stated that area delegates were also in attendance.

Requisition – Water Treatment – Discussion/Action



Status Report – Drop Box – BCJC – Discussion/Action

Facilities Supervisor Jay Russell came before the County Commission to present the following issues for the Commissioners’ discussion and/or action: 

1.Water Treatment – Mr. Russell stated that the warranty phase of our contract with Chem-aqua will expire at the end of the month.  He said that this is a very important part of the water system of the boiler system at the Judicial Center and will be even more critical with the new chiller unit.  Mr. Russell stated that the cost of the yearly contract is $2,686.60.  Mr. Russell stated that Chem-aqua has only been visiting the facility once every three months and he found out that a lot of rust was getting into the valves.  He said that he spoke with Ray Shipley at Chem-aqua and requested that the technicians visit the site once a month.  Mr. Russell stated that we could save a lot of maintenance if they come in once a month and inspect and add chemicals to the system.  He said that it would cost an additional $600.00 for the monthly inspection.  Following a brief discussion regarding the corrosive strips on the water system that allows analysis to see how much and what mixture is needed to maintain the lowest amount of corrosiveness, the Commission suggested that we stay with the quarterly contract and check the strips; if we find that we need to increase the visits to a monthly basis then we can do so at that time.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to accept the quarterly contract with Chem-aqua.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. Raleigh Street Property – Mr. Russell stated that he met with Matthew Hjermstad regarding the Crawford Building.  He said that he was contacted once again by a gentleman that is willing to raze the County building on Raleigh Street in return for the materials that he could obtain from that building.  Mr. Russell stated that when he talked with Mr. Hjermstad he was told that it was built into the contract that $30,000.00 would be paid to raze that building.  Mr. Russell stated that the County could be able to save that money.  Ms. Hammond stated that the money is not just for the demolition but to also get the property prepped for construction.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would like the gentleman to meet with Mr. Hjermstad so that he can be made aware of what is expected on the demolition.  

3.Temporary Drop Box – Mr. Russell stated that he would like to do a temporary upgrade to the drop box at the Judicial Center.  He said that he understood the Commissioners’ concern with the tight budget that we have this fiscal year but he would like the Commission to take it into consideration.  No further discussion or action was taken on this issue today.

Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities – Susquehanna Bank – Discussion/Action


Steve Aberegg of the Berkeley County Engineering Office came before the County Commission to present an Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities for Susquehanna Bank for approval.  


Mr. Bentley stated that he reviewed the Agreement and found everything in order.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the Agreement as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Draft Telecommuting Policy – Revisions – Discussion/Action 

Human Resources Director Alan Davis came before the County Commission to present a revised draft Telecommuting Policy to the Commissioners for their discussion and/or approval:  Mr. Davis stated that last Thursday the Commission requested revisions be made to the draft Telecommuting Policy to include the following:

1. Only senior level administrative, technical and supervisory classifications would be eligible for telecommuting consideration.

2. Requests to telecommute will only be considered when all of the following have been met:

a. An extreme case exists where an employee cannot physically appear at their assigned work location as evidenced by a physician’s statement.

b. The employee has demonstrated sustained high performance, and when the department head/constitutionally elected official believes that the employee can maintain the expected quality and quantity of work while telecommuting.

c. Telecommuting is appropriate considering the nature of the employee’s job duties and responsibilities. 

d. Telecommuting will not impose an undue hardship or expense on Berkeley County.

3. Telecommuting approval will be granted in two week increments to coincide with the County’s payroll cycle.  The need to continue the telecommuting arrangement will then be reevaluated at the end of every two week cycle and appropriate action taken.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that his big concern is under number II “Eligibility” where i stated “only senior level administrative, technical and supervisory classifications”.  He said that this could be viewed as a benefit.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that if it is a benefit we should not differentiate between supervisors and non-supervisors.  He said that he also believes that the third bullet under that, “Telecommuting is appropriate considering the nature of the employee’s job duties and responsibilities”, can, in effect, cover us in what we are trying to do.  Commissioner Stubblefield suggested that Mr. Davis remove the first bullet “only senior level administrative, technical and supervisory classifications would be eligible for telecommuting consideration”.  Mr. Bentley also stated that the third bullet covers the Commission.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he does not want our employees to feel that the Commission is giving special treatment to our supervisors.  President Teufel stated that his concern about the entire Policy is employees abusing the Policy and request to work at home when in reality they are capable of coming to work.  Mr. Davis stated that there may be some supervisory positions that do not apply while other non-supervisory positions could be covered under the Policy.  He said that he would remove the first bullet from the Policy regarding eligibility.  

Mr. Davis stated that all he is asking for today is the Commissioners’ approval to forward the document to all of the elected officials and department heads for their comments.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve the request made by Mr. Davis to forward the Policy to the elected officials and department heads for comment.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

In House Legal Counsel Norwood Bentley presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Draft Dog Ordinance Revisions – Mr. Bentley stated that when he presented the document last week to the Commission he failed to include the “Waste” portion of the Ordinance.  He said that the draft that the Commission is receiving today is complete and includes the comments received at the public hearing and the Waste portion of the document.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that under “4” all of the words are running together.  Mr. Bentley stated that he was not sure what kind of snafu took place.  He said that it would be corrected.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the Berkeley County Dog Ordinance as presented by Counsel.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

2. Draft Policy-Concession Stand Requests – Mr. Bentley stated that the next draft policy was for the concession stand requests.  He briefly went over the Policy pointing out the vendor understand and agree that it is a privilege to offer food and drink to the public on County property and it is a non-exclusive privilege and that the vendor agree that the site to be utilized by such vendor shall be mutually decided upon by the vendor and the County.  An application was also provided to the Commissioners that would have to be completed by the food vendor.  The County property in question is located at the corner of Raleigh and South Streets.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he felt the documents looked very good.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the Concession Stand Policy.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Correspondence – FY 2008 – Hazard Mitigation Funding NOI – Discussion/Action


County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Correspondence-FY 2008-Hazard Mitigation Funding – Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission has used hazard mitigation funding in the past to purchase properties at Sportsman’s Paradise.  She said that the correspondence included a Notice of Intent (NOI).  Ms. Hammond stated that this is another round of funding that will come in two phases; the first phase involves the applicant completing the Notice of Intent form and the second phase will involve a Project Officer from the State of West Virginia Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management contacting the Commission and providing the materials to complete the basic application package.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to apply for the funding.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. Dunn Building Proposals – Ms. Hammond stated that she met yesterday with Engineering regarding possible designs for the fencing for the parking lot on Church Street.  She said that they will be pricing aluminum and iron fencing with seven feet parameters, four feet in height.  They are recommending black in color and a chain-link construction.  Ms. Hammond stated that they will also look at something with a sharp top to discourage anyone from climbing the fence.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that Alpha Associates recommended six feet in height and the City of Martinsburg Zoning Appeal Board denied the Commission’s request for eight feet.  He asked, since it was denied if we would have to revert to a four feet high fence.  Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission could request a variance of six feet but by the time that request is considered by the Zoning Appeal Board we may be into the winter months.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he didn’t feel that four feet would justify the purpose of the fence.  He said that six feet would be better.  Following a brief discussion with Mr. Bentley and Ms. Hammond regarding height variances, Mr. Bentley stated that he would do some further research and get back with the Commission next week.
