President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for changes or deletions, Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve today’s agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Correspondence – Department of Highways – Discussion/Action

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that this is the third of three letters that are being sent to the Department of Highways regarding the Tabler Station Business Park.  He said that we are concentrating on the Connector Road not the Access Road.  President Teufel stated that he is very supportive of the letter. 

Commissioner Collins then made a motion to forward the letter to Paul Mattox, Commissioner of Highways, of the West Virginia Department of Transportation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Crawford Building Bid Award Recommendation – Discussion/Action

Commissioner Collins stated that the bids that came in for the Crawford Building Project were over the projected amount.  He said that the Courthouse Facilities Grant application has been forwarded to the State for the initial work on the building which will consist of roof replacement.  Commissioner Collins stated that the bid package for the Crawford Building Project also included the demolition of the Raleigh Street house located at 406 South Raleigh Street.  He said that we would like Jay Russell, Facilities Supervisor, to pursue with the gentleman that offered to demolish the house for materials and without cost to the Commission for the demolition.  Commissioner Collins stated that this will save the County $30,000.00.

Commissioner Collins stated that we will be moving up to the completion of the Dunn Building with the new chiller system and by spring we will be putting out the specifications for the roof system.  Commissioner Collins stated that he would recommend that the Commission take the funds from the sale of the County property to do these projects.

Commissioner Collins made a motion to reject all three bids regarding the Crawford Building Project because the all the bids exceeded the estimated amount.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Stubblefield requested that all three bidders be notified today regarding the action taken by the Commission.

Commissioner Collins then made a motion to have Mr. Russell procure the demolition of the Raleigh Street house.  Commissioner Stubblefield questioned if the County should have a written agreement on the demolition.  Mr. Bentley stated that he would put something together.  He then seconded Commissioner Collins’ motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the resolution.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Jay Russell, Facilities Supervisor

Requisition Request – Audio/Video Intercom System – Magistrate Court – Discussion/Action


Jay Russell, Facilities Supervisor, came before the County Commission with a requisition for an audio/video intercom system for Magistrate Court.  Mr. Russell stated that he spoke with Judge Wilkes about the system and when the building was renovated an audio system was installed on the fourth floor.  He said that the Judge didn’t like it because he couldn’t see who was at the door.  Mr. Russell stated that the Judge had software installed that worked just fine but it is slowing down the system.  The system that is being requested will be installed in the Magistrate Court and in Judge Groh’s office.  Mr. Russell stated that he received three bids on the system and the lowest bid was in the amount of $3,525.00.


President Teufel stated that there are no “outside of the budget” funds available at this time.  He suggested that the Commission ask the Supreme Court for help with the expenses.  President Teufel stated that he would like to hold off on any action until the Supreme Court can be notified.  He asked that the issue be placed on the Commission agenda in two weeks.  The Commissioners will be taking a field trip through the Judicial Center in three weeks.

Mick Staton, Capitol Link



Presentation on Government Grant Writing Service – Discussion/Action

Mick Staton of Capitol Link came before the County Commission to discuss the services that Capitol Link provides.  He said that Capitol Link offers full service grant writing including identifying grants for which the County may be interested in applying; completing all filing and registration requirements; in conjunction with the County’s staff, preparing draft and final copies of the grant; submitting the grant to the agency on time; and organizing Congressional support for your application.  He said that they have been successful in helping their clients secure millions of dollars in grant awards.

Mr. Staton stated that the new Federal fiscal year will begin on October 1st and the agencies will soon begin publishing their programs for fiscal year 2008.  He said that now is the time to prepare for the coming announcements by exploring the grant writing services of his firm.  

Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Staton if his firm charges on a straight fee or if they work on commission.  Mr. Staton stated that they have a variety of methods for the fee schedule.  He said that his firm can not be paid with monies gotten from a grant.  Mr. Staton stated that his firm is very flexible and for a county the size of Berkeley County it would cost about $50,000.00 per year.

President Teufel stated that this is a golden opportunity to get grant monies and another avenue to look into.

Mediation Settlement Recommendation and Request for Approval - Discussion/Action


Norwood Bentley, III, In House Legal Counsel for Berkeley County, stated that last week he presented the issue of the legal suit between Berkeley County and Daniel Lyons.  He said that at that time, since the issue was not on the agenda, he requested that the Commission discuss the issue this week.  Mr. Bentley stated that he would recommend the Commission to settle with a check in the amount of $4,000.00 to Mr. Lyons and to set up with the Attorney General’s Office approval for discrimination training.  He said that there was no finding of liability in this case and he recommended that the Commission approve the settlement and to authorize him to sign on behalf of the Commission until the paperwork is presented to the Commissioners.


Commissioner Stubblefield agreed with Mr. Bentley that the Commission should go ahead and settle the case.  He said that it is a lot cheaper that if we try to fight it any longer in the courts.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there is no claim of liability on the County and he said that he felt the conditions were very reasonable.  Commissioner Collins agreed.  He said that it could have been a lot more costly.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to accept Mr. Bentley’s proposal.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Inspection and Maintenance Agreement of Private Stormwater Management Facilities – Hedgesville Volunteer Fire Company, Northwinds Subdivision – Discussion/Action


Steve Aberegg of the Berkeley County Engineering Office presented two Inspection and Maintenance Agreements of Private Stormwater Management Facilities to the Commissioners for their approval.  


