Commissioner Ronald K. Collins was on vacation and unable to attend today’s meeting.

The Morning Prayer was led by Rev. Al Clipp of the Calvary United Methodist Church followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Gwen Campbell.

Consent Agenda – Approval of Agenda and Purchase Order Log – Discussion/Action



President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Hearing no requests for additions or changes, Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve today’s agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.



The purchase order log for the week of October 8, 2007 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 4 to Gannett Fleming in the amount of $7,337.96.  He asked Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office to meet with the Planning Office to sort out the invoice.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the County’s Comprehensive Plan was completed several years ago and the invoice from Gannet Fleming is listing the Comprehensive Plan as part of the charges.  He said that he will not approve payment on this purchase order until an explanation is received.



Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 8 to Manpower.  He asked Ms. Hammond if she would do a cost comparison to see if it would be to the Commission’s advantage to hire a full time employee rather than to keep paying Manpower for their services in the Commission Office.



President Teufel questioned a purchase order on page 3 to Miller Electric in the amount of $3,653.18.  He asked Ms. Campbell if she could explain what services were performed for the expense that is being charged by Miller Electric.  Ms. Campbell stated that the air conditioner went out at 110 West King Street and they had to replace the compressor.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he raised the subject before whether or not repairs such as this one should be bid out.  Ms. Hammond stated that the County could do a blanket bid for HVAC if it is the Commission’s wish.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that Miller Electric does excellent work but he said that he wants to make sure the County is operating legally.  President Teufel stated that this shows another reason why we need to get the chiller system installed.



President Teufel questioned a purchase order on page 18 to Software Systems in the amount of $34,151.55.  He stated that he would like to have a breakdown of all of the charges on that invoice.  Ms. Hammond stated that the breakdown of the charges is found on page 19.  She said that the computers in the Tax Office are an ongoing problem.  President Teufel asked if the problem started prior to the County hiring an IT Professional.  Ms. Hammond responded by saying “correct”.  She said that they had to do one adjustment at a time to find the source of the problem.  Ms. Hammond stated that she is hopeful that the problem has been permanently resolved.  



President Teufel questioned a purchase order on page 12 to Public Employees, Ins. in the amount of $574.56 for Ray Strine.  He asked why this charge was listed separately.  Marsha Kelley, Director of Finance and Purchasing, stated that that charge has always been separate and the County is billing Mr. Strine separately.  Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission would like to see a copy of the invoice.



A supplemental log was also presented to the Commission for approval today.



Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the purchase order log with the exception of the purchase order for Gannett Fleming and the purchase order for Public Employees, Ins. regarding Ray Strine.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.



Commissioner Stubblefield asked if he could be provided a historical report on the revenue percentage each quarter for the property and real taxes.  He said that he is seeing a trend and we will be down in revenues in two or three areas.  Ms. Hammond stated that all of the disbursements have not been received.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that some are below and some are above and he would like Ms. Hammond to provide a report on where the County stands financially.  President Teufel stated that it would allow the Commission to get things taken care of now instead of later.



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he would be out of town next week and would not be attending the Commission meeting on Thursday.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports 



Commissioner Stubblefield attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Public Service Water District and reported that they were selected as the Water District of the year by the Rural Water District Association.  He said that it is very impressive to receive this honor.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Berkeley County Public Service Water District is the largest Water District in the State of West Virginia.  President Teufel suggested that the Commission forward a letter.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he thought that was a great idea.



Commissioner Stubblefield attended a meeting of Air Quality on Wednesday and reported that Berkeley County only had one (1) ozone alert day this year.  He said that prior to putting in the program there were ozone alerts several times each year.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the program is working extremely well.  He said that the EPA Standards will change next year.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that we are expected to stay in attainment but probably at a lesser margin.



Commissioner Stubblefield attended an executive session of Region 9 on Wednesday and reported that there was nothing noteworthy to report.



President Teufel stated that the auction for the County’s surplus buildings is scheduled on November 3, 2007.  Ads have and will appear in the Journal and the Buyers’ Guide.



President Teufel stated that the Commission received a packet from Mick Statton containing the information about his firm and the benefits of having them do the grant writing for the County.  President Teufel stated that he would like to read through the information and maybe later in the year look into what they have to offer.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he feels the County would be best served by have an In-House Grant Writer.  He said that if we go with this firm the County will still have to do a lot of leg work and he doesn’t feel the staff should have additional work placed on them than they are responsible for at this time.  



President Teufel stated that the Home Consortium has funding available now and the program was approved.  He said that they are looking at having an open forum in the near future.



