The Morning Prayer was led by Captain Melvin Welch of the Salvation Army followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Marsha Kelley.

President Teufel read the agenda aloud.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that Clarence Martin, III, scheduled at 10:00 a.m. this morning regarding the Roundhouse and Trolley, is out of town and unable to attend today’s meeting.  He requested that the issue be rescheduled next week.  President Teufel requested that the remaining issues on today’s agenda be moved up to fill the vacant spot.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to approve the agenda with the aforementioned change along with the 2008 Legal Holidays Schedule and the Cancelled Check Order (the Cancelled Check Order will cancel check #0004460 in the amount of $4,000.00 to the WV State Election Commission).  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Purchase Order Log

The purchase order log for the week of November 5, 2007 was presented to the Commissioners for their approval.  Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 1 to Printing Impressions in the amount of $246.00 for business cards.  He suggested that Gary Wine, IT Director, be contacted to see if we can duplicate the County seal and produce our own business cards.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that if we can produce our own business cards it would save the County a lot of money.

Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 8 to Xerox in the amount of $1,870.65.  He asked if the expenses were for service warranties.  Gwen Campbell of the Finance Office stated that the costs were for lease payments on various copiers.

Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 12 to Verizon Select Service, Inc. in the amount of $210.00.  He asked if the expense was for a North Star package.  Ms. Hammond stated that the charge is for the BCM regarding the phone service.  She said that the BCM is to the phone service like the AS400 main frame is to our computer network.  

Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 13 to the City of Martinsburg in the amount of $100.27.  Ms. Campbell stated that the expenses are for the usage of water.

Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 15 to Verizon in the amount of $8,780.14.  He said that the list reflected two very large amounts.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked Ms. Campbell if she could explain what those amounts represented.  Ms. Kelley spoke up and stated that she would have to pull the invoice to get that information.  

Commissioner Stubblefield questioned a purchase order on page 16 to Specprint in the amount of $330.00 for a WV map.  Ms Kelley stated that the County Clerk uses that map, as well as the Planning Office, for various services.  Ms. Hammond stated that it is a hard copy of what we will have on the new GIS system.

Commissioner Collins questioned a purchase order on page 13 to Tammy Burcham in the amount of $119.70.  He stated that he has seen this expense often and if Ms. Burcham is contracted versus being a paid employee, she will have to fall under at least 10 Federals rulings.  Commissioner Collins stated that if she does not fall under those requirements then the County can be charged with a fine.  He said that the issue needs to be investigated and this type of contracting may have to be stopped.  Mr. Bentley stated that Ms. Burcham works across town and she may be doing work for the Circuit Clerk.  Ms. Kelley stated that she will ask for contracts.

Ms. Hammond stated that there is a purchase order in the amount of $500.00 in the supplemental for software support for Steve Allen at OES.  She said that Mr. Allen has requested approval for that purchase order to enable him to have software support.  Ms. Hammond stated that additional information on the issue can be found on page two of the October 25, 2007 minutes found in the Commission packet today.  

President Teufel stated that he would like to have a one-year history on all of our vendors.  He said that he has a copy of the financial report with breakdowns and he is starting to see the things we need to be informed of regarding the County’s financial status.  

Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the purchase order log as presented, the supplemental, and the Verizon purchase order with additional information being provided by the end of the day.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the exonerations on real estate property as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Board and Commission Meeting Reports

Commissioner Stubblefield attended a meeting of Region 9 and the author of Unleashing Capitalism was in attendance.  He stated that the County Commission was given a complimentary copy of the book.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that it was a very good meeting.

Commissioner Stubblefield met with Commissioner Glen Stotler of Morgan County, Commissioners Gregory Corliss and Frances Morgan of Jefferson County and reported that the legislative agenda that was prepared in July has been given to the legislature.  He said that letters will be sent by both Jefferson and Morgan Counties emphasizing the importance of the issues that were listed on the agenda.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that a visit will be paid to the County Commission in the Potomac Highlands to see if they will be interested as well.  He said that a meeting will be scheduled at the Woods Resort with the legislators in January to remind them again of the importance of our issues.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that a meeting is scheduled with the County Commissioners’ Association in Charles Town next Friday.  He said that they will be asked to revisit the issue of library funding.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that we feel the suggestion made by Delegate Duke establishing a cap is important.  He said that we are paying around $700,000.00 a year and it hurts when the budget is limited.  

Commissioner Collins attended a meeting of the Berkeley County Planning Commission on Monday and reported that it was a smooth running meeting.

Commissioner Collins stated that the County will hold their auction on Saturday to sell the surplus buildings in downtown Martinsburg.

Commissioner Collins stated that the new CVS in Inwood made several purchases of land that extend to and behind the South Berkeley Fire Department.  This purchase included the lane that lead to 4 Corners.  President Teufel questioned their stormwater management.  He said that he has concerns since the County required the new Hampton Inn to do 100% of their stormwater management on their lot.  He said that he wants to be sure we remain consistent.  Commissioner Collins stated that with the system that CVS has they will be close to 100% but we need to have the County Engineer check.  Commissioner Collins requested that the County Engineer be placed on next week’s agenda.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Ordinance stated that there is to be no more runoff than before construction was completed.  He said that we need to include in the Ordinance that the County will retain the performance bond for one year to see if the stormwater management works.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Berkeley County Development Authority has processed 16 applications for the position of Executive Director.  He said that they will interview 4 applicants.

