Review of Zoning Ordinance and Transfer Development Rights (TDR)



Ordinance Recommended Changes – Discussion/Action

Matthew Mullenax of the Berkeley County Planning Commission and Matthew Sauers of Gannett-Fleming came before the County Commission to provide a review of the draft Zoning Ordinance and recommended changes to the Transfer Development Rights (TDR) Ordinance.  Mr. Mullenax and Mr. Sauers approached the bench.  Discussions took place regarding the comments received from the Public Hearings that were held on February 7, 2008; one at 10:00 a.m. and one at 6:30 p.m.  Each comment received was thoroughly discussed and recommendations from the staff were presented to the Commissioners.

Following the discussions, Commissioner Stubblefield made a motion to accept the staff’s recommendations on the text amendments to the draft Zoning Ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Stubblefield then made a motion to accept the staff’s recommendation on the map amendments to the draft Zoning Ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Collins and unanimously approved.  Commissioner Collins then made a motion to accept the recommendations to the draft Transfer Development Rights Ordinance.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Stubblefield and unanimously approved.  

A copy of each recommendation to the draft Zoning Ordinance and to the draft Transfer Development Rights Ordinance is attached to this set of minutes.  Also attached to this set of minutes are the written comments received during the Public Hearings held on February 7, 2008.

Following a brief discussion, Commissioner Collins made a motion to schedule another Public Hearing on March 27, 2008 at 2:00 p.m. for the proposed amendments and for the Commission to consider approval on March 28, 2008 at 8:30 a.m.