Mr. Bentley stated that he reviewed both Agreements and found them to be in order.  He recommended approval.

Alan Davis, Human Resources Director

Hiring Recommendations and Changes in Status Actions – Discussion/Action


Human Resources Director Alan Davis came before the County Commission to present the following issues to the Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Resignation – A letter of resignation was received from part time Animal Control Officer Terry Orndorff effective September 30, 2007.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that this is the second resignation of an Animal Control Officer during the last few weeks.  He asked Mr. Davis if Animal Control is currently understaffed.  Mr. Davis stated that they are having some staffing issues at this time.  He said that he would be running an employment ad this week.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Orndorff.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. Assessor’s Office Job Assignment – Mr. Davis stated that a memorandum was received from the Assessor’s Office and was placed in the Commissioners’ packet for informational purposes.  He stated that the memorandum was forwarded to the Finance Office on September 13, 2007 informing them of a job assignment effective September 15, 2007 with a yearly salary of $28,330.00.  This position is paid out of the Assessor’s Valuation Fund and the employee being placed in the new position will experience an increase of $4,399.00.  Mr. Davis stated that with the $1,200.00 increase that the employee received on July 1, 2007 the total increase is $5,599.00 or 24.6%.  President Teufel stated that the question that he has is “was the position advertised”.  Mr. Davis responded by saying no.  He said that it appears to be a brand new position and is classified as a Deputy Appraiser.  Commissioner Collins asked Mr. Davis if the Assessor asked for his assistance for a market survey.  Mr. Davis responded by saying no.  Mr. Davis stated that the entry level for an Appraiser is $28,300.00.  He said that another issue is the Account 407 employees are being paid under the Commission’s Federal ID number.  Commissioner Collins stated that that puts us on the hot seat.  Mr. Bentley stated that we should clarify with the Assessor if this is a new position or if the employee is an Appraiser and then look at requiring the Valuation Fund to have its own Federal ID number.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that by the Commission working with the legislature we have been successful in avoiding issues that other counties in the State have been dealing with.  He said that he feels this issue before us today may create havoc within the county offices.  President Teufel stated that his concern is the fact that the position was not advertised.  He said that he would meet with the Assessor on these two issues.

Sheriff W. Randy Smith



Report on School Based Deputy Assignment – Discussion/Action

Sheriff W. Randy Smith came before the Commissioners to provide them with a report on the school based deputy assignment.  He stated that thus far the program is doing well.  Sheriff Smith stated that policies have been written.  He said that each officer was sent to a training class with the Prosecuting Attorney.  Sheriff Smith stated that they will probably rotate the officers each semester and then, eventually, change to all new officers.

Commissioner Stubblefield asked the Sheriff what the officers do all day, for example, do they go in the classrooms or spend their time in the halls, restrooms and common areas?  Sheriff Smith stated that the officers are there for security.  He said that the schools have to be protected like an armed camp.  Sheriff Smith stated that they patrol the parking lots, hallways, etc.  

Sheriff Smith stated that he thinks this is a good idea but it will be an expensive program.  He said that the officers have already identified some people that we have problems with outside of school.

Sheriff Smith stated that there seems to be a misunderstanding regarding the equipping of the new cruisers.  Mr. Bentley stated that the funding for the equipment was built into the contract with the Board of Education in the amount of $10,000.00.  Commissioner Collins stated that payment from the Board of Education is on a monthly basis.  President Teufel stated that if the expense for equipping the cruisers is taken from the Sheriff’s Equipment Line then that expense can be reimbursed to that Line when the monies come in.  Sheriff Smith stated that it would save a lot of time and transfers if the expense can be drawn from the General County Fund.  President Teufel stated that he would like to discuss the issue with County Administrator Deborah Hammond upon her return from vacation.  

Sheriff Smith stated that two deputies need to be hired to replace the two deputies assigned to the schools.  He said that he had one applicant that was passed over by mistake so he went to work for another police agency.  Sheriff Smith stated that the applicant is already certified and it would save the County a lot of money if we hire him since he wants to come to work for us.  President Teufel told Sheriff Smith to go ahead and hire the applicant.

Sheriff Smith then asked about the used cars that he requested some time back.  Commissioner Collins informed Sheriff Smith that he already has the approval to go ahead and buy the cars.  Sheriff Smith stated that the cars have between 72,000 and 78,000 miles on them.  He said that one of the cruisers currently at Law Enforcement was wrecked about three weeks ago.  He said that he sent down a copy of the accident report but he has not heard anything more about the claim.  Ms. Swartwood stated that claims can be submitted on line.

Gary Wine, In House IT Professional



Request for Maintenance Renewal

Gary Wine came before the County Commission regarding a maintenance renewal on the St. Bernard Internet Filter while under Administrative Issues.  He said that the device is three years old and the maintenance contract expires in October.  Mr. Wine stated that the company is offering an attractive price to renew at this time.

Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Wine if there was any chance that we would change to another protective device.  Mr. Wine responded by saying no.  He stated that the maintenance contract is for another forty-eight months and there is no reason that the device can’t be maintained another forty-eight months.  The cost of the renewal is $7,895.00.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the request of Mr. Wine to renew the contract for the St. Bernard Internet Filter.