Commissioner Stubblefield stated that Region 9 discussed the upcoming Census.  He said that it will be an opportunity for individuals to work part time.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that interested parties can earn between $11.00 and $15.00 per hour.  He said that he would like the information placed on the County’s webpage and he asked the media to place the information in the newspaper.

Dedication Event – Judicial Center Rain Garden – Discussion/Action

Alana Hartman of the WV Department of Environmental Protection came before the County Commission regarding the dedication of the Judicial Center Rain Garden.  Ms. Hartman stated that she came before the Commissioners two months ago to expand the Rain Garden and she said that the project is coming along.

Ms. Hartman stated that they have scheduled a dedication event regarding the Rain Garden on Friday, November 2, 2007 at 1:00 p.m.  She said that she would like to reserve some parking spaces for the event.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked if she would be putting together an agenda.  Ms. Hartman stated that she will be creating an agenda and they would like a member of the County Commission to speak.  She said that there will also be a question and answer session with master gardeners.  President Teufel stated that he would be more than happy to speak at the dedication.

Ms. Hartman asked if the County had a tent that could be used at the dedication.  Ms. Hammond stated that the County does not own a tent.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he has a couple of “craft type” tents that he would bring in from home.

Ms. Hartman stated that Sherry Wilkins, also from the WV Department of Environmental Protection, would be contacting the Commission to select a location at the Judicial Center.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the WV Department of Environmental Protection is doing a very nice job cleaning up the Opequon Creek.

Don Wood, Berkeley County Historic Landmarks Commission

Morgan Cabin Community Participation Program Grant – Approval of Information Sheet – Discussion/Action

Grant Application – Ongoing Historical Survey Work – Discussion/Action


Don Wood and Todd Funkhouser of the Berkeley County Historic Landmarks Commission came before the County Commission with the following issues:

1. Grant Funding – Mr. Wood stated that the Landmarks Commission would like to submit a grant application for survey work in the southern portion of the County.  He said that it is a $10,000.00 matching grant and the Landmarks Commission will have to put up 20%.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Wood if the Landmarks Commission had the funds in their budget for the match.  Mr. Wood responded by saying no.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Wood what type of survey needed to be done.  Mr. Wood stated that it would be in the south end of the County and they would survey the buildings.  He said that they do not have to go inside of any of the buildings.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Wood to check with the Planning Commission.  He said that Matthew Mullenax is heading the GIS Department and they have a wonderful aerial map of the area.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that it may not work for the survey but it would be worth the try.  Arrangements will be made for Mr. Wood to meet with Mr. Mullenax. 

2. Historical Society – Mr. Wood stated that the Historical Society is looking into purchasing the building next to them on Spring Street.  He said that the roof has collapsed and the building is in need of repair but they would like to make it a fireproof building.  Mr. Wood stated that they also have a parking problem in that area and they need additional space.

3. Morgan Cabin – Todd Funkhouser approached the bench and stated that this is his first year as Chair of the Morgan Cabin.  He said that he has been a participant for about seven years.  Mr. Funkhouser stated that they maintain the Cabin with the money they raise and they have to depend on grants.  He said that this year they have had more attendance and more events at the Cabin than in the past.  Mr. Funkhouser stated that the grant they are seeking is in the amount of $12,000.00 and the funds would be used to improve their water supply, the production and installation of signage, the replacement of existing fencing, the purchase of picnic tables and the purchase of 20-30 name plates.  He said that the grant would require some matching funds but his group has started fund raisers to acquire the necessary match.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he was looking over their budget and you may have too much information; most funding sources don’t like to fund when some of the work is “clean-up” or maintenance.  A resolution was included in today’s packet along with the grant paperwork.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the resolution and to authorize the President to sign the paperwork that will be forwarded to Charleston.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he would like to applaud the presentation and documents presented today by the Landmarks Commission.

Citizen’s Complaint – Apple Knolls Subdivision – Discussion/Action

Randy Kearns came before the County Commission with a complaint regarding his home located in Apple Knolls Subdivision.  Mr. Kearns stated that before he took possession of the house there were problems with the foundation.  He said that Inspector John Dick with the Berkeley County Engineering Office came out and it was learned that the house was inspected under a different set of plans; the plans were shifted around and documentations were made regarding this.  Mr. Kearns stated that the upper windows are sinking because there were no headers placed above the windows.  He said that now his house has failed the energy compliance rating.  Mr. Kearns stated that another problem that he has with the property is the improper grading.  He said that only 50% of the grading was finished.  Mr. Kearns stated that Steve Aberegg of the Engineering Office came out and they discussed the stormwater remediation that is to be corrected.  Mr. Aberegg was present at today’s meeting and approached the bench.  He stated that the property passed the grading inspection at the time but some settling may have occurred since the inspection.