Commissioner Stubblefield stated that there is a PEIA meeting scheduled for November 19, 2007.  He said that Human Resources Director Alan Davis will be attending the meeting and he felt that a Commissioner should also attend.  President Teufel stated that he would attend that meeting.

Subdivision Grading Permit – Discussion

Steve Aberegg of the Berkeley County Engineering Office came before the County Commission with a request for consideration on a bond for a grading permit that is expiring next Thursday on Windemere, Phase I Subdivision.  Mr. Bentley asked to pull the bond if the permit is not renewed by November 15, 2007.  

President Teufel asked Mr. Aberegg if the work had been completed.  Mr. Aberegg stated that he never received the information because the work was done through the Highway Department and we don’t know if the work meets our requirements.  Commissioner Collins stated that the Highway Department designed two ponds for stormwater and they are not working correctly plus the exterior grading at the entrance should not have been done at this point.  Mr. Bentley stated that the Commission needs to have the County Engineer do a letter to them with a copy of that letter coming to the Commission.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to pull the bond on Windemere, Phase I Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Dr. Mary Beth Bennett, WV Extension Service Program



Report on Current Activities of the WV Extension Service Program

Dr. Mary Beth Bennett of the West Virginia Extension Service came before the County Commission to present a report on the Extension Service’s current activities.  Dr. Bennett stated that West Virginia University has a new President by the name of Mike Garrison.  She said that Mr. Garrison is the 22nd President of WVU and he took his seat on September 1, 2007.  Dr. Bennett stated that David E. Miller has become the Associate Provost and Director of Extension and Public Service at WVU effective July 1, 2007. 

Dr. Bennett provided the Commissioners with a list of the various programs that the Extension Service is currently involved in.  She said that the Extension Service recently worked on the Rain Garden at the Judicial Center along with the Master Gardeners.  Dr. Bennett stated that the Extension Service would like to expand more in the area schools also.

Commissioner Stubblefield asked Dr. Bennett if she had any statistics on the drought.  Dr. Bennett stated that some farmers and orchardists had bumper crops while others did not do so well.  She said that she is just now getting reports on the drought that happened two years ago.  

President Teufel asked Dr. Bennett about synthetic fuels and bio-diesels.  Dr. Bennett stated that we are considering looking at alternatives but there is nothing on the local level to process.  She said that we had a bumper crop of corn for ethanol but there has been a slowdown because of the cost effectiveness.  Dr. Bennett stated that as the cost of gas increases then ethanol will come back into the picture.

Report on Current Activities of the Berkeley County Development Authority


Robert Crawford of the Berkeley County Development Authority came before the County Commissioners to provide them with a report on the Authority’s current activities.  A packet was distributed to each of the Commissioners that contained a listing of their current activities along with a copy of their latest financial report.


Mr. Crawford stated that they are working with four manufacturers, one regarding offices, two regarding service firms and one factory, while conducting three other activities.  He said that the Authority is currently working with the Berkeley County Emergency Ambulance Authority regarding their proposed new facility.  


Mr. Crawford stated that leads have picked up substantially for commercial aspects.  He said that they are working with the West Virginia Development Office and things are moving well.


Mr. Crawford stated that the paving on the west side of Tabler Station Business Park has been completed and the shoulder work is being done.  He said that two acres were sold to the 167th TFR Federal Credit Union and they have started the site work for that building.


Mr. Crawford stated that the Development Authority received funding from the County Commission, the City of Martinsburg and through Economic Development Grants.  He said that they need to be certified as a Development Community every three years.  


Mr. Crawford stated that they are continuing their work with existing firms and a lot of good things are happening.


Commissioner Stubblefield asked Mr. Crawford if he knew exactly where the Connector Road will be located at Tabler Station Business Park.  Mr. Crawford stated that the most recent information may force us to do a little extrapolating.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the cost is 5.5 million dollars and part of that cost is usually utility disbursement.  He said that they already know were our utilities are.  Mr. Crawford agreed and stated that the Authority is trying to get figures from the Department of Highways but unable to do so.  He said that they were told that the DOH doesn’t have the figures broken out.


Commissioner Stubblefield stated that speaking for the County Commission and Berkeley County we wish to applaud Mr. Crawford and thank him for all of his hard work.

Proposed Grading Permit Fee – Discussion/Action

County Engineer William Teach came before the County Commission regarding a proposed grading permit fee.  He stated that the issue was discussed at the County’s Retreat and if possible make the fee effective January 1, 2008.

Mr. Teach stated that through the end of October, 2007, they have issued 890 residential grading and 60 commercial grading permits this year.  He said that, for ease of assessing a fee, a fixed fee was chosen.  Mr. Teach stated that if a $50.00 fee for residential construction and a $500.00 fee for commercial construction were established it would have generated approximately $74,500.00 thus far this year.  He said that if that is projected to the end of the year it would yield approximately $89,400.00.  