Mr. Bentley asked Mr. Kearns who he had talked with about the problems.  Mr. Kearns stated that he has spoken to everyone except the builder John Petry.  Mr. Bentley stated that the ultimate responsibility for the deficiencies in the house is the builder and the developer is responsible for the stormwater management.  At this point no one knows if the builder is bankrupt or not.  Mr. Kearns stated that Mr. Petry still has an office.  Mr. Bentley stated that that is where Mr. Kearns needs to go.

William Teach, County Engineer, approached the bench and stated that he was only aware of the grading on Mr. Kearns’ property.  He said that the Inspector that performed the inspection on Mr. Kearns’ home is no longer employed by the County.  Mr. Teach stated that he is not sure of the extent of the problem and that he would have to look into the issue.  Mr. Bentley asked Mr. Teach if there is a copy of the documentations made my Mr. Dick.  Mr. Teach stated that that information should be in the file.  Mr. Kearns then provided Mr. Teach with a copy of the letter written by Mr. Dick.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked if the house was approved by the Inspector.  He then asked if the County had any recourse.  Mr. Teach stated that 99% of the time, the contractor corrects any problems that the Inspector finds but this contactor no longer has a viable company.  He said that the contractor can be contacted and asked to go back out to Mr. Kearns’ house.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Teach if he would do that for Mr. Kearns and perhaps put some pressure on the builder to correct.  Commissioner Stubblefield informed Mr. Kearns that if the builder does not correct the problems his other recourse would be to take the issue through the court system.  President Teufel asked if the bond was still in place.  Mr. Teach stated that the bond was signed off on October 14, 2005.  

Mr. Kearns stated that he is also concerned that a portion of the lot was never graded.  Mr. Teach stated that that would not be something that his department would have looked at, at that time.  Ms. Hammond asked Mr. Kearns if he had that listed on his punch list.  Mr. Kearns responded by saying yes.  

President Teufel asked Mr. Teach to spend some time with Mr. Kearns to try to resolve some of the problems.  Stefanie Allemong, County Planner, stated that her office is working on the stormwater issues and the bond on that is being held in place until everything is corrected.

Alan Davis, HR Director



Salary Adjustment Inquiry – Discussion/Action

Human Resources Director Alan Davis came before the County Commission regarding a salary adjustment inquiry.  Mr. Davis stated that on September 20, 2007 the Commission approved the recommendation for the promotion of several deputies retroactive to June 13, 2007.  He said that those promotions were held up by the Civil Service Commission due to some issues they had.  Mr. Davis stated that, on Thursday, October 4, 2007, Marsha Kelley, Director of Finance and Purchasing, met with Mr. Bentley, Ms. Hammond and himself and she said that she had been contacted by three deputies saying that they felt they were entitled to more than they received.  Mr. Davis stated that the three deputies that were promoted, Johnson, McGowen and Gardner, received a $1,726.00 increase making their total increase $8,223.00 for the new fiscal year but they are requesting to be moved to midpoint, and if that is approved, their total increase would be $10,577.00.  He stated that we feel that the methodology is correct but these three employees disagree.

President Teufel stated that the Commission approved increases based on being in the system for a certain amount of time.  Mr. Davis agreed.  President Teufel stated that he felt the increases for the promotion of the deputies were fair.

Sheriff W. Randy Smith was present today and stated that the deputies said they were excluded from their July increase.  President Teufel stated that they received a $6,497.00 raise and he said that he felt that their raises were correct.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Davis to explain the raises to each of the three deputies.