In regard to Stormwater Management,Mr. Teach stated that, hopefully, we will be our own entity on January 1, 2008.  He said that if this happens then the State will be turning over 95% of the fees to Berkeley County but recently he learned that 45% of the fees may to turned over to us.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that the Commission forwarded a letter to the State and also spoke to the Secretary of State regarding the issue.  Mr. Teach stated that the new fees would be amended to the Stormwater Ordinance.  Commissioner Stubblefield asked if we needed to schedule a public hearing.  Mr. Teach stated that it would be a good idea to hold a public hearing.  Following a brief discussion on scheduling Commissioner Collins made a motion to schedule a public hearing on December 6, 2007 to establish a grading permit fee.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Security Cameras and Panic Button Allocation Request – Discussion/Action

Judicial Center Requisition Requests – Discussion/Action


Facilities Supervisor Jay Russell presented the following issues to the Commissioners for their discussion and/or action:

1. Security Cameras and Monitor – Mr. Russell stated that he obtained three quotes on the camera and Monitor for Mary Kackley at the 911 Center.  He said that one firm was much too high and another firm never returned his call.  Mr. Russell stated that RCS forwarded a quote in the amount of $3,400.00 and the cost will come from the 911 fees.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to approve the quote for $3,400.00 from RCS and for the cost to be paid out of the 911 fees.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

2. Carpet Cleaning-Judicial Center – Mr. Russell stated that he found that LeScrub would be most efficient in cleaning the carpets at the Judicial Center and the cost would be less.  Ms. Hammond stated that the carpets have only been down one year and asked if they had considerable staining.  Mr. Russell stated that a lot of angry people are coming in with things on the feet such as tar and mud.  He said that there are areas about every ten feet into the courtrooms.  Ms. Hammond asked if spot cleaning could be considered.  Mr. Russell stated that he would be afraid that it would show the difference but he would consider cleaning the carpets in that way.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that it would not hurt to try the spot cleaning and if it doesn’t work then do the entire carpets.  President Teufel agreed and requested that the Commission hold the requisition and try the spot cleaning.  Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to approve the 17 cents a square foot cost and to try the spot cleaning.  If the spot cleaning fails to work then clean the entire carpets.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.

3. Water Softener – Mr. Russell stated that a lime builds up at the Judicial Center and requested approval to purchase a water softener.  He said that the water softener would also service the Crawford Building.  Mr. Russell stated that he and his crew have tried to clean the nozzles and he also understands the tight budget that the Commission is working with at this time but sooner or later a company will have to be called to come in from time to time to clean out the built-up lime.  President Teufel asked where the funding would come from to pay for the water softener.  Ms. Hammond stated that it could come out of the Courthouse Account.  President Teufel stated that he was not in favor of spending any money right now on a water softener and requested that the issue be addressed in January.

4. Elevator Maintenance – Mr. Russell stated that he had received proposals from Schindler Elevator Service and Kone Elevator/Escalator Service and once the Commission was presented these quotes he said that he went back to them and asked them to sharpen their pencils.  He said that Kone could not cut their quote any further but Schindler called him two or three times and we are within $20.00 of each other; $770.00 per month from Schindler versus $750.00 from Kone.  Mr. Russell stated that Schindler is very good to work with and they have come in on a couple of occasions free of charge.  President Teufel stated that the elevators at the Judicial Center are only a year old and he said that he would like to give ourselves time.  Mr. Russell stated that Elevator 3 and Elevator 4 were down and he said that he had to call Schindler to come in.  President Teufel asked why new elevators are suddenly down.  Mr. Russell stated that it is due to the program electronics.  He said that Schindler showed him how to re-program them and he can correct that type of problem himself.  Commissioner Collins suggested that the Commission wait until we get the billing for the repair to see where we are.  Ms. Hammond stated that all of these types of services, if they are not in the overall budget, get over run.  She said that she agreed to wait and work the cost into next year’s budget.

5. Snow Removal Bid – Mr. Russell stated that he would recommend that the Commission follow the same procedure as last year.  He said that with the changes in the number of lots he would recommend that we have no one come in to clear the parking lots until he places a call to them requesting their services.  Commissioner Stubblefield stated that he liked that idea.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to approve Mr. Russell’s recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

6. Razing of Raleigh Street Building – Mr. Russell stated that the person that was going to tear down the Raleigh Street building is no long interested.  He said that there is a lot of good hardwood in the flooring and it would profit someone who would consider tearing down that building for the material.  Commissioner Collins made a motion to prepare an ad for the Journal for the tearing down of the Raleigh Street building.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.

Meeting Report


County Administrator Deborah Hammond presented the Commission with the following issues for their discussion and/or action:

1. Proposed Agenda-City of Martinsburg/Berkeley County Commission Planned Meeting – Ms. Hammond provided each of the Commissioners a copy of the draft agenda for the planned meeting with the City of Martinsburg for their input.  The meeting is scheduled to take place on November 29, 2007 at 2:00 p.m.

2. Meeting Report – The Commissioners were provided a copy of Ms. Hammond’s meeting report.