County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the following issues to the County Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Hiring Recommendation – A memorandum was received from Sheriff W. Randy Smith requesting approval to hire Kevin Grant Huffman as a Deputy Sheriff effective October 15, 2007.  If approved, Mr. Huffman will earn a yearly salary of $30,548.00 per year.  Ms. Hammond stated that this position is one of the school officer positions.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Ms. Hammond if Mr. Huffman had met all of the requirements.  Ms. Hammond stated that Mr. Huffman still has to have a physical.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to approve the Sheriff’s recommendation to hire Kevin Huffman.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

2. Dunn Building A/E Services Agreement-Roofing and HVAC Modifications – Ms. Hammond stated that the Commission, on the purchase order log, had an issue related to the Dunn Building roof work and the HVAC.  She said that the Commission has in their packet, at the request of Commissioner Collins, to do that very thing so work can continue.  Ms. Hammond stated that the chiller system that was a component of the Crawford Building project has already been designed and will be paid for by the proceeds of the bond.  President Teufel stated that he couldn’t see having the County continue to be nickel and dimed so he would be in favor of the Agreement.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to approve the A/E Services Agreement for the roofing and the HVAC modifications.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

3. Proposed Berkeley County Commission Retreat – Ms. Hammond stated that the proposed Berkeley County Commission Retreat will be held on October 30, 2007.  She said that she forwarded an e-mail with a tentative agenda.  Ms. Hammond stated that she is also trying to schedule the afternoon for the training scheduled by the State Government.  She said that the Retreat will be held at the Woods Resort and they will not be charging the County for the space.  Ms. Hammond stated that each individual who will be attending will be responsible for his or her lunch expense.  She said that the first few hours of the Retreat will be devoted to the County Commissioners, Administrator and Legal Counsel while the other participants will be invited in following that session.

4. Resolution Endorsing Legislative Digest Grant Contract-Rooney Park Project – A resolution was included in today’s packet for Commission approval as it related to the Legislative Digest Grant Contract for the Rooney Park project.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked if the grant had a match.  Ms. Hammond stated that Steve Catlett, Executive Director of Parks and Recreation, stated that they would be using in-kind services.  Mr. Bentley stated that the resolution states that this is a Governor’s Participation grant when in reality it is a Community Partnership grant.  Ms. Hammond stated that the correction will be made to the resolution.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the resolution for the Rooney Park project and to authorize the President to sign the paperwork.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved.

5. Water Project Proposal – Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he is in favor of this proposal.  He said that Robert Denton, Jr., CPG, LRS of Potomac Environmental Services is willing to offer his services for the development of water resource and well development standards and the Planning Commission has the monies within their budget for this.  President Teufel stated that he had no problem with the proposal.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that this would add to the Subdivision Regulations.  He then made a motion to award the contract with Potomac Environmental Services for the water study.  The motion was seconded by President Teufel and approved. 

6. Chamber of Commerce Community Image Book Article – Ms. Hammond stated that photos of the historic Courthouse and the Judicial Center will be provided for the article.  She said that the Chamber of Commerce has requested that the information and photos be provided to them by October 15, 2007.

7. Development Authority Meeting – Ms. Hammond reported that she attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Development Authority yesterday and stated that they are moving to close on the 84 Lumber site.  Ms. Hammond stated that the water and sewer upgrades are moving along and the ad for the Industrial Access Road will run this week. 

8. Judicial Center Award – Ms. Hammond stated that the Judicial Center won an award from the Cumberland Valley Chapter of Associated Builders and Contractors as a result of Brechbill & Helman’s submission.  She said that the Commission has been invited to a banquet on October 25, 2007 at Fountain Head in Hagerstown, Maryland.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that someone should prepare a press release.

Items from the Public

Sheriff W. Randy Smith came before the County Commission under “Items from the Public”.  Sheriff Smith stated that he tried to get here to bring up this issue when the items regarding the Judicial Center were discussed at 11:15 a.m. today.  He said that some type of declaration needs to be done regarding the Judicial Center.  Sheriff Smith stated that $17,600.00 has been spent for coverage because the drop box had not been installed.  President Teufel stated that he would like to sign off on that as well.  He said that we are moving ahead on the ID cards and they all should be done by next Friday.  President Teufel stated that we want to make sure that when cards are swiped individuals will only have access where permitted in the building.

Sheriff Smith stated that a few weeks ago he came before the Commission regarding an updated 10 page accident report.  He said that this will definitely increase overtime in his office.  Sheriff Smith stated that the State was to provide computers to do this but now he said that he heard that they will not be providing the computers.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked the Sheriff if he had challenged that.  President Teufel stated that he felt that the Commission should bring up this issue during the Regional Conference.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that if the Sheriff will write a letter the Commission would be happy to sign it for him.  Sheriff Smith stated that within 16 months they will have to get vests that are approved by the West Virginia Department of Highways.  He said that this will cost about $6,000.00.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there are only 5 people on the Home Confinement Program.  He said that the Commission needs to sit down with the Magistrates and the Prosecuting Attorney and remind them about this program.  President Teufel suggested that the Commission schedule a meeting in the Judicial Center and extend an invitation to the judges.
